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The F.B.I., fascist secret police c,f 
u.s. imperialists, recently announced 
proudly that it has been harassing 
Black nationalist organizations and 
their leaders, but stopped short of 
admitting responsibility for the 
murders of Malcolm X, Martin Luther 
King. & countless· Black Panthers. 

This information came to light in a 
series of Hoover written F.B.I. 
memos, called counterintelligence 
program: Black Nationalist-Hate 
groups, describng how they tried to 
harass nationalist and other militant 
organizations, trying to create in­
ternal dissension, divide them, & 
finally destroy them. Also, these 
custodians of world imperialism tried 
to keep the many nationalist 
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organizations from uniting with each 
other, from building a unified mass 
political movement with a single 
ideology. The F.B.I. used the com­
munication's media to set leaders 
against each other, and also used 
"native agents" or paid informers & 
spies to wreck nationalist 
organizations from the inside. 

The F .B.I. also works through 
seemingly illegal methods such as 
arresting people over and over on 
trumped-up charges so they can't get 
bail and have to remain in jail. Also 
the F.B.I., agents for ibm, it&t, 
prudential, exxon, gulf & co., have 
investigated entire grammar school 
classes of Black Youth.

Warren with a lead pipe causing a 
gash that required 18 stitches to heal. 
Is this the act of righteousness by a 
man of the cloth, or simply an 
act of hoodism by a greedy 
thug. This incident is a reflection of 
the Jack of control of the total housing 
situation by the tenants who live here 
& the degree to which the many 
slumlords, most of them white & 
living in the suburbs control & op­
press us through high rents, but 
provide no services. While self-hating

MARYLAND HOSPITAL: " UNFIT FOR PATIENTS"1 
Today the workers of IVIartland 

Hospital - most are NewArk Com­
munity people - are being subjected to 
the same poor tactics, irresponsibility 
and racist attitudes, and capitalistic­
bureaucratic administration that the 
community has been struggling 
against for years. The Board of 
Concerned Citizens - a board 
originally set up to be the community 
voice at Martland (but since then 
subjected to neo-colonialistic con­
trol), under prodding by some 
community representatives at its last 
Board meeting, went into the Dietary 
Department at Martland to in­
vestigate reports of em_i.'loyee 
harassment. The investigation is -
uncovering numerous disorders in the 
department which are probably just a 
smaller example of what is rampant 
through the entire hospital. The 
Board held the meeting in the kitchen 
area, with workers, supervisors and 
administration present. These are 
of the things that were uncovered: 
1. Bad Working Conditions 
2. Broken Equipment 
3. Lack of staff and consequent 
overworking of present staff 
4. Employees who have worked for 
ten to fifteen years without any pay 
raises or promotions! 
5. NO on-the-job training for em­
ployees. 
6. NO employee security 
7. Removal of three Black ad­
ministrative assistants. 

At the meeting the workers spoke 
out against these things and pointed 
out how the patients in the hospital 
cannot receive adequate nutrition 
ht•cause there art' so many 
inadequacies in the department. What 
\\as also rf'vealed \,as the ad­
ministration's role in alhm ing these 
conditions and contradictions to exist. 

Questions were also raised about 
the connection of Director <?) 
Florence Gaynor and an assistant 
Forest Williams, with the depart­
ment's malfunctioning and worker 
intimidation. Are these brothers and 
sisters merely being paid to represent 
the interests of Bergen and the 
Deans?

providing superior - or even adequate 
- health care and decent working 
conditions for the workers? Or do they 
represent a ca pita list neo­
colonial/racist structure whose in­
terest is to use Black people to ex­
periment on and Black workers to do 
their dirty work by oppression and 
intimidation? 

Now the workers are demanding 
more democracy within the in­
stitution. Many have left the Team­
sters Union, which also exploited and 
betrayed them, and are looking to 
institute their own organization, the 
NewArk Organization of Workers. As 
Amilcar Cabral points out, ''the level 
of productive forces <the workers - the 
producers> is the essential deter­
mining element in the content and 
form of class struggle and the true 
and permanent motive force of 
history." So it is the workers and their 
ability to produce for society that 
determines how that society will live.

