The bubble of stability surrounding
Zaire since the defeat of the Lumum-
baist guerillas and the routing of the set-
tler led army of Col. Jean Schramme has
been pricked. Independent African
states and United States led
imperialism-the forces which sighed
with relief at Mobutu Sese Seko’s con-
solidation of power in the late 1960’s -
are apprehensive because of two recent
stiff challenges to Mobutu’s supposedly
monolithic popular regime.

The first crack in the facade of
authenticity - an assassination attempt
directed at Mobut which killed six of
his bodyguards - went almost unnoticed
because of rigid controls on the Zairean
media. The second challenge tc

On June 7th in Homestead,
Pennsylvania, Black steel workers from
the Homestead Plant of United States
Steel met at the MUSA Center to dis-
cuss a suit against United States Steel
for discrimination, filed by two black
steel workers, James Turner and John
Rogers and the meaning of the Consent
Decree.

Lawyers from the N.A.A.C.P. Legal
Defense Fund spoke of the suit that they
filed against nine basic steel producing
companies and the government for dis-
crimination against national minorities
and women steel workers. During the
discussion of the N.A.A.C.P. suit, one
of the workers in the audience raised an
important factor about the sellout role
that union officials of the United Steel

Education Crisis

On May 25, 1975, two Black Albany
High School youths were attacked by a
gang of white youths in a predominan-
tly white community on Madison
Avenue. Three days later, one of the
white students involved in the May 25
incident (about 2 hours after being
suspended from Albany High School
for attacking another Black student and
for possessing a can of mace) led 15-20
white students with bats, golf clubs,
(chains, wrenches, and a gun in still
‘another physical attack against Black
students.

The Black students of the High
School fought back in a battle which
lasted- almost two hours, saw six
students injured, and the subsequent
arrest of 16 students. Eight of those
students were Black and were charged
with Riot and Assault!

workers of America played in dis-
crimination against minority workers
and asked why they were not also defen-
dants in the case. Many of the workers
present expressed that there was no
black representation in the Union and
that the needs of black workers,
therefore, were not met.

Theattorney representing Rogers and
Turner pointed out that in their suit, the
government, United States Steel, and
United Steel Workers of America local
1397 were all defendants. The Rogers-
Turner VS. U.S. Steel suit was filed in
1971 and claims that Black steel workers
in Homestead suffer discrimination
from:

Mobutuism- the abduction of four
foreign students from neighboring
Tanzania by anti-Mobutu guerillas - has
reverberated around the world.

Africa in general and Zaire's nine sur-
rounding neighbors in particular are
shaken by these recent events. The nine
year period from independence in 1960
to guerilla leader Pierre Mulele’s cold
blooded murder, after a promise of
amnesty by Mobutu, was marked by a
bloody civil war which enveloped the
entire nation, occupied the center of Af-
rican affairs and for a long time held
international attention at the United
Nations. Zaire, then Congo-Leopold-
ville could play this divisive role only
because of its strategic location and rich
natural resources.

Initially a struggle ensued between
advocates of a unitary centralized state
led by Patrice Lumumba, a staunch
anti-imperialist and Pan Africanist,and
separatest elements in the mineral rich
Katanga and Kasoi provinces backed by
local settlers, Belgium, France, the
Katanga lobby in England, and white
settlers in the now defunct Central Af-
rican Federation which linked present
day Malawiand Zambia with Rhodesia.

Belgium’s support to the secessionist -
who received mining royalties from
Belgium Companies that legally
belonged to the Central Government -
included approximately eight thousand
troops in violation of the Belgium-
Congo-Friendship Treaty and despite
the severance of diplomatic relations by
the Lumumba government.

Less than two weeks after
independence, the Central Government
requested United Nations troops to halt
the external aggression. In retrospect,
this was a grave error. The United States
penetrated the country via the United
Nations. In due course Lumumba was
desposed with the Cognizance of an
American, Andrew Cordier, Special As-
sistant to the United Nations Secretary-
General. This initiated a split in the
federal government between anti-
imperialist and those seeking to ex-
change the Belgium colonial master for
the more insidious American neo-
colomial master. The United States neo-
colonial puppets were led by President
Joseph Kasavubu, leader of a tribal as-
sociation, and Mobutu Sese Seko, then
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Col. Joseph Desire Mobutu, a former
personal secretary to Lumumba before
capitulating to the CIA.

The United Nations actively aided the
puppets by refusing Lumumba freedom
of movement and use of the national
radio station. The Kasavubu clique had
access to radio facilities across the river
where they were warmly welcomed by
Congo-Brazzaville's first president, the
French puppet, Abbe Fulbert Youlu.

Lumumba attempted to escape the
constraints imposed by the United
Nations coup by fleeing to Stanlyville,a
Lumumbaist stronghold in the nor-
theast, to continue the struggle against
secessionist elements and the United
States puppets. He was captured while
enroute by Central Government troops
and later handed over to the seces-
sionists by his former colleagues in the
Central Government.

By late January 1961, Lumumba and
two companions had been killed by
secessionist officials. As outcry swept
the globe and the same United Nations
that assisted in his overthrow held an
investigation. Nearly fifteen years have
passed. But no one has yet been tried for
the murder.

The years that followed saw the end of
the Katanga secession in early 1963. An
anti-puppet government based in
Stanlyville alternately opposed and
collaborated with the Central
Government. Duel power, in the form of
two contending governments, led to an
armed struggle. Lumumbaists initially
seized control of large areas of the coun-
try. Divisions within the leadership, the
lack of a clear political line and the use
of white mercenaries by the
Leopoldville government first led by
Moise Tshombe, a former puppet of
secessionist interests, and later by
Mobutu ended the Lumumbaist threat
to imperialism first on the eastern front
and later in the west.

Pierre Mulele’s murder in 1969 was
thought by most observers to have
stabilized the country. Mobutu, who
has Lumumba’s blood on his hands,
then declared himself a disciple of the
great nationalist and brought back his
wife from exile. On top of this
demogagy, he launched an ‘authenticity’
campaign which changed the name of
the country, cities, rivers, regions, and
people. He became Citizen Mobutu
Sese Seko-but left intact and in fact

The past few years have ushered an
erain which, throughout the world, long
npprcsscd and struggling pcoplgs a_nd
nations have taken over the oﬂcnﬁ}\'c
and have won great victories. lhc
liberation of Vietnam, Cambodia,
Guinea-Bissau and Mozambique are
brilliant examples of this trend.

The people of Zimbabwe have not
been excluded from this historic move
forward. In fact, since the early 70's,
their liberation fighters, after years of
setbacks, have cut the corner and have
steadily gained the initative. Also to at-
tack anywhere in Zimbabwe, the main
liberation force — ZANU — had struck
fear and terror at the root of the racist,
minority regime. By 1975, it had
liberated 50,000 square miles of the nor-
theast and was, according to Western
intelligence, capable of smashing the
last stronghold of the racist es-
tablishment in the next few months. It
must be emphasized that the liberation
of Mozambique had also added impetus
to the liberation struggle while further
weakening the racist regime.

ZIMBABWE (Rhodosia) is an Af-
rican nation where 250,000 whites con-
trol the wealth and destiny of the more
than 5 million blacks. Apart from
neighboring South Africa, it is the only
society where a whole nation has been
literally enslaved: to labor and cater for
the tiny minority and the international
corporations who have grown filthy rich
from this exploitation. (Multinational
corporations make five times as much
profit in Southern Africa as elsewhere

due to the slave wages paid the cheap
African labor.)

It is in this light: the brilliant gains of
the Zimbabwe resistance as well as the
danger to imperialistand racist plunder,
that the recent conspiracy has to be seen.
The President of Zambia, Kenneth
Kaunda, has arrested 1,400 of the
highest officials in ZANU. His lame ex-
cuse was to investigate the cowardly
murder of ZANU’s chief military leader‘,
CHITEPO, who the whole world, in-
cluding Kaunda, knows was killed by
imperialist plot for his noble defense of
the Zimbabwe Revolution and against
any betrayals.

