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TREACHERY OF THE A. D. T.
Telegraph Company Violates Signed
Contract With Messenger Boys.

In the history of unionism there are
many instances of the infamous amd
cowardly conduct of corporations in
dealing with employes, but few of them
equal the treachery of the A. D, T\
Messenger company in its conduct to-

wards the Butte Messenger Boys' Un-

fon.

About a mouth ago the messengers
of Butte organized a union. Practical
Iy every messenger boy In the city
joined. Officers were elected and by-
laws adoptedl. A scale of wages,
amounting to a slight Increase over
the prevalling scale, was adopted and
an eight-hour scheditle agreed upon.
The boys were exceedingly modést in
thelr demands, and the American La-
bor Union and Silver Bow Trades and

. Labor Assembly immediately endorsed
them.
At no time was any trouble anticl.
pated by the boys or their friends.
The wages asked for were only $25 a
month, and everyone conceded that it
was little enough. Manager Haupt, of
the World Messenger company, signed
an agreement with the union to pay
the scale and comply with the union
hours, commencing March 15. Man.
ager Posey, for the A, D. T. also
agroed to the wunion demands and
signed the contract in the name of the
company for which he is manager.
The surprise and Indignation can,
therefore, be Imagined when it was
made known by the A. D. T. company
last Saturday that the agreement al.
ready made would be repudiated, and
the old scale of wages and hours would
be enforcer. The boys employed hy
the company immediately walked out,
and say they will not return to work
until the union is fully recognized and
the union wages and hours adopted by
the company. With the Trades and
Labor Assemhly and the American
Labor Unlon back of them the boys
are confident of victory.
Union men and all friends of fair
play are standing by the boys nobly.
Patronage is belug withdrawn from
the Western Unlon Telegruph com.
dally because of its connection
with the A. D. T. compiny; and the
Postal company, ‘which 1s fair, is reap-
ing a rich harvest. It is reported that
all of the union boys who walked out
have been employed bzutth:‘ lmd
Messenger company, so e
people who -want prompt and efficient
service can bave It with.

After a strike of three weeks' dur-
ation the Colorado and Southern
railway has finally acceded to all the
demands of the men. The strike was
cansed by the blacksmiths employed
in the shops demanding thte discharge
of a notorious scab who had fines
standing against him in all parts of
the west. The company refused the
demand and a walk out followed,
Other branches of shop labor ap-
pointed a committee to wait on the
company officials with a view to set-
tling the difficulty, but Manager
Herbert denied them an interview
and discharged the committee for
“meddling,” Under the terms of the
settlement the strikers are to all be
reemployed, the scabs are to be dis-
charged and the union is to be ree-
ognized. The Assoclated. Press sent
out u statement that the strike was
lost. This is in line with the lying
statement given out some time ago’
by the C. P. rallway with & view
to injuring the B. of R. E.

These conditions lead to a continu-
ance of acute  confilicts, to strikes,
lock-outs, boycotts, injunctions, scab.
bing, riots and the whoie train of dis.
order and confusion which is charac.
teristie of our industrial life for the
Inst few years.

Of late this confiict has presented
several extremely irritating features.
The capitalists have at thelr disposal
the machinery of the government—
have used It moat ruthlessly to fur-
thér their interests. The recent Wa.
bash injunction is bt the climax of
a long serfes of similar outrages.” The
massacre of miners by the deputies in
West Virginia last week was but an.
other Incldent in the struggle.

The use of the militia at Waterbury,
Conn., in the street car strike indicat-
ed another point of acute disturbaance.

At the same time the capitalist has
thrown off the vell of friendliness
which he has hitherto worn and is or-

borers. The Manufacturers Associa-
tion, whose avowed purpose Is the dis.
ruption of trades unions, announces
that its membership has grown from
300 to 1,000 firms during the last year
and that it is prepared to wage a mer-
ciless warfare on all organizations of
labor. At the same time the National
Economic League, with such men as
Lyman~J Oage, Grover Cleveland and
other persons well known for their
staunch support of capltalist interests,
has declared its intention to make war
upon the political movements of the
workers as expressed in Socialism.
