But In the ralsing prices the consumption
will be decreased and this will make lese
and less work for the unions and. less
profits for the employers. If the price
of coal were put at $50 a ton It would
stop consumption to such an extent that
nearly all the mines would be closed, thus
Injuring the members of the unlons and the
owners of the mines as well. This wonld
throw out of employment severa! hundred
thousand miners, who would have no wages
to buy what they now buy, ana iRst would
throw out of employment tha workers In
the
things these miners now buy. And so
on, These miners and other employees
thus thrown out, though members of un
fons, would bave to Invade otber Indus
tries NOT organized, and the pressure for
employment would reduce the price of
wages to Chinese levels And even then
the army of the uncmployed would be

This brings us back to the Orst ques
tlon . The effect of such a condition as
will evitably follow these agreements be-
tween employees and employers, necessar
Iy ralsing prices and curtalling production,
will powerfuily stimulate the Boclalist sen-
timent, for there will be no other remedy
for the great seethihg mass of balf fed.

Because the LAW says that the two

volned pleces ghall have the same power in
the paying of debts. If the law sald thnll
a plece of copper the size of a cent.
which it colped, should pay as much debts
s a gold dollar and would be recelvable
by the govermment for all dues, might
cirenlate just the same as gold In alt tran-
sactions, though the gold would likely be
used more In export business and might
Itself be exported. But the business tran
sacted with the copper would be fjust as
much transacted as If It had been doue
with gold. Nearly all transactions aPe
now done without either gold, silver, copper
or even paper money—it Is done by a trans
fer of CREDITS on. bank books. If the
zovernment shouid Issne & paper money
and refuse to except anything else than
that money for dues to the government
such paper money would be at a premium
over gold, If gold were thus depreciated.
For. if one had te pay the govergment,
and oo other money but the government
money wonld pay {t, each person would
have to get that money, as they once did
gold, even {f they bad to give two gold
dollars for oune of such paper, The com-
mercial value of sliver and gold has nmoth
ing to do with Its MONEY value. Tbe
commercial value of gold, measured by ar-
ticles of wealth, Is very small In Klon-
dyke,

All the people
epgaged in doing all these acts are the
producers of coal-~the miner, the engineers,
the handlers, the raliroad men, the clerks
and bookkeepers. So that all belng neces-
sary“to the “producing™ of the coal, each
and all bave an equity Im the pro-
ducts. Now what is true of coal Is just as
true of clerks or bookkeepers in every
vseful activity of life. Clerks will be
necessary under Soclalism, as will book.
keepers and accountants. Thelr time will
be locluded in the price of articles them
as pow.

Answer: Possibly not,
but caplitalism rules Portugal, France,
Japan and Italy and all countries and the
wages (n any of them. are the effect of
capitalism.. When this country shall have
been developed, and fhe population In-
creased as those coumtries, then such wages
will obtain here gs there, if capitaliam Is
permitted to conmtinue. The wages re-
celved in New Zealapd are larger than tm
the United States, but Is that any argument
that we should Itve ubder the King of
Fagland te get our righta? In all conn-
tries the rich are drones living in luxury
out of the sweat of the workers, and that
is the reason the workers are gettfog only
a pittance, such as you mention. Soclalism
wili arrange industry se that there will be
the equivalent of more than $2.000 a year
1o producta to each worker—and each work-
er will get that amount of wealth.

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The National Secretary has submit
ted the following referendum to the
party membership:

“Whereas: Under Section 1, Article 2,
of the National Constitution, a National
Committeeman from a state having only
one handred party members, has equal pows
er wikh that of a National Committeeman
from A state bhaving one thousand party
membens ; and

“Whepeas: Such a conditlon makes It
possible for a National Committeeman rep-
resenting only one hundred members to nul-
lify the vote .of a Natlenal Committeeman
from a State baving one thousand members,
and is therefore In conflict with the prin-
ciple of majority rule, in that It permits the
Instructions or wish of one hundred party
members to counteract the Instructions or
wish of one th d party s; and

“Whereas: In order to have a party or-
ganization, In which cach member will have
equal representation with every other mem-
ber, therefore, be it

“Resolved : That the frst division of Sec-
tion 1, Article 2, of the X\lﬂonll Constitu-
ticn be amended to read:

“There shall be a National Committee,
composed of ‘one member from each organ-

Rockefeller Plags Trumps.