Born in Batesburg, South Carolina, 
Brother Clark has been a resident of 
NewArk since 1962. Like most Black 
people, Brother Clark worked several 
different jobs in order to "make it." In 
1966 he started driving taxis in 
NewArk. Since that time, Bro. Clark 
has continued to drive taxicabs, and 
today has even bought a taxi of his 
own and is presently buying two 
others. 

Brother Clark says that "driving 
taxis can be very profitable, but it can 
also be very depressing if you do not 
have your own cab and is faced with 
trying to outrun the clock in order to 
make enough money to pay the owner 
of the cab for the day's or night's 
rental of the car and the medallion. 
The medallion is what really costs a 
lot of bucks. It is what turns many 
people off from driving taxis, because 
they do not always make the suf­
ficient salary they may expect and 
pay $10-$15,000 for a medallion which 
could be worthless tomorrow. 

Presently Bro. Clark is the Vice­
President of the !\'ewArk Airport Taxi 
Organizaton, Inc. The taxi 
organization has been in existence for 
about a year. It is a fraternal cab 
organization dedicated to serving the

The exclusion of NewArk taxi 
drivers from Terminal A at the 
NewArk International Airport by the 
N.Y. and N.J. Port of Authority 
represents economic and racial ex­
ploitation and discrimination. Since 
the opening of the billion dollar 
Newark International Airport in 
August 1973, NewArk airport 
regulations excludes NewArk taxi 
drivers from Terminal A. Elizabeth 
cab drivers have exclusive rights to 
Terminal A, despite the fact that 
Terminal A exist within the NewArk 
city limits. Economic discrimination 
is exposed here where over 60% of the 

operating cabs to and from the 
Newark Airport." 

Brother Clark says that "with 
hundreds of taxi drivers in :\'ewArk, 
there has always been a great need 
for taxi drivers to organize them­
selves because they are one of the 
main working-class people who are 
discriminated against the most." And 
recently both black and white taxi 
drivers of independent cabs have 
united against the continuous forms of 
discrimination which they're con­
stanly confronted with. 

As of this writing the situation at 
the Newark Airport 1s that over 60% 
of the taxi business comes from 
terminal A, where Port Authority 
excludes NewArk cabs from 
operating. Only Elizabeth cabs 
can operate from there in viola­
tion of state law since Terminal 
A is located in NewArk, and only 
NewArk taxi drivers can pick up 
there. There is a struggle now bet-

previous taxi business at the "old" 
New Ark airport has been taken away 
from the Newark drivers by 
monopoly capitalists of the Port 
Authority and the major airlines. Also 
at the present time, Terminal "A" is 
serving six major airlines while 
Terminal ''B" serves only 5 and of 
those six airlines, the two largest and 
most traveled airlines are United and 
TWA, both of which are in the A 
terminal. This means Elizabeth cab 
drivers have access to more would-be 
passengers. Port Authority (P.A.) 
allows Elizabeth drivers to double, 
and even triple passengers to dif­
ferent destinations while in NewArk, 
P.A. demands that one passenger be 
transported to one destination. It is a 
common situation to see NewArk cab 
drivers just sit and wait for hours 
because there are not enough 
Elizabeth cabs to serve the 
passengers. 

Why have NewArk cab drivers 
been excluded from Terminal A? The 
New Ark taxi drivers are aware of the 
"Deal" that was allegedly made by 

the Port of Authority, the Major 
Airlines and certain corrupt 
politicians exchanging exclusive 
rights to Terminal A for the City of 
Elizabeth and the Port of Authority 
being given rights to run fuel pipL 
lines from Linden through Elizabeth 
into the airports storage grounds! 
Independent drivers are aware that 
the NewArk Fire Department ser­
vices Terminal A with Newark tax 
dollars and that most airport vending 
machines are licensed by the New Ark 
license director and yet despite all 
these exposures, New Ark taxi drivers 
can not work Terminal A. Probably 
the most gross and serious con­
tradiction over the A terminal lies in 
the fact that there is a state law 
banning taxi passenger pick up s in 
other municipalities other than their 
own Terminal A is within 11,;ewArk 
City limits. The Port of Authority and 
the City of Elizabeth are violating 
state law, and we only ask one 
question: Is the Port of Authority and 
the Elizabeth Administration above 
the Law?

These facts have been 
documented and are well known.