Trampling on accepted international
norms, the Zambian President has also
interferred in the internal affairs of the
Zimbabwean revolution, he has called
for the various organizations for Zim-
babwe’s liberation disbanded, and a
single sellout organization formed, the
end of armed struggle and a start of
“detente” and dialogue with the racist
regime. These, the Zimbabwean
revolytion and people have vehemently
opposed. The massive “NO” to so-called
“Constitutional settlement” of Britain’s
Pierce Commission is enough evidence.

We, the undersigned, know that the
imperialist conspiracy against Zim-
babwe is not an isolated phonomenon.
It is part of a new reactionary, political
counter-attack that aims at com-
plementing their aggressive military at-
tacks. We urge all people of conscience
to demand of President Kaunda the

SOUTH KOREA-
A SUBJUGATED ECONOMY

South Korea has been turned into an
“export platform” for the U.S. and
Japan. There are 3 export processing
zones where the tax giveaways to
foreign corporations are as huge as the
workers’ wages are tiny. The tax
provisions include a 5-year corporate,
property and property tax acquisition
exemption; a 50% reduction of these
taxes for the 3 following years;
unlimited repatriation of profits and
dividends; a custom duty and com-
modity tax exemption on imported
goods for foreign investment; and per-
sonal income tax exemption of foreign
workers.

South Korea’s tax giveaways are
almost matched by U.S. tax provisions
designed to promote overseas expan-
sion of U.S. corporations.

Wages are among the lowest in the
world. Starting wages for clothing
workers are $.10 an hour before deduc-
!ions. The industry’s average hourly rate
is double that figure. Unemployment is
estimated at a quarter of the popula-
tion—and is worse among men and
women. Strikes in foreign-owned plants
are forbidden and the Government can
compel arbitration. The Government
keeps tight control on the labor
movemgnt. KCIA agents are stationed
openly in every union office and agents
attend election meetings to dictate the
results. In 1973 the Government broke
up the annual meeting of the Korean
Fcfieration of Trade Unions (the only
union confederation in the country)
when a majority of delegates voted to
oust the Government-appointed

president. According to- Government
figures, consumer prices have risen 28%
in the past year (1973-74). Local
businessmen suspect the real rate was
much higher, closer to the 43% jump in
the commodity price index.

South Korea’s economic
development is very unhealthy. In 1973,
it imported almost $1 billion more than
it exported, despite a phenomenal
manufacturing export growth rate.
Japan is the largest investor in South
Korea with $468 million in direct
investments, followed by the U.S. with

Korean people have increased
revolutionary struggle towards the
smashing of the puppet Park regime and
the reunification of S. Korea with the
progressive socialist north.

SUPERPOWERS CONTEND FOR
POWER IN ANGOLA. Despite a sup-
posedly cease-fire agreement, fighting
continues in Angola instigated by the
two Superpowers - the U.S. & Soviet
Union who are contending for control
of Angola. The Soviet backed Popular
Movement for the Liberation of Angola
(MPLA) has control of the capital,
Luanda, & driven out most of the
National Front for the Liberation of
Angola (FNLA) - backed by the U.S.
The purpose is to prevent a coalition
government and democratic elections
by the people because the most progres-
sive liberation Movement UNITA
(National Union for the Total
Independence of Angola) has the
strongest backing of the masses of
people & would win. The superpowers
want to set up a puppet government, so

they could control Angola & its rich
resources. The Organization of Afrikan
Unity meeting in Uganda has called the
leaders of the three liberation
movements to come to the meeting &
again attempt to settle their differences.

CARIBBEAN ACTIVIST VISITS
U.S. Raffique Shah, leader of the
United Labor Front in Trinidad recen-
tly visited U.S. cities & spoke on the
revolutionary struggles going on in
Trinidad and all over the Caribbean. As
pointed out by Shah, many people in the
U.S. are unaware of what’s happening in
the Caribbean, and the brutal ex-
ploitation of the masses of people by
U.S. imperialism. U.S. imperialists con-
trol the key industries in Trinidad - oil &
sugar - and in order to maintain super
profits exploit the workers by paying
them 3¢ per hour. Raffique Shah was
instrumental in organizing an army
rebellion during the 1970 Black Power
rebellion that almost toppled neo-
colonialist Eric Williams government.
The United Labor Front was created to
build revolutionary  consciousness
among the workers, to organize all the
workers in Trinidad, to organize
political strikes & demonstrations, to
overcome the false barriers created by
the colonialists between the Indians &
the Afrikans & draw them together in a
United Front. In February of this year,
ULF organized a massive rally that
caused Eric Williams to expose his
repressive tactics thoroughly by having
to forcibly put the rally down.

CHINA’S NEW CONSTITUTION
CONSOLIDATES DICTATORSHIP
OF THE PROLETARIAT. China’s
new Constitution further consolidates
the dictatorship of the Proletariat as a
powerful ideological weapon for com-
bating and preventing revisionism and
for persisting in continued revolution. It
stipulates the guiding thought - Marx-
ism-Leninism-Mao Tse-Tung thought,
the basic line and Party leadership as
reliable guarantees for consolidating the
dictatorship of the proletariat, res-
tricting bourgeois right, and smashing
the resistance of the bourgeoisie. The

strengthened the United States strong-
hold on the economy.

At the same time reactionaries were
applauding the murder of Mulele, the
Popular Revolutionary Party of the
Congo (PRP), the group which ab-
duoted the students, was reopening the
military struggle on the eastern front
after two years of careful preparation.
News reports calling the Marxist Party
remnants of the Simbas, the Lumum-
baists guerillas of the mid 1960’s are in-
correct. The PRP leadership is com-
posed of former Lumumbaists who left
the Congo for political and military
training after the collapse of the armed
struggle. While in exile they began to
analyize the reasons for the defeat of the
popular forces and to deepen their grasp
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New constitution gives the Party line &
the Communist Party of China legal
force & enables mobilization of the
broad masses of people to combat &
struggle against revisionism. To prevent
corrosion, the Constitutions stipulates
that state organizations & personnel
must study Marxism-Leninism-Mao
Tse-Tung thought, combat bureauc-
racy, maintain close ties with the masses
& wholeheartedly serve the people. The
New Constitution is being used by
China as a tool for dictatorship of the
Proletariat to consolidate the victories
of the revolution.

JO ANN LITTLE TRIAL OPENS.
The Jo Ann Little trial opened in
Raleigh, N.C. with a day long
demonstration in support of Jo Ann Lit-
tle, 21 year old Black sister accused of
killing a jail guard who attempted to
rape her. Already racism has been
shown in the selection of the jurors, the
Prosecution has used 8 of its 9 pre-
emptory challenges, each time to ex-
clude a Black person, all young Blacks
at that. Jo Ann Little needs support. She
is being denied her democratic right of
self defense, like many Black women &
third world women who suffer the triple
oppression of the capitalist system - by
race, class & sex.

FBI OPPRESSION OF
AMERICAN INDIANS IN-
CREASES. Since Wounded Knee,
American Indians especially those on
the Pine Ridge Reservation have been
subjected to continuous harrassment &
aggression by FBI and other
government agents. Two FBI agents
without warrants or anything came to
the home of the Jumping Bull family, &
attacked the family without
provocation, they were shot as the In-
dian family defended themselves. As
pointed out by AIM (American Indian
Movement) “We support all people’s
rights for self-defense. We do not believe
that we have to go around to ask the
various justice officials in this country
or the Congress or the President of the
U.S. for the permission to defend
ourselves. That is our birthright.” In
retaliation, FBI agents have been ran-
sacking peoples’ homes & threatening
them. And it’s not limited to verbal har-
rassment, 23 of 26 unsolved murders in
South Dakota were on the Pine Ridge
Reservation. Most were either AIM
members or those who struggle against
Dick Wilson, Indian collaborator who
runs the reservation for the U.S.
imperialists. Despite threats & in-
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of the revolutionary science, Marxism-
Leninism. After an intense period of
criticism and self-criticism they returned
to the Congo.