The Amalgamated Copper Co. In
Montana has struck-——not for shortsr
hours nor for higher wages, but for
a reversal of a decision of a court. A
monopoly to be complete must coutrol
both the court and the army. The
Amalgamated—owned by the Standard
Ol Co.—has not a complete monopoly
in Montana, hence the present lockout,
which 18 designed to (Influence the
higher courts, and in addition $o In-
fluence the legislature at an extra ses-
zion to legalize monopoly.

No doubt the Amalgamated has a
nerfect legal right to shut down all
ts works. It may give its owners sat-

power and incldentally to give the ia-
hor unlons a scare. Furthermore, It
is reported from Wall street that the
Standard Oll Co., within the past ten
days, has made $75,000,000 in the ma-
nipulation of its copper stocks. Mean-
time there is great suffering and pri-
vation in Montana. Discontent Is
deepening and the rage that is born
of helplessness. Property rights are
auestioned and the justice of the pres-
snt social order.

It makes but little difference to the
miner who owns the copper mines, but
the privilege of working them is a
vital necessity to bim. Powerful riv-
ale in the modern game of money-gei-
ting eacrifice the pawns without com-
punction and gee In the reduction of a
commnnity to want but the skillfu!
move of a sh yer.

He can get it of any national bank-
er, Every dollar of bank notes in cir-
culation has been printed by the gov-
ernment and given to banks that had
government bhonds, dollar for dollar.
Until a year ago the government gave
but ninety dollars on a $100 bond,
but the bankers were hungry for more
cheap money and they passed the bill
glving them the full face of the bond
in cash. In justice every bond has
been paid off by the government, be-
cause the government has given the
banks the full face of the bonds in
cash (bank notes) but then the bank-
ers and the men who run the govern-
ment know that the majority in this
country. like they are In Russia or
Turkey, are so ignorant of the laws
concerning this and other things, that
the cheat o the public will never be
discoverad. Now take the brother who
makes this inquiry; his question shows
that he does not know the law nor
where to get a copy. He accepts my
statement as being true, but he does
not know the truth of it by his own
knowledge. A request for a copy of
the banking law that gave the banks
the privilege of receiving the full face
of government bonds in bank notes,
addressed to the treasury department,
Washington, D. C,, will likely bring a
copy of the infamous law, But all the

That which the tailor receives for
his own labor is his wage, But what
he makes from the labor of others is
exploitation. The small or large tail-
ors are exploited as much or more
than they exploit others, in the profits
on the goods they work up, the build-
ing they rent, the profits on all their
living expenses. But it does not make
right to have two wrongs. Under So-
cialism all would be employed direct-
ly by soclety in its organized form.
There would be no exploitation of any
member. Employment would be guar-
anteed to each member or citizen,
each recelving FULL equivalent for
their labor. This, ecliminating the
competitive expenses of doing busl-
ness, and the keeping up of all those
who produce nothing useful, would
give such as worked an income that
would require more than $2,000 a year
today to have. If you will investigate
the labor cost of production you will
see this is not a theory but a FACT
in working order today. To have this
assurance for yourself, your wifo if
she chose to accept it,, and for your
children, and your children's children,
would be a benefit to you, and take
dway the burdens of business cares
and uncertainty. You will have to
investigate the matter for yourself Lo
prove this statement. That I know it
does not make you know it; for you
to act upon my advice without proving
it for yourself would not make you
wiser or protect you from being ‘de-
ceived. The difference between the
Socinlist and the other political par-
ties is, that it WANTS the voters to
study and prove things for themselves
as they did the multiplication table,
while the other parties only want to
throw dust in your eyes and have you
“vote it straight.” A man may be
poor, may wear ragged clothes, but if
he knows the multiplication table he
knows it as well as the best dressed
man in the nation, So with the truths
of Socialism.