The most 
outrageous and ridiculous slanders 
were believed and passed on with 
ghoulish glee. A story which in­
furiated me was that of how Egyp­
tian soldiers, fleeing from the Israelis 
in Sinai, threw away their shoes. 
Anybody who knows anything about a 
desert. or even has been on a sandy 
beach on a hot day would know that 
nobody would take off his shoes to run 
over sands burning under a scorching 
June sun. Yet, how many times have I 
heard this story repeated! The truth 
is that Red Cross workers did find 
corpses of Egyptian soldiers who had 
been stripped of their tunics, trousers 
and boots. 

There is a particularly tragic 
aspect to this attitude of innate recial 
superiority on the part of Israel. Jews 
are originally Semites and therefore 
have closer genetic affinity to Arabs 
than do the Egyptians. Furthermore, 
Judiasm and Islam have identical 
roots-with the same holy places and 
Abraham the revered Father figure of 
both religions. Had the builders of 
Israel taken into account this natural 
affinity, had they come to this region 
to make a peaceful home among 
closely related peoples, to seek un­
derstanding from them and 
cooperation with them, to give and 
receive-to plant and reap and build 
together, even the infamous Belfour 
Declaration would not have served 
western imperialism so effectively 
and the present confrontation would 
not have taken place. 

But the Zionists did none of these 
things. And so today we have the first 
all-out war led by an Afrikan since 
Hannibal! 

If anybody in the west has realized 
this you may be sure he has hastily 
kicked the ominous thought under a 
rug lest it be grasped by others. But, 
roll it around on your tongue, Brother, 
and see how it tastes! 

Every since I've lived in this part 
of the world I've asserted that Egypt 
is Afrika. I've written this in articles, 
declared it from platforms; it is the 
central theme of my last published 
book, Gama! Abdel Nasser: Son of the 
Nile. You who have read that book 
were not surprised by the recent 
October events. You knew they were 
inevitable-sooner or later. Wide 
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news coverage of happenings out here 
makes it unnecessary to reiterate 
what readers already know. The swift 
and efficient crossing of the Suez 
Canal, followed in a few hours by 
complete demolishing of the "im­
pregnable Bar Lev line", so stunned 
and disorientated the world press that 
even American papers printed many 
undeleted and unvarnished accounts. 
But when the entire Arab world-and 
then a United Afrika closed ranks 
behind Egypt-words failed the 
staggered correspondents! 

How frequently and glibly have 
.Middle East experts written about the 
disunity of Arabs, with their 
monarchies, feudal lords, dictators, 
religious fanatics and illiterate, sloth­
ful nomad peoples! A disjointed, 
quarrelsome lot-whose inability to 
get together on anything could only be 
equalled by the tribal. linguistic, 
religious and cultural diversities of 
black Afrikans. If the west was safe 
from anything in this world it was 
from the idiotic Pan-Arab and Pan­
Afrika exhortations of ambitious 
visionaries!

the ALSC has steadily grown and 
increased its militant activity at 
home and abroad.

intelligence and to inspire action in 
instances where circumstances 
warrant. The pernicious background 
of such groups, their duplicity, and 
devious maneuvers must be exposed 
to public scrutiny where such 
publicity will have a neutralizing 
effect. Efforts of the various groups to 
consolidate their forces or to recruit 
new or youthful adherents must be 
frustrated. No opportunity should be 
missed to exploit through coun­
terintelligence techniques the -
organi1.ational and personal conflicts 
of the leadership or the groups and 
where possible an effort should be 
made to capitalize upon existing 
conflicts between competing black 
nationalist organizations. When an 
opportunity is apparent to disrupt or 
neutralize black nationalist, hate-type 
organizations through the cooperati~n 
of established local news media 
contacts or through such contact with 
sources available to the Scat of 
Government, in every instance 
careful attention must be given to the 
proposal to insure the targeted group 
is disrupted, ridiculed. or disrupted 
through the publicity and not merely 
publicized. Consideration should be 
given to techniques to preclude 
violence-prone or rabble-rouser 
leaders of hate groups from spreading 
their philosophy publicly or through 
various mass communcations 
media.**•

For maximum effectiveness of the 
Counteringelhgence Program, and to 
prevent wasted effort, long-range 
goals are being set. 