The leadership went into the country-
side at great disadvantages. Weapons
that were formerly supplied by the
Chinese and transported through frien-
dly neighboring countries were
unavailable. The diplomatic missions
that previously promoted the Congolese
cause had been closed. All that
remained was a hard core of individuals
guided by revolutionary theory and the
masses inside the country bent under the
exploitative and oppressive Mobutu
regime. Many former Lumumbaist
leaders had remained true to their petty
bourgeois class interest and fled to
either comfortable exile or capitulated
to Mobutu in exchange for position and
priviledge.

right the Congress of Afrikan People
has proposed a “76 Strategy to pull
together a broad coalition of
organizations to run a candidate for
president plus an entire multinational
ticket who would run on an anti-democ-
ratic, anti-republican, anti-depression,
anti-repression  platform.

In-
dia’s Indira Gandhi, under the pretext of
protecting the democracy declared a
“state of emergency” because the
security of the state “was threatened”.
Under Indira Gandhi so-called democ-
ratic rule the masses of people are
persecuted & exploited & forced to live
under inhuman conditions, the
revolutionary movements are sup-
pressed, & the peoples’ democratic
rights denied. Actually India is another
pawn in the struggle between the Super-
powers - U.S. & Soviet Union for con-
trol in Southeast Asia. Right now, In-
dira Gandhi government & her fascist
tactics are being backed by the Soviet
social imperialists.

unrelated to job skills.
2. Poor initial placement of blacks.
3. A discriminatory seniority
system.

The suit is in the courts and if the
Rogers and Turner suit is successful,
other blacks at Homestead Works of
United States Steel will be eligible for
compensation for post discrimination.

In discussing the Consent Decree, it
was evident that black steel workers
never gave their consent to this
collaborated ripoff called the Consent
Decree. In April of 1974 in Birmingham,
Alabama, Government officials, Steel
Corporation representatives  and
pseudo labor leaders of United Steel
Workers of America conspired against
the rights, needs and interest of op-
pressed nationlists and women steel
workers with the formulation of the
Consent Decree.

The Consent Decree was formed after
the Equal Employment Opportunity
Commission and U.S. Steel Corp and
USWA representatives failed to reach
agreement on the proper compensation
for the giant steel companies to repay in
order to make up for past decades of dis-
crimination. Black steel workers had es-
timated a total of $500 million due to

them. As a result of this bourgeois plot,

$31 million has been allocated to
national minority and women steel

workers for past discrimination and a

few changes supposedly geared to im-

prove conditions. The overwhelming

consent at this meeting, however, was
that the Consent Decree was a sham and
that the so called union leaders
represented the interests of corporate
bosses of U.S. Steel, themselves, and
bribed white workers, and not the
interests of those discriminated against.

So far the $31 million pittance has been

refused and court suits filed to enjoin its

disbursement.

The Black steel workers in attendance
had an opportunity to speak of the ine-
quities at the Homestead plant. They ex-
pressed instances of racism in job
placement whereas black workers are
placed in the dirtiest and hottest jobs,
i.e. open hearth, coke ovens and lower
echelon maintenance jobs while white
workers are placed in the more desirable
jobs such as finish shops, metallurgy
and higher echelon maintenance. They
spoke of the seniority system and the
policy of blacks and women being the
last hired and the first fired due to the
racism and sexism which runs rampant
throughout United States Steel. Nat
King, Chairman of the Homestead
Black Coalition (a black caucus within
the plant committed to struggle for
black steelworkers rights) spoke of the
need for the 1,000 black workers at
Homestead Works to wunite and
organize to bring about militant leader-
ship and representation within the
Union to represent the interest of black
steekworkers.

The current crisis-at Homestead has
pulled the covers off the labor aris-
tocrats as represented by under the table
Abel and local USWA labor leaders and
exposed them as class partners of the
ruling class. The situation
demonstrated that there is the need for
progressive union leadership willing and
committed to struggle for the needs of
oppressed nationalities, women workers
and the working class in general in order
to advance the level of struggle against
monopoly capitalism.

But finally, compensation for cen-
turies of slavery of Black workers and
exploitation of all workers can only be
compensated by socialist revolution,
i.e., the ownership of the means of
production by the people who produce
the wealth.

The Camden, N.J., city administra-
tion recently announced that this city
would be named headquarters for t_he
newly formed, National Community
Crime Prevention League. A fasqst
oriented group of ruling class I_ackl;s.
the NCCPL is allegedly the brgmchlld
of Gary I. Laws, who functions as
Mayor 'Angelo Errechetti’s specnal as-
sistant & expert on neo-fascism. This
Laws, is also the founder of Camden’s
“towne watch program”, which 'has
tricked some community people into
spying on their neighbors for the police.
This latest repressive tool of the ruling
class will seek to coordinate, among its
operations, a nationwide training
program for its members in domestic
spying. The rationale for the creation of
NCCPL was given as, “the police are not
doing a good enough job”. The NCCPL
also will seek to pull togetherina umt_ed
front, all other racist and/or repressive
groups in the U.S. (black or white) who
possess fascist tendencies.

With Camden suffering one of the
highest unemployment rates in the
country (35%), Errechetti has seen the
answer to this problem as being, not
calling for FULL EMPLOYMENT
(which is impossible under capitalism),
but more repression of the working

class! Errechetti, as chairman of the
Camden County Democrat Committee,
is merely reflecting the national trend of
both ruling class political parties
(Democrats & Republicans) as they
move toward the right (toward fascism),
Layoffs, speed-ups, cut backs, cuts in
social services, runaway inflation & in-
creased police repression are the order
of the day whenever the rotten system of
capitalism is going through one of its
periodic depressions. This time around
however, the worldwide network of
monopoly capitalism (called
imperialism) is suffering such resoun-
ding defeats at the hands of 3rd world
liberation forces, that it can never
recover its complete domination of Af-
rika, Asia & Latin America from which
it has extracted super profits for cen-
turies.

PART 1

Basis for a Nation

' In 1913 Joseph Stalin gave his clas-

sical examination of the rise,
development and formation of nations.
In lhe_ essay Marxism and the National
Question, he examined the particular
characteristics of a nation.

A nation is not just an ethnic group,
religious group, race or tribe. But a
nation is “primarily a community, a
definite community of people” J. Stalin
- Marxism and the Nat. Quest.

This being the case, “a nation is not
racial or tribal, but historically
constituted stable community.”

But, is this the only criteria for a
nations existence. No! A nation must
also be welded together by a common
language. This does not mean that every
nation must have a different language,
but it does mean that each nation must
have a common language, a language
common to its people.

But these are not the only two criteria
for nationhood.

A nation must also be based on a
common territorial foundation. There
must be a common territory. Therefore
in addition to the criteria of a his-
torically constituted stable community,
and a common language, a nation must
also have a common territory.

But what keeps the people together
and determines how they live? It is the
way that they produce what is needed to
live. It is their common economic life.

A nation must have economic
cohesion, a common economic life that
binds it together.

There is one more characteristic of
nations. It is the sum total of the peoples
experience, projected through the ever
developing shape of the nations’
struggle for better life. It is the common
psychological make up, manifested in a
common culture. A nation must have a
common culture.

What then are the criteria for a
nation?

“A nation is a historically constituted
stable community of people, formed on
the basis of a common language, ter-

ritory, economic life, and psychological
makeup manifested in a common
culture.” J. Stalin - Marxism and the
National Question.
Nations cannot exist just on the basis
of one of these criteria, or in the absence

UESTION —

of any of them. All of these conditions
must exist in order for the nation to ex-
1st.