3. Prevent \'iolence on the part of 
black nationalist groups. This is of 
primary importance, and is, of 
course, a goal of our investigative 
activity: it should also be a goal of the 
Counterintelligence Program. 
Through counterintelligence it should 
be possible to pinpoint potential 
troublemakers and neutralize them 
before they exercise their potential 
for violence. 

4. Prevent militant black 
nationalist groups and leaders from 
gaining respectability, by 
discrediting them to three separate 
segments of the community. The goal 
of discrediting black nationalists 
must be handled tactically in three 
ways. You must discredit these 
groups and indi\'iduals to, rirst, the 
responsible Negro community. 
Second, they must be discredited to 
the white community, both the 
responsible comm unity and to 
"liberals" who have vestiges of 
sympathy for militant black 
nationalist simply because they are 
Negroes. Third, these groups must be 
discredited in the eyes of Negro 
radicals, the followers of the 
movement. This last area requires 
entirely different ractics from the 
first two Publicity about violent 
tendencies and radical statements 
merely enhances black nationalists to 
the last group; it adds "respec­
tability" in a different way. 

5. A final goal should be to prevent 
the long-range growth of militant 
black nationalist organizations, 
especially among youth. Specific 
tactics to prevent these groups from 
converting youth people must be 
developed 

Besides these five goals -
counterintelligence is a valuable part 
of our regular investigative program 
as it often produces positive in­

formation.

In the past year and a half, since 
the attempt to build Kawaida 
Towers, advocates of Kawaida 
have been beset by continuous 
legal problems. All these problems 
have stemmed directly from 
-continuous harassment by the 
police and other racist elements of 
the white community. The most 
recent evidence of police 
repression is the fact that 4 ad­
vocates of Kawaida were indicted 
and brought to trial for incidents at 
the site of Kawaida Towers. Ad­
vocates were accused of assault & 
battery on a policeman even 
though police attacked the ad­
vocates. Three were acquitted, but 
one was convicted of assault and 
battery on a police officer in an 
incident which has been fully 
documented by TV and journalists 
as a blatant example of polic 
attack and police brutality. But to 
top that off, now the advocates wh 
were attacked are being re­
indicted for the same charge, this 
time brought about by anonymous 
whites also supposed to be on the 
scene. 

The most recent example of 
police repression is the arrest and 
impending indictment of 7 
Kawaida advocates on charges 
ranging from kidnapping to assault 
and robbery. These charges have 
been brought on 7 advocates by one 
well known narcotics pusher, 
second story man and police in­
former. These charges obviously 
cannot be subtantiated, but in the 
meantime the bail comes to over 
$100,000. We are asking this 
because we are in desperate need 
of funds to pay these bail charges. 
This police approach is called legal 
assassination where repressive 
forces try to reduce progressive 
forces by taking them in and out of 
court. 

We know that we can count on 
you for some measure of support.

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STRESS OFFICER ACQUITTED

<Detroit CAP) 
Recently in Detroit, white 

Patrolman Raymond Peterson was 
acquitted of second degree murder in 
the slaying of brother Robert Hoyt. 
According to Peterson, on March 9, 
1973, brother Hoyt attacked him with 
a knife after a minor car accident on a 
Detroit expressway. Peterson, off 
duty at the time, claimed he was 
acting in ''self defense" by fatally 
shooting brother Hoyt. It was 
discovered later by police technicians 
that the knife found on brother Hoyt 
was, in actuality, Patrolman 
Raymond Peterson's. 

Even more amazing, Peterson 
testified during the trial that he lied, 
when he claimed brother Hoyt had 
been armed and attacked him. He, 
also, said that in an effort to support 
his trumped up story, he placed his 
own knife at the scene of the accident. 

Yet, a jury of eight men and four 
women <including two blacks) found 
it in their hears to let this man get off 
scott free, when they had the 
possibility of bringing in three ver­
dicts (second degree murder, guilty 
of manslaughter, or acquittal). 