Nations, like all things are subject to
change. Based on the conditions of the
time.

But, of what importance is it to
analyze the criteria for nations? Why
would it interest Blacks in the U.S. to
understand the development of nations,
and the formation of nations? In the first
place, because we are a nation here in
the U.S. We have met and do meet the
criteria laid down for nations. And if we
are to ever be liberated it has to be with
the understanding of liberation of our
nation. Second, because in the era of
imperialism the world is divided into op-
pressed and oppressor nations. A basic
condition for the establishment of real
Proletarian unity in the spirit of inter-
nationalism, lies in the ability of the
proletariat of the oppressed nation as
well as the oppressor nation, to fight
against and end the oppression and
super-exploitation of the oppressed
nations and of the exploited proletariat
as well. Imperialism means national op-
pression and a super exploitation for the
subjugated peoples, and allows for cer-
tain bribes (eg, higher wages, more
benefits etc.) of the working class of the
oppressor nations. Socialist Revolution
must have as one of its sharpest cutting
edges the freeing of the oppressed
nations from imperialism and oppressor
nations.

How then is this formulated. What
can be done to guarantee the freedom of
the oppressed nations? The right of self-
determination, is the answer to this
question. All nations have the right to
self-determination.

The Central Ward based Project Area
Committee (PAC) has demanded that
Fire Department Director, John
Caufield make public the names of all
the slumlords in these suspicious fires,
and the PAC group is also acting as a
center to deal with the pressing
problems of fire victims that public of-
ficials refuse to handle. A similar slum-
lord plot was uncovered in the Bronx
recently, where slumlords were paying
people to set their houses afire, so they
could collect on bogus fire insurance
claims! The victims are trapped in these
tenements by racism caused by national
oppression and at the base by capitalist
exploitation.

The black mother of 7 children was
interviewed by Unity & Struggle after a
suspicious fire that killed 4 children. The
day after the fire, 2 white men came to
the house and told the tenants that sur-
vived that they were investigators & the
people were not to tell anyone who they
paid their rent to. The people asked if
they were crazy! The building had been
burned by an arsonist, in this fire
conspiracy, who poured gasoline on the
back steps and porch and set them afire.
One family was paying $400 a month to
live in this fire-trap, but the slumlords
are not even satisfied with that, because
they can get tens of thousands off the
top by setting their tenements afire over-
night. 60% of those murdered by fire
have been children under 10 years old
(and ' of them babies) and the rest were
mothers & elders caught asleep.

But what can we do? All over the
world we see that revolution is the main
trend in the world today! Third World
nations are successfully driving U.S.
imperialism out of their countries, in
Vietnam, Cambodia, Laos, & Guinea-
Bissau and Mozambique—imperialism
is getting its behind kicked. And right
here where people are burned alive while
they sleep in their apartments & no one

bed, the only way we can solve our
problem and end our oppression forever
is revolution! But now we must build a
massive tenant movement that links the
different housing struggles together
against the slumlords, corrupt officials,
petty bourgeois politicians, fake com-
munists, who oppress and confuse the
masses into thinking that somehow we
can solve this crisis only with reforms.
As the crisis in capitalism sharpens, the
cities like Newark become centers of

McAdoo was
one of those arrested for refusing to tes-
tify against PL’s Bill Epton who was
charged with “Criminal Anarchy" in the
Harlem Rebellion in 1964. Obviously
the Epton-McAdoo period, and the ar-
ticle itself, are from a time when PL was
struggling to take progressive stands
Since then however, and sadly Progres-
sive -Labor has become the most out-
rageous carriers of the American
sickness, white chauvinism, and are now
nol  even a serious communist
organization.  Unfortunately  white
chauvinism has always stood in the way
of the construction and growth of a truly
vanguard communist party, in the USA.
Now as then!

“The colored people are not yet
known, even to their most professed
friends among the white Americans; for
the reason, that politicans, religionists,
colonizationists, and Abolitionists,
have each and all, at different times,
presumed to think for, dictate to, and
know better what suited colored people,
than they knew for themselves; and
consequently, there has been no other
knowledge of them obtained, than that
which has been obtained through these
mediums. Their history — past, present,
and future, has been written by them,
who, for reasons well known, which are
named in this volume, are not their
representatives, and, therefore, do not
properly nor fairly present their wants
and claims among their fellows. Of these
impressions, we design disabusing the
public mind, and correcting the false im-

pressions of all classes upon this great
subject. A moral and mental, is an ob-
noxious as a physical servitude, and not
to be tolerated; as the one may, even-
tually, lead to the other. . .

Revolutionary & Reactionary
Afro-American nationalism has deep
roots in the historical existence of the
black masses in this country. Afro-

American history has generally been
disfigured, perverted, or concealed by
the white rules of America. And the
story of the evolution of black
nationalism, which forms an integral
and organic part of Afro-American his-
tory as a whole, has suffered an even
worse fate in the hands of the oppressor.
The reasons for this can be simply stated
and adequately proven.

First of all, it'is within the wide em-
brace of Afro-American nationalism
that we find the truly revolutionary
traditions of black people prior to the
Civil War. Secondly, without a fun-
damental understanding of these black
revolutionary traditions, it isimpossible
to chart a correct course for black
liberation today. These black
revolutionary. traditions are, therefore,
dangerous to the rich white imperialists
who maintain Afro-Americans in a state
of capt and super-exploitation.
school children cannot find the
story of these revolutionary traditions in
their textbooks. Instead, they are fed a
steady diet of traitors and collaborators
like Booker T. Washington and others
Once the eyes of the black masses are
opened to their true revolutionary
traditions, they will be armed with an
ideological weapon capable of laying
the foundation for a revolutionary
struggle for black liberation

There are a wide variety of
philosophical and political tendencies
which have traditionally been called
black nationalism. Nevertheless, a dis-
ciplined examination shows that there
are ultimately and fundamentally only
two brands of black nationalism: one is
revolutionary in essence, while the other
is reactionary. What appears to be a
multiplicity of black nationalist
philosophical and political tendencies
boils down to a variation (or electic
combination) of either the
revolutionary or reactionary theme.
Revolutionary nationalism has always
advanced the struggle for black
liberation while reactionary nationalism
has always tended to retard and subvert
this struggle.

The simple-minded, who have been
brainwashed into accepting a
stereotyped view of black nationalism as
being a doctrine of black supremacy,

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race hatred, etc., have much to learn
For while they have identified some of
the more obvious superficial
characteristics of certain varieties of
modern reactionary nationalism, they
are totally blind to the fiundamental
precepts and historical role of
revolutionary nationalism. Therefore,
they compound their ignorance by pain-
ting all nationalists and all nationalism
with the same brush, and they are totally
unprepared to understand the role that
black revolutionary nationalism will
play in the struggle for black liberation
today.

We are explicity concerned, in the
present documentary study, with the
rise of Afro-American nationalism
between 1830 and 1860 (pre-Civil War
black nationalism). In the course of this
study, both the revolutionary and reac-
tionary varieties of black nationalism
will be defined by documentary exam-
ple. But first, we must establish a his-
torica! perspective in order to place
these documients in their proper context.

Historical Background

The first African slaves were brought
to the North American continent in
1619. Slavery in the other parts of the
Americas, however, preceded North
American slavery. Authorities estimate
that during the entire course of the Af-
rican slave trade, Africa lost nearly 50
million inhabitants in order that the
European and American slaveholders
might secure 10 million slaves.! This was
due to the fact that for every African
slave successfully transported to the
New World, four or five met death in
numerous resistance wars during the
cruel forced marches from the interior
of Africa to the coast, or during the hor-
rors of middle passage on slave ships.
This was the rape of Africa.