Peterson, at the time of the ac­
cident, was a member of Detroit's 
STRESS <STRESS is an acronym of 
Stop the Robberies; Enjoy Safe 
Streets; a police low visibility patrol 
decoy tactical mobile unit> The same 
STRESS that in a matter of 2 years 
killed 17 victims, 16 of which were 
black (with many reports made by 
the policemen involved, as to the 
reason they were killed, stating the 
victims were running away from

policemen, only to find autopsy 
reports indicating they were chot in 
the chest. Were some of the victims 
running backwards?. The same 
STRESS that went kicking down 
black peoples doors during a manhunt 
for Boyd, Bethune, and Brown (3 
brothers who weren't clearly im­
plicated as being involved in a 
STRESS shootout). The same 
STRESS that Mayor Coleman Young 
saw fit to disband in Feb.-74 because 
the black community realized 
STRESS was just another form of 
genocide being waged against our 
people .. 

It is we, in fact, the black com­
munity, who are the victims. It is we 
who are on trial. It is we who, in the 
final analysis, will pay the price. Ours 
will be a slow systematic death wish 
at best, if we don't get involved & 
active, if there is no mechanism for 
the Petersons to be checked by the 
people he is supposed to serve. And he 
has served us (?) WELL! ! ! 
WE ARE THE VICTIM! UNITY!

TRENTON STATE PRISON'S 
"HIDDEN KNIFE" HOAX 

The recent "Hidden Knife Scarce" 
at Trenton State Prison is the latest 
attempt by the racists with the 
passive support of "liberal" Ann 
Klein and Co. to attack and discredit 
the progressive Black Studies 
Program and the Kawaida com-. 
munity. According to Trenton Supt. 
Albert Gray, officials "accidentally" 
discovered 18 butcher knifes were 
missing from the prison cookhouse 
after the Black Studies group met 
Swiday March 5. For a week and a 
half the entire population was 'locked 
up' in their cells while the racist 
prison administration searched for 
the weapons they had all the time. 
The guards led by racist/KKK -
Captain Charles Trautman found the 
weapons they had all the time, but 
could not indict anyone because 
everyone could see the sloppy set up! 
The guards wanted to create a

Trautman, Supt. Gray, Lt. Fiscor, 
and Sgt. Julian.

constitute the real political leadership 
of the national Black community or 
have they in general, because of their 
continued compromis,e and op­
portunism, forfeited any real 
potential of representing the Black 
community? 

The Little Rock convention dif­
fered from the Gary convention in that 
the Little Rock convention was more 
serious. The day long workshops dealt 
with specific issues necessary to 
understand the means of organizing 
for political power. There were 
workshops in Building State and 
Local Assemblies, Electoral Politics, 
and Community Struggles. There 
were a great many lecturers and 
resource people, all contributing to 
the developing understanding and the 
assembled delegates with the goal 
that everyone who came to the con­
vention would go home understanding 
a little more clearly how to contribute 
to the self organization of our 
developing community.

There were only 9 resolutions 
passed this year, which is a radical 
contrast to 1972 when some 63 were 
passed. 

The 9 that passed were: 
1. Development of a new Urban 
Homestead Act. 
2. Support for the Republic of New 
Afrika - Anti Repression Program. 
3. Establishment of a Black United 
Fund to raise $17.5 million in order to 
build a permanent National Black 
Assembly lobby, secure a permanent 
site, and staff. 
4. Support May 25th as International 
Afrikan Liberation Day; the con­
vening of the 6th Pan Afrikan 
Congress (June 3-13) in Dar es 
Salaam, Tanzania; the Afrikan 
Women's Seminar in NewArk (July 
5-7, 1974); and support all progressive 
liberation movements on the Afrikan 
continent. 
5. Condemnation of the racism of all 
elected officials who voted for the $2.2 
billion military and to Israel to wage 
war against Arab people. 
6. Support local assemblies to work 
with state and local school boards for 
the establishment of Afrikan Studies 
curriculum in elementary, in­
termediate and high schools. 
7. Support Self-Determination for 
Washington, D.C. bill. 
8. Support for and coordination of 
efforts to finance and establish Black 
owned T.V. and radio stations 
throughout the nation. 
9. Opposition to the genocidal 
psychological testing of Black 
students. 

A tenth resolution was defeated by 
convention delegates in clear show of 
rising political sophistication in the 
Black community. The resolution 
called for the creation of a Black 
Political Party, but the delegates 
knew that the work of organizing state 
assemblies was the work that is 
necessary to create a party.