Among the diverse range of African
peoples brought to North America from
1619 until the end of the American slave
trade were Gaboons, Eboes, Congoes,
Angolas, Senegalese, Coromantees,
Whydahs, Nagoes, Paw Paws and
others. These African peoples spoke
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different languages, were at different
stages of economic development, held
different customs, embraced different
religions and displayed a diverse range
of physical characteristics. They were by
no means one people with one common
history. They had cultural characteris-
tics and histories which were just as
diverse and varied as the peoples who
inhabit Europe or the peoples who came
together to constitute what is today
called white America.

It was during the course of en-
slavement in North America that the Af-
rican slaves became one people with one
history and one destiny. Slavery was its
own melting pot and all of the diverse
characteristics of the different African
peoples who were enslaved were either
intermingled, or systematically des-
troyed (as in the case of their languages).
They became a people who shared a
common form of oppression in a com-
mon slave economy. They came to
speak a common language and to share
a common national character; this
transformation was completed long
before the Civil War.

Needless to say, the African slaves
were not “melted” into America, as was
the case with the different European
peoples who emigrated as free men, and
who comprise what is now white
America. Notwithstanding the ac-
quisition of a common language, the Af-
rican slaves were kept out of the melting
pot (so to speak) which was to produce
the white America of today. The history
of black America is not identical to the
history of white America even though
there is an organic developmental
relationship between the two. The his-
tory of the oppressed is never identical
to the history of the oppressor: the his-
tory of the slaveholder can never be the
same as the history of the slave. The his-
tory of black America began in Africa,
while the history of white America
began in Europe. The various European
emigres who arrived in North America
as free men eventually formed one
people. The different African peoples
who were brought here in chains grewto
become another separate captive
people, upon whose back America was
built from its inception.

Origin Of ‘Free’

Blacks Before The
Civil War

A small community of free black
people existed during the entire course
of slavery in America. These black
people acquired their freedom by es-
caping and becoming fugitives, by buy-
ing their freedom, by gaining their
freedom as a result of heroic service dur-
ing the American Revolutionary War of
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1776 and, in a very few cases, by volun-
tary manumission on the part of a few
slaveholders. We have provided charts
(1 and 2) to show both the numerical
relationship of free blacks to slaves and
the relationship between the total black
population to the rest of the American
population for the historical period
under consideration.

In 1790 there were 59,577 free black
people, 35,000 of whom lived in the
South. By 1860, there were 488,070 free
black people, 250,787 of whom lived in
the South. (This may come as a shock to
those who believe that the North was the
land of the free.) During the entire
course of slavery, the majority of free
black people lived in the South. But a
comparison of the condition of free

blacks in the South with those in the
North will demonstrate that there is no
cause for shock. North or South, the
free blacks were outcasts and little better
than free slaves.

Free blacks in the North were kept
out of the workshops (factories) and
they were brutally discriminated against
economically, politically and socially.
There were few economic opportunities
open to them and the vast majority were
either destitute or engaged in menial
labor (house servants, etc.) The vast ma-
jority of northern free blacks were either
directly prohibited from voting by law
or prevented from voting because of
property requirements and poll taxes.

All nothern free blacks were excluded
from juries, barred from public

» education (with a few exceptions) even
though they were forced to pay
education taxes. In addition, they had

o

few rights that a white man was bound
to respect. Fundamentally, as a point of
comparison, the pre-Civil War North
treated the black man as badly or worse
than he is treated in the South today.

On the positive side, black people in
the North did have freedom of speech,
press and assembly. Moreover, they
could even secure an education (by hook
or crook) if they had enough money.

A small black middle class arose on
top of the northern free black
population. This was a class of small
merchants and professional men. The
story of the brilliant achievements of
black scientists, doctors, lawyers,
writers, inventors, etc. (against
unbelievable odds) during the period of
slavery in America is outside the bounds
of this study, but the record of their
achievements has been covered by
Carter G. Woodson and other black his-
torians.

Economically, free blacks in the
South fared much better than those in
the North. A considerable number were
engaged as mechanics and artisans.
They were preferred, not only because
of their skill, but because they could be
more easily exploited than the white
worker. The free black man in the South
had no rights that a white man was
bound to respect; therefore he was
constantly being cheated with no
recourse to law. He was totally
dependent. Nevertheless, it is remar-
kable to observe that in the South, with
its predominantly agrarian slave
economy, the free blacks were preferred
as mechanics, artisans, tailors,
shoemakers, etc., whereas in the in-
dustrial North the free blacks were ex-
cluded from the workshops. In the
South, the bastion of slavery, it was
easier for a black man to become a
worker than in the industrial North
(home of free labor) where black men
were excluded from the workshops and
forced to become house servants or per-
form other menial tasks.

On the negative side, a free black man
in the South could be taken into custody
and sold back into slavery if he were
found to be without means of support or
if he committed minor infractions of the
law. There were a multitude of laws
under which a black man could receive
corporal punishment for crimes for
which a white man would not even
receive a fine. Black men could not tes-
tify against white men, nor could black
men testify in their own behalf; they
were absolutely excluded from juries
and from voting and were barred from
public education.

Moreover, there was no freedom of
speech, press or assembly for free blacks
in the South. In many cases a black man
was required to show his “free papers™
as a passport before he could move from
one country to another or from one state
to another in the South. Many southern
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states would not let a free black man
return after he left the state, for fear that
he might have been “corrupted” by con-
tact with northern free blacks.

For those who are amazed that black
men could be sold back into slavery in
the South for paupery or minor in-
fractions of the law, it might be well to

Frederick Douglass, leading
abolitionist, fought consistently for
black liberation thru slavery &
reconstruction era, and taught us there
is no progress without struggle!
remember that in 1849 a law was in force
in the state of Ohio stating specifically
that any black man who could not put
up a bond of $500.00 was to be declared
a pauper and sent to the workhouse!
There were no such laws for white men.
White immigrants without a penny to
their names could settle in the northern
state of Ohio while black men were
forced to post a $500.00 bond or go to
jail; and Ohio was not the only northern
state which indulged in such practices.
The small, southern black middle
class was economically stronger and

black

wealthier than the northern black mid-
dle class. A large section of the southern
black middle class openly collaborated
with the slaveholders and was able to
win all sorts of special favors and con-
siderations. In 1830, 3,777 black heads
of families were reported to the United
States Bureau of the Census as slave
owners.> Most of these black
slaveholders lived in Louisiana,
Maryland, North and South Carolina
and Virginia.

A few of these black slaveholders had
as many as from 50 to 200 slaves and
held property to boot. They bought and
sold slaves and lived in a state of luxury
that was imitative of the white slave
masters. Even though the black slave
masters were a drop in the bucket as
compared to the dominant white
slaveholding South, their treachery
stands as an important lesson to black
people who wish to know the origin of
present-day traitors. Booker T.
Washington might well have been a
black slave master had he been born a
few years earlier.

Free blacks in the South had many
contacts with the slaves. There were
even marriages between free blacks and
slaves, not to speak of the many slave
revolts and conspiracies that were par-
ticipated in and sometimes led by free
blacks in the South.

ding the dropping of all charges against
the Black Students and for ac-
countability of school administrators
who have refused to seek out all of the
white youth who originally came up to
the High School, and who have also
refused to recognize the rights of Blacks
to protect themselves against violence.
One such meeting on June 1, saw over
one hundred Black people put together
strategy for demonstrations and united
support for the Black students. On June
3, over 200 Black people participated in
a demonstration of solidarity and sup-
port at the Albany Police Court. This
demonstration is an important example
of the growing consciousness of
Albany’s Black community to the bank-
ruptcy of institutions that do not serve
our interests and which are not under
our control. This is the problem that
faces the masses of Black people under
capitalism - the fact that a bureaucracy
of institutions, controlled by the
wealthy bourgeoise ruling class (the .6 of
1% of the U.S. population), makes
decisions and excercises control over
our lives and the lives of other oppressed
nationalities, and the entire exploited
working class.