A book by Gen. Antonio de Spinola, 
written after he spent four years 
fighting hopelessly against PAIGC 
<Afrikan Party for the Independence 
of Guinea and Cape Verde) was the 
principal inspiration behind the 
present internal crisis. Gen. Spinola 
received many honors for his con­
tribution to that war, and uP"- his 
return was appointed Deputy Cl f of 
Staff, a post created especially for 
him. But in his book, he says that 
Portugal cannot win the war, and 
should seek another way out. This 
open admission of weakness has 

• thrown Portugal into internal turmoil. 
The Portuguese right wing forced its 
leader, Caetano, to fire Spinola, and 
his only superior officer, General 
Fransco de Costa Gomes. Both 
Gomes & Spinola were principal 
organizers of the plot that killed 
PAIGC's Revolutionary leader. 
Amilcar Cabral. 

Portugal spends over half its 
annual budget fighting against 
Afrikan revolutionaries in Guinea­
Bissau, Angola, and Mozambique, 
and is the poorest nation in Europe. 
This is one reason it hangs on to 
colonialism, because its colonies are 
richer than Portugal itself. Without 
them, Portugal would either be 
swallowed up by western Europe or 
disregarded as irrelevant. Portuguese 
citizens question the country's role, 
however, since they face widespread 
unemployment and increasing in­
flation. Many Portuguese youth are 

Marcello Caetano, Prime Minister 
and agent of imperialism in Portugal, 
and the arch enemy of Afrikans thru­
out the world. 
deserting the country and going 
elsewhere looking for work. 

Portugal also fights for U.S. in­
ternational monopoly capitalism 
which benefits directly from the 
colonies, and pays Portugal to fight in 
their economic interest. An example 
of this is Gulf Oil which pays Portugal 
to fight in Angola so it can steal oil 
and labor at cheap prices from 
Angola and Cabinda. But proof of 
Portugal's military impotence comes 
daily, as the militants of PAIGC 
FRELIMO, UNITA, and MPLA tak~ 
more and more territory. In Sep­
temba, PAIGC declared Guinea­
Bissau independent of Portuguese 
rule! 

The fighting going on inside 
Portugal today only aides our 
brothers in their struggle against 
racism, capitalism and imperialism 
with fts manifestation in Afrika a~ 
Portuguese colonialism. The wave of 
dissension in Portugal will undoutedly 
increase the dissension of the Por­
tuguese soldiers themselves, and will 
increase the number of desertions 
from the Portuguese army, many of 
whom are Afrikans tricked into 
fighting against their own people. 
Portugal faces defeat from within and 
without. It is only a matter of time. A

Afrikans in America have to view 
all planning of our lives in relation­
ship to our oppression as a people, a 
class of people, culturally aggressed 
and politically dominated by another 
people. Amilcar Cabral states, "the 
objective of national liberation is -
therefore, to reclaim the right, 
usurped by imperialist domination, 
namely: the liberation of the process 
of development of national productive 
forces.

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The Meaning & Development of Revolutionary Kawaida, Part 2 

RAISE!! 

lmamu Amiri Baraka 

As an organization the Congress of 
Afrikan People is approaching four 
years old. We began as a con­
tinuations committee of the Black 
Power Conference, and a newly 
developing "united front" of 
nationalists and near nationalists, 
and a few others, & put together the 
historically significant unity con­
ference in Atlanta in 1970. 

Since that time the executive 
committee of the Congress of Afrikan 
People has undergone some needed 
ch_anges. It is still undergoing them to 
this date. But from the beginning of 
our association with the CAP some of 
us were advocates of Kawaida, the 
doctrine of Maulana Karenga. But 
there were always other influences 
within the EXCO. 

The advocates of Kawaida within 
the EXCO had been influenced 
directly by Maulana Karenga and the 
US organization, and had been taught 
directly by them. Events of 1970 saw a 
rupture in that ·direct influence, on 
~embers of EXCO, and from that 
time the theory and practice of ad­
vocates of Kawaida on EXCO and that 
of the US organization have shown 
variation. In theory we were still all 
~dvocates of Kawaida, but in prac­
hc~. and therefore in the theory 
d~nvcd from that practice, objective 
~fferenccs developed, and, objective 
d1~ferences that might have already 
existed were magnified. 