Some of the Black parents seeing that
they had to take the lead in the struggle
to oppose this corrupt oppression, on
June 4, created the Albany Legal
Defense Committee for Black Students
(ALDCBS) which has organized
material support for the arrested Black
students in the form of lawyers and
money for court costs. This is an im-
portant lesson for the people, that we
must organize ourselves to struggle for
what is correct. Marie Dobbs, Pecolia
“Petey” Macklin, and Leroy Hoggs
were elected as the group’s steering com-
mittee.

Important lessons are also being
learned about the necessary struggle
against the Black petit bourgeois lackies
of the ruling class who hide behind their
color as a cover for their sell-out per-
formances which are designed to dis-
courage effective organized opposition
to oppression and exploitation.

Harry Hamilton (President of the
Albany NAACP) has been criticized for
the weak and inconsistent positions he
has taken, and his refusal to support a
demonstration that was called at one of
the original organizing meetings by the
Community. His response to the
criticism was “You do what you want,
and I'll do what I think is best.” What

the people are doing is demanding ac-

countability from Public School Of-
ficials, while people like Hamilton,
Larry Burwell (Director of the Albany
Urban League), Hiawatha White and
Shelton Bellamy (Black hall monitors
who pressed the illegal charges against
the Black students) and Albany’s Black
ministers are collaborating with present
officials, which will only result in the
continued legal harassment of the Black
students, and the continued lack of
quality education and qualified Public
School  administrators who  will
represent the people’s interests.

The struggle against the racist attack
by the white students who are them-
selves blind victims of the racist
capitalists system which benefits from
continued division within the working
class, is also a struggle against a racist
court system, a struggle against ad-
ministrators  liker  School  Super-
intendent David Bray, and Albany High
School principal John Bach who will try
to bring police into the schools rather
than improved education, a struggle
against Black reactionary petit
bourgeois lackies whose interests are
served when the people’s demands are
changcd into meaningless compromise
or non-militant reforms, and finally
against the entire system of monopoly
capitalism and bourgeois ideology

which will ultimately be overthrown by
class struggle and violent revolutionary
peoples war, to build a true socialist
society.

The Albany Congress of Afrikan
People has called for the creation of an
Education Task Force to continue this
struggle with the day-to-day problems
within the Public School system, ac-
countability of administrators to the
stated needs of students, and with the
question of who will control the quality
of the education of our schools.

Progressive organizations, business-
men, and concerned individuals have
already begun to contribute money for
the legal expenses of the Black students.

UNITA met with MPLA and FNLA recently in Kenya to attempt to stop U.S.-USSR
instigated armed clashes among them and to try to build a transitional governing body
in Angola. UNITA has long taken the correct political line, organized among the
masses inside Angola and led armed struggle against the Portuguese. UNITA now is

guiding the Angolan people through the dangers of the superpower collusion and

constant confrontation.

UNITA’s Strength
Inside the Country
That UNITA is the strongest party in

Angola is a fact that even the inter-

national press can no longer deny, and a
fact that every eye-witness has con-
firmed. President Savimbi's appear-
ances in Luso, Nova Lisboa, Lobito and
Silva Porta, as well as in the rural areas
brought record-breaking crowds.
Observers in Nova Lisboa cited well
over a half a million people at the
airport when President Savimbi arrived
there in January. Nova Lisboa is the
second largest city in Angola to Luanda,
but it is more important than Luanda
because it has the highest concentration
of African population. Yet, even when
President Savimbi held rallies in the
outlying districts the crowds were thick
having come from miles around to hear
their ‘Son of the People” as they refer to
Savimbi. Not only does UNITA have a
strong following among peasant
farmers, but is has a tremendous follow-

on the basis that Acting Superintendent
Allan Hoffman dislikes this group and
apparently described it as ‘negative’ in
his opinion.

This citizen further adds that:

As lunderstand it, prison guards and
administrators cannot accept or reject
visitors legally on the basis of personal
whim and private judgment. I have
spoken to two lawyers about this matter
and was told that the courts have upheld
the public’s right to know and to inves-

ing among the workers as proven by the
reception given to the Party in Lobito,
where the longshoremen have organized
strong unions. Although the crowd in
Lobito was smaller than the one in Nova
Lisboa,somewhere between a quarter of
a million and a half a million, the
intensity of the gathering was unsur-
passed in Angola. When General-Com-
mander Chiwale led the longshoremen
insongs that evoked the harsh memories
of four hundred years of oppression, the
emotions released confirmed the
identity felt between the Party and the
workers.

Why is UNITA Receiving White
Support In Angola?

Of all the devices used by the racists
and imperialists to undermine UNITA’s
support among the Africans in
diaspora, the most preverted has been
the distortion of the reasons for and the
extent of white support to UNITA.
Time magazine typifies this distortion in
its January 27th issue:

“Under the guidance of the
Moderate Jonas Savimbi UNITA
has won the greatest support
among Angola’s 500.000 whites by
advocating multiracial
government.
noo
The political hope of the country at
least in view of many white settlers,
is centered on the National Union
for the Total Independence of
Angola (UNITA).”
In the April 14th issue of Newsweek the
same lie is perpetuated: *.. .UNITA, the
most popular, [group] particularly
among whites.”

As we know, for a long time UNITA
was accused of racism because it has no
whites in its leadership, unlike MPLA.
UNITA has always been rooted among
the masses of the people in-the rural
areas, and achieved its military vic-
tories with an all African army. It had
no American advisers, as in the case of
FNLA or no Russian advisers, as in the
case of MPLA. Ours is truly a self-
reliant struggle for total independence.
To this day, UNITA’s leadership
remains Black. Now, why has this pre-
viously ‘racist party’ all of a sudden
become the darling of the white press?

According to Africa magazine,
March, 1975, UNITA has 45% of the
popular support in the country, and this
is before campaigning has begun for
elections. This figure and higher ones
are confirmed in other national and
international journals as well. To infer
that most of UNITA’s support is white
would be illogical, because if the whites
are a minority, they could not possibly
be the foundation of majority support in
an African country. And can we give so
little credit to that African majority to
think that they would support a multi-
racial party forming a multiracial
government? UNITA's constitution
clearly states that Angola will have an
African government, and the Party has
not deviated from this objective.

UNITA has never stood for and will
never stand for white control.. Whites

who support UNITA do so because the
Party already has the support of the
African majority, and will win elections
with or without white support.
Obviously, as a matter of survival, the
whites support the strongest party, not
the parties which have a weak following
among the African population.

However, Time's and Newsweek's
insult to our intelligece is cynical
because it calculates maximum emo-
tional response from- the Blacks in
diaspora. There is no simple, mono-
lithic Black reality in Africa today.
Africa is complex, and Angola is even
more complex because of its large white
minority and the proximity of the white
minority regimes, which cannot be
wished away by shouting “Drive the
white man into the sea!™

Therefore, the only viable course we
can follow is to give the whites a choice:
to get out or to participate in the
development of Angola under the
leadership of an African govenment. By
totally rejecting white support, they
could not be neutralized, and we would
encourage the formation of larger white
mercenary armies that would ally with
Rhodesia and South Africa to create a
second UDI in Southern Africa. We do
not want a second Congo in Angola,
giving the imperialists and expansion-
ists an excuse to try to occupy our
country under the pretext of preverting
civil war and saving white skins.

CONCLUSION
We are acutely aware of the

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tigate the administration of State
institutions funded by tax dollars.