Even though the most charac­
teristic manifestation of those ob­
jective differences which developed 
among advocates of Kawaida could 
be shown most dramatically by 
comparing the practices of the US 
organization and the Committee for 
Unified Newark, we have always 
struggled to see that those differences 
were not antagonistic. 

Some of those differences have 
been exploited by unscrupulous 
people playing at revolution, but as 
i\Iaulana Karenga stated, "if you play 
at revolution you'll get put down."· 

For the past few months there 
have been attempts to lessen the 
objective differences between ad­
vocates of Kawaida. And people who 
openly seek to divide by emphasizing 
the two lines that have grown up 
within Kawaida should be isolated 
and ridiculed, yet we must understand 
that those variations are when they 
exist, for the exact purpose of com­
bining our positive tendencies and 
mutually discarding our negative 
ones. 

Since assuming the chairmanship 
of the CAP (September 1972) Imamu 
Baraka, who is also chairman of the 
NewArk cadre, has sought to put 
forward the practice and theories 
developing out of the practice (and 
theories) of the NewArk cadre as a 
leading example for the CAP as a 
whole. Since the NewArk cadre was 
the first Kawaida organization of the 
East coast, it was naturally Kawaida 
that was used as the basis for any 
analysis made in the development of 
our revolutionary ideology. 

In essence we realized the core of 
Kawaida to be an understanding of 
the revolutionary theory and 
examples of practice of the great 
Afrikan revolutionaries, Garvey, 
Malcolm, Nkrumah, Toure. Nyerere, 
and even the great Chinese 
revolutionary Mao Tse Tsung. 
Because we had been given an outline 
to study (The phases of Kawaida 
Doctrine> not only did we study that 
outline and commit it to memory, but 
we also went to some of the other 
sources of the doctrine, and began to 
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read and analyze them as thoroughly 
as we could. c And we are still at this 
task!> We did this because we wanted 
to grasp the essence of the doctrine of 
Kawaida, and at the same time rid 
ourselves of any dogma and 
inoperative work style .that might 
have crept into our movement. And to 
do this we began to test theoretical 
dogmas, trying to restore the unity 
between theory and practice, testing 
policy, to see it was suitable, based on 
deeds and actions not slogans and -
resolutions, ,,.-e organized according 
to our concrete material conditions 
and we began to practice self 
criticism. 

\'v'e wanted our movement in tune 
with reality, and therefore able to 
change it. And so for instance within 
our practice of the extended family 
we rejected polygamy as unworkable 
and elitist. We rejected the feudalism 
which sought to make our women 
beautiful Afrikan objects, and em­
braced world revolutionary theory 
and practice which sees women as 
equals in struggle. We rejected the 
cultism which mysticized our 
thoughts and made many of our ac­
tions irrevelant and removed from 
the masses, and finally we rejected 
the inaccurate interpretation of 
Kawaida as a doctrine which dictates 
that only Afrikans have said anything 
of value in the world. That is we 

rejected the interpretation of 
Kawaida as a form of reactionary 
chauvnism either racial or sexual. 

We saw that the main cutting 
edges of revolutionary Kawaida were 
the same revolutionary objectives 
that Kwame Nkrumah taught. 
Nationalism, PanAfrikanism. and • 
Socialism < Ujamaa). And so in 
moving to extract Kav,·aida as a 
theory of theoretical, political, 
economic and cultural struggle, we 
began to emphasize these 
revolutionary objecti\'es of the "three 
cutting edges" of our ideology so 
references to the "cultist and 
metaphysical" aspects of Kawaida 
could be lessened and f.inally 
eliminated. 

But Ujamaa is the fourth principle 
of the Nguzo Saba, we saw that it was 
necessary to have more than a one 
sentence version of it. And that the 
definition of Ujamaa as an attitude of 
mind was positive and that while that 
attitude if internalized could lead to 
"the building and developing of our 
own stores, shops and other 
businesses", that it was necessary to 
add to our definition <if not directly to 
the N guzo Sabal ". . . to struggle to 
create Ujamaa, Communalism, 
Socialism, as a scientific world 
system for the reorganization of 
world society and the redistribution of 
the world's wealth."