So what is Hoffman trying to hide???
The reign of the 4th Reich, with
Hoffman’s swatsticker aimed directly at
the Black inmates which make up 90%
of the total inmate population, with an
extra element of torture, THE HOLE,
for any inmate who dares to struggle
against this super repression. For exam-
ple, Kabuka (Clifton Brandon), who
already has served 8 years of a 12 year
sentence, and has been eligible for
parole since 1971, a brother who has
never ceased in exposing the real

criminals at Trenton State Prison. This
brother is now in the Hole because Of-
ficer Manning (Trenton Guard) refused
to acknowledge Kabuka’s “pass”
because Kabuka would not “put it in the
Officer’s hand,” coincidentally at a time
when Kabuka is trying to obtain
minimum (furlough) status. An obvious
set up to stop this strong willed Black
man from struggling to stop the op-
pression at Trenton.

But Hoffman's reign will certainly
crumble, just as capitalism will be
smashed by the people it oppresses. The
United Prisoners Organization of Tren-

ton State Prison (I3 inmate
organizations within the institution)
have collectively proposed 13
demands/issues, which include the
removal of Hoffman and his crew, an
immediate halt of the harassment of the
visitors, families, loved ones, friends
and citizens visiting this institution, and
“an immediate halt of the One-Left
Lock-up Wing, known as the Hole, and
the dehumanizing, degenerating, men-
talcidal effects it has on prisoners as a
result of its degradation!” SUPPORT

When we get to this point, is the
movement of knowledge completed?
Our answer is: it is and yet it is not.
When men in society throw themselves
into the practice of changing a certain
objective process (whether natural or
social) at a certain stage of its develop-
ment, they can, as a result of the reflec-
tion of the objective process in their
brains and the exercise of their
conscious dynamic role, advance their
knowledge from the perceptual to the
rational, and create ideas,theories,plans
or programmes Wwhich correspond in
general to the laws of that objective
process. They then apply these ideas,
theories, plans or programmes in prac-
tice in the same objective process. And if
they can realize the aims they have in
mind, that is, if in that same process of
practice they can translate, or on the
whole translate, those previously
formulated ideas, theories, plans or
programmes into fact, then the move-
ment of knowledge may be considered
completed with regard to this particular
process. In the process of changing
nature, take for example the fulfilment
of an engineering plan, the verification
of a scientific hypothesis, the manufac-
ture of an implement or the reaping of a
crop; or in the process of changing
society, take for example the victory of a
strike, victory in a war or the fulfilment
of an educational plan. All these may be
considered the realization of aims one
has in mind. But generally speaking,
whether in the practice of changing
nature or of changing society, men’s
original ideas, theories, plans or

programmes are seldom realized
without any alteration. This is because
people engaged in changing reality are
usually subject to numerous limitations:
they are limited not only by existing
scientific and technological conditions
but also by the development of the ob-
jective process itself and the degree to
which this process has become manifest
(the aspects and the essence of the objec-
tive process have not yet been fully
revealed). In such a situation. ideas,
theories, plans or programmes are
usually altered partially and sometimes
even wholly, because of the discovery of
unforeseen circumstances in the course
of practice. That is tosay. it does happen
that the original ideas, theories, plans or
programmes fail to correspond with
reality either in whole or in part and are
wholly or partially incorrect. In many
instances, failures have to be repeated
many times before errors in knowledge
can be corrected and correspondence
with the laws of the objective process
achieved, and consequently before the
subjective can be transformed into the
objective, or in other words, before the
anticipated results can be achieved in
practice. Nevertheless, when that point
is reached, the movement of human
knowledge regarding a certain objective
process at a certain stage of its develop-
ment may be considered completed.
However, so far as the progression of
the process is concerned, the movement
of human knowledge is not completed.
Every process, whether in the realm of
nature or of society, progresses and
develops by reason of its internal con-
tradiction and struggle, and the
movement of human knowledge should
also progress and develop along with it.
As far as social movements are
concerned, true revolutionary leaders
must not' only be good at correcting
their ideas, theories, plans or
programmes when errors are dis-
covered, as has been indicated above;
but when a certain objective process has
already progressed and changed from
one stage of development into another,
they must also be good at making
themselves and all their fellow-
revolutionaries progress and change in
their subjective knowledge along with it,
that is to say, they must ensure that the

proposed new revolutionary tasks and’

new working programmes correspond
to the new changes in the situation. Ina
revolutionary period the situation
changes very rapidly; if the knowledge
of revolutionaries does not change
rapidly in accordance with the changed
situation, they will be unable to lead the
revolution to victory.

Judges of all efforts of misrepresen-
tation and malpractice acts. These
judges (knowing that they are not being
watched by the public) deliberately ver-
balize lies (insults) and mail them to
Ruchell as fast as they deny his many
legal complaints and arguments against
Richard Such. Meanwhile, the Public
Defender continues filing easily
recognized fraud legal briefs forging
Ruchell’s name, to which the legal briefs
labels Ruchell as a crook and criminal
just as the pigs want to present him in
the light of the people.

Surely with support of truely
concerned people viewing Ruchell (C-
ingue) Magee case with all the ferver to
administer Revolutionary Justice in the
Brothers defense, this coward Public
Defender would run over the judge try-
ing to get away, if the judge don’t run
over him first.

Brief Facts Hidden:

What has me most angry in Ruchell’s
struggle is after my learning of the injus-
tices being committed by the criminal
conspirators (courts, D.A. and Public
Defender) against Brother Ruchell, yet
other people who go to the press or write
(seemingly) enlightening material sup-
posedly concern for and in the defense
of Ruchell never bother to mention
and/or indict the Public Defender and
others for their criminal acts committed
against him. What these psuedo, fake
supporters have and have not been say-
ing hasn’t and wouldn’t arouse people to
protest against these injustices nor ac-
tively demonstrate their solidarity, giv-
ing the demagogues the advantage to
cover up and deceive. What is most

necessary to expose are:

l. the indictment that the San Jose,
life sentence rest on, is in violation of the
speedy trial laws. The state disregarded
the speedy trial laws, while using the
press (media) to brand Ruchell mentally

incompetant to represent himself.

2. The San Francisco Jurors found
Ruchell not guilty of the charges of
aggravated kidnap in March 1973, but
after "the lawyers and news media
manipulation the acquittal was sealed
and confused with the mistrial on the
murder charge after which the murder
charges were dismissed, after using it to
obscure the press, thus, serving its pur-
pose.

3. Ruchell after months of being at-
tacked by the Public Defender and San
Jose Judge found himself pleading
guilty to a non-existing kidnap charge in
an effort to disengage any more abusive
service by the court appointed Public
‘Defender and seek help to prove denial
of speedy trial and suppression of prior
acquittal; in which the remedy is a Writ
of Habeas Corpus, and not a appeal for
a new trial!

These are absolutely fundamental
rights violated and hidden. Speedy trial
is guaranteed by the sixth amendment,
U.S. Constitution; denial of a speedy
trial in a conviction requires a reversed
and complete dismissal of the in-
dictment, and not a new trial for reduc-
tion of sentence. As to what the Public
Defender has self-appointed himself
and conspire through his superiors (the
courts) to hide.

The evidence blatantly proves
without a doubt, that the State and
Federal courts are conspiring with the
Public Defender to misrepresent
Ruchell no matter how corrupt.
Ruchell’s complaint of being held
isolated since June 1974, not permitted
to see, visit or consult with family fake
supporters, and the courts.

This racist fascist slave case is another
injustice that must be witnessed by the
People (particularly Black people to
view the facts and demonstrate their
disapproval of the criminal judicial
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complexity and magnitude of the pro-
blems we face in Angola. It is impos-
sible for anyone living outside the
country, not enmeshed in the day today
crises, to fully understand the situation.
However, here we have made some
attempt to clarify the broad issues.

We are confident of victory, not
because it is reassuring to be confident,
but on the strength of our accomplish-
ments so far. We know that the Angolan
people’s successes up to now are just a
prelude to TOTAL INDEP-
ENDENCE and the creation of a strong
socialist African nation. We know that
our work among the masses and our
successful armed struggle have laid the
foundation for continued struggle even
after independence.

In these difficult and complex times
we need the support and confidence of
our sisters and brothers all over the
world. We should not allow ourselves to
become pawns in the imperialist game
and begin doubting each other. We must
stand firm in our revolutionary solid-
arity, and only in this way can revolu-
tionary Pan-Africanism be furthered.

this would be their swansong and final
ugly breath.

And here in the USA we must be
preparing not only to use any war the
USA gets into against it, to help over-
throw the bourgeois class that owns and
controls the USA now, but we must also
get ready for the 2nd Civil War, The
War Between The Classes! The War
Between the Multinational Working
class in alliance with the oppressed
nationalities and other progressive
forces versus the corporate class and
their lieutenants (the bourgeoisie) and
their lackies. A war to take the owner-
ship of the land, the factories, the
machines, the mineral wealth, etc., all
the means of production, away from the
bourgeoisie and put these means of
producing wealth under the dictator-
ship of the pl’()|l.ldl’ldl (th workmg
class,

).
That is to smash the dictatorship of the
minority (the .6 of 1% who own the
means of production now and the other
1% who are their lieutenants) and install
a dictatorship of the majority of the
working people of the society. This is
socialism, the public and collective
ownership of the means of production
by means of a dictatorship of the wor-
king class, based on an alliance between

the multinational working class and the
oppressed nationalities. This can only
be brought about by revolution, the
armed siezure of state power. This is the
second civil war we need.

But in order to wage this civil war, this
armed struggle to the victory of
socialism, the first stages of the classless
communist society, what is necessary
now is to build united fronts, broad
coalitions of a mass nature of many
different organizations, formations,
classes and ‘tendencies against
imperialism. These united fronts are the
form, and basis of much of the mass
work, work among the people that we
do. Whether in police brutality, labor
organizing and union work, unemploy-
ment, housing or the other urgent needs
of the people. It is out of this mass work
that many of the cadre for the Van-
guard Party itself must come. Dimitroff
in answer to the question of “Where Are
The People?”, for the vanguard party,
says “There are plenty of people. They
need only be discovered in our own
organizations, during strikes and
demonstrations, in various mass
organizations of the workers, in united
front bodies. . .” This is why at the
Congress of Afrikan People we put
much stress on Mass Work and United
Front work, and toward building the
broad United Front Against
Imperialism that is one prerequisite for

In Mao Tse-Tsung’s famous article
Problems of War & Strategy (Nov.
1938), he says, *

China’s Characteristics
and Revolutionary War

The seizure of power by armed force,
the settlement of the issue by war, is the
central task and the highest form of
revolution. This Marxist-Leninist prin-
ciple of revolution holds good univer-
sally, for China and for all other coun-
tries.

But while the principle remains the
same, its application by the party of the
proletariat finds expression in varying
ways according to the varying con-
ditions. Internally, capitalist countries
practice bourgeois democracy (not
feudalism) when they are not fascist or
not at war; in their external relations,
they are not oppressed by, but them-
selves oppress, other nations. Because of
these characteristics, it is the task of the
party of the proletariat in the capitalist
countries to educate the workers and
build up strength through a long period
of legal struggle, and thus prepare for
the final overthrow of capitalism. In
these countries, the question is one of a
long legal struggle, of utilizing
parliament as a platform, of economic
and political strikes, of orgafizing trade
unions and educating the workers.
There the form of organization is legal
and the form of struggle bloodless (non-
military). On the issue of war, the Com-
munist Parties in the capitalists coun-
tries oppose the imperialist wars waged
by their own countries; if such wars oc-
cur, the policy of these Parties is to bring
about the defeat of the reactionary
governments of their own countries.
The one war they want to fight is the
civil war for which they are preparing.
But this insurrection and war should not
be launched until the bourgeoisie
becomes really helpless, until the ma-
jority of the proletariat are determined
to rise in arms and fight, and until the
rural masses are giving willing help to
the proletariat. And when the time
comes to launch such an insurrection
and war, the first step will be to seize the
cities, and then advance into the coun-
tryside, and not the other way about. All
this has been done by Communist Par-
ties in capitalist countries, and it has
been proved correct by the October
Revolution in Russia.”

And while this should be read
again and again by our various ultra
lefts and left subjectivists, the many
instant revolution “foco™ madfolks, and
generally anyone who wants to under-
stand clearly the basic outline of the
revolutionary process in a bourgeois
democracy, yet we must still come back
invariably to the initial passage, “The
seizure of power by armed force, the set-
tlement of the issue by war, is the central
task and the highest form of revolution.
This Marxist-Leninist principle of
revolution holds good universally, for
China and for all other countries.” But
also we must understand another key
passage as well, when Mao is speaking
about the stance and attitude of Com-
munists in Capitalist countries towards
their countries’ Imperialist Wars. He
says, “if such wars occur, the policy of
these parties is to bring about the defeat
of the reactionary governments of their
own countries. The one war they want to
fight is the civil war for which they are
preparing.” He goes further however in
laying it out straight to those of us in
these bourgeois dictatorships. “But this
insurrection and war should not be
launched until the bourgeoisie becomes
really helpless, until the majority of the
proletariat are determined to rise in
arms and fight.”

And what is in this essay so abun-
dantly and radiantly clear is that there
are different sets of conditions in the
bourgeois democracy (actually dictator-
ship) than in the semi, neo and full up
colonies or semi feudal oppressed
nations of the third world, where the ac-
tual revolutions have occurred since The
1917 Socialist Revolution in Russia.
Russia was the most industrially back-
ward country in Europe, a feudo-
imperialist power that was itself vic-
timized by British and French
imperialism. And this was the site of the
first socialist revolution, and from then
on the revolutionary process passed
directly into the third world. Into the
countryside of the world, the countries
of the most extreme imperialist op-
pression and exploitation. And the third
world countries (Asia, Afrika, and Latin
America) since they are the most op-
pressed by imperialism, have led the
revolutionary surge of all humanity,

through their national liberation
struggles. In China, Korea, Vietnam,
Cuba, Cambodia, Guinea Bissau,

Mozambique and more struggling free
every day!
But ultimately what this means, as

.
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Lenin pointed out when he said
Workers of All Countries And Op-
pressed Nations Unite! is that one of the
fundamental contradictions  of
capitalism turning into imperialism,
namely the contradiction between the
imperialist powers and the countries of
the third world, which led to
revolutionary democratic  struggles
against imperialism, would converge
with the struggle of the working class of
the industrialized west. That is why
Lenin called Imperialism, the “eve of
socialist revolution™, since Imperialism
carries all the contradictions of
capitalism to exaggerated extremes. The
contradictions between labor and
capital: between the imperialist powers
themselves; and between imperialism
and the countries of the 3rd world who
are fighting their national liberation
struggles. And as it is happening at this
very moment, the very struggles of the
3rd world countries lop off chunks of
imperialism’s ill gotten booty, and force
the imperialists to begin to- have to
superexploit workers inside their own
countries to the extent that the con-
tradiction between labor and capital will
be intensified. Long standing bribes
washed away in long intense depres-
sions. The various budget cuts, layoffs,

cutbacks, elimination of the slender
reforms all are a result of the struggles
engendered by one set of contradictions
(3rd world vs. Imperialism) intensify-

ing the struggles engendered by another
set (labor vs. capital). So that finally the
third world people’s and the proletariat
of the bourgeois countries are allies in
destroying imperialism. They become,
in Lenin’s words, “A United World
Front Of Revolution Against the world
front of imperialism. . .” There are
“intensification and re-intensification of
revolutionary crisis throughout the

everywhere throughout the external
colonial front against imperialism”.
And the even fundamental contradic-
tion of Imperialism vs. Imperialism
which rages behind the detente non-
sense of the two superpowers, USA and
USSR, could only be fuel for socialist
revolution as well. As the Chinese say,
“Revolution is the trend throughout the
world”, even though there is still danger
of world war by the superpowers. But
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
