This is produced
outside of the sphere of _ circulation,
within whiek ' is but realized, con-
verted into money.

Money genezates not, and commodi-
ties do not multiply, though  they
change hands ever so often. Then some-
thing must happen to the commodity,
after it is bought and before it is sold
aguin, that enhances its value; it must
:)3! consumed in the intermediate sta-
jon.

To extract value of exchange from
the consumption of 1 commodity, the
possessor of money should have to find

free laborer, free in the double semse:
free to dispose of his working power as
a commodity for ssle, and free from all
incumbrance of things necessary to ply
his working power. In other words, the
laborer must not be a slave, but he must
also have no poasessions except his
working power, must be a penni fel-
low, if the possessor of moneyr shall find
him foreed to sell his working power.
This relation certainly has no founda-
tion in the laws of nature, since the
earth does not ereate, on the one side,
possessors of money and eommodities,
and on the other side, sessors omly of
working power. His al evolution and
quite n series of economical and social
revolutions have produced this relation.
The commodity, working power, has a
value, which, like that of all other com-

> | mudities, is determined by the time of
a commodity in the market possessed 1lnbor necessary to its production; in this

property) every-
where makes its first appearance in the
shape of money, money-property, mer-
chant's capital and usurer’s capital. The
difference between money as such and
money ua capital can at first only bed
found in the different modes of cireula-
tion.  For, besides the direct form of
commodity—~ecirculation, to sell in arder
to buy (commodity—monev-—commod-
ity), another form of cireulation ap-
pears: to buy in order to sell (m—e—
m). Here we already see mouez- act-
ing as capital. While in the simple pro-
ctss  of commodity-cireulation, com-
modity is exchanged for commodity by
the mediation of money; in the meney-
circulation, money is exchanged for
money by.tke mediation of commodity.

It would be quite an absurd proceeding
to exchange money for the same amount
of money in this manver, f. i, $100 for
$100; it would be much more rational
to keep the 8100 in the beginning. Such
an aimless exchange, however, is never
intended, but money is exchanged for
more money, purchases are made to sell
dearer. i

In simple commodity-cireulation the
commodity that enters it first, as well
as the one that a % last, falls out
of cireulation, and will be comsumed;
but if money is at the two poles of cir
enlafion the money which sppears last
can always repeat the same movement;
it remains eapital only as aa it
does this. Only that possessor of money
who cirenlates his mioney in this wise
is & capitalist.

The value of nse, then, is never to be
considered the immediate aim of the
capitaliat, nor jis it the single gain, but
only the incessant movement of gaining.
This absolute des’- #or riches, the pas:
siopate ehase ader the waius of ex-
change, is common to the capitalist and
the money hoarder, but while the money
hoarder is but the crazy cavitalist, the
capitalist is the prudent money-hoarder.

A Tribate Yo Martin Irons by Eugene V. Debs..

Nailed to the Cross for Fourteen Years

tin Irons, as the chairman of
L the executive board of the
Knights of Labor of the Gould south-
west railway system, defied capitalist
tyranny, and from that hour he was
doomed. All the power of capitalism
combined to ecrush him, and when at
Inst. he succumbed to overwhelming
odds, he was hounded from place to
place until he was ragged and fool-sore
and the pangs of hunger gnawing at his
vitals. For fourteen long years he
fought .ingle-handed the battle of per-
secution, He tramped far and among
strancers, under an assumed name,
sought to earn enough to get bread.
But he was tracked like a beast and
driven from shelter. For thiz “poor
wanderer of & stormy day™ there was no
pity.,  He had stood Leiwcen his class
and their oppressors—he was brave and
would not flinch; he was honest and
would not sell; this was his crime and
he nwust die,

Martin Irons came to this country
from Secotland a child. ¥e was friend-
less, penniless and alone. At an early
age he became a machinist. For years
he worked at his trade. He had a clear
head and a warm heart. He saw and
felt the injustice suffered by hix class,
Three reductions in wages in rapid suc-
cession fired his blood. He resolved to
resist. He appealed to his fellow work-
ors. When the strike cam . Martin Irons
waos its central figure. ‘‘he men knew
they could trust him.. They were not
mistaken,

When at the darkest hour Jay Gould
sent word to Martin Irons that he
wished to see him, The answer eame: “I
am in Kansas City.” Gould did not
have gold enougk to buy Irons. This
was his greatest erime, The press uni-
ted in fiercest denunciation. Every lie
that malignity conld conceive was coined
and circulated. In the popular mind
Martin Irons was the blackest-hearted
villian that ever went unhung. Pinker- |
ton bloodhounds were on his track night
and day. But thru it all this honest,
fearless  and highminded workingman
stood immovable,

The courts and soldiers responded to
the command of their masters, the rail-
roads, the strike was crushed, and the
workingmen beaten. e

Martin Trons had served, s®fTered for
and honored his class. But he had lost.
His class turned agninst him and joined
in the execration of the enemy. This
pained him more than all else, bul he
bore even this without a murmur, and
if ever a despairing sigh was wrung
from him it was when he was alone.

And thus it has been all along the

highway of the centuries, from Jesus
Christ to Martin Irons,

Let it not be said ‘that Irons was not
crucified. For fourteen years he was
nailed to the cross and no martyr to
humanity ever bore his erucifixion with
manlier fortitude. '

He stood the taunts and jeers and ull
the bittery mockery of fate with pa-
tient beroism, and even when the poor,
dumb brutes whose wonnds and bruises
he would have swathed with his heart
strings, turned upon him, pity sealed his
lips and silent suffaring wronght for him
a martyr’s erown.

Martin Irons was hated by all who
were too ignorant or base to understand
him. He died despised, yet will he live
beloved.

No president of the United States
gave or tendered him a public office in
testimony of his serviee to the workin
elass, The kind of service he rendere
was too honest to be respectable, too
human to be popular.

The blow he struck for his class will
preserve his memory, In the great
struggle for emancipation he nobly did
his share, and the Ristory of labor can-
not be written without his name.

He wws an agitator, and as such
shared the common fate of all.  Jesus
Christ. Joan of Are, Elijah Lovejoy,
John Brown, Albert Parsons and many
others set the same example and paid
the same penalty.

For the reason that he was a de-
spised agitator and shunned of men too
mean and sordid to conceive the lofty
motive that inspired him, be will be re-
membered with terderness and love long
after the last of his detractors shal
have mouldered in a forgotten grave.

It was in April, 1808, in Waco, Texas,
that I last pressed this comrade’s hand.
He bore the traces of poverty and
broken health, but his spirit was as in-
trepid as when he struck the shield of
Hoxie thirteen years before; and when
he spoke of Socialism he seemed trans-
formed and all the smouldering fires
within him blazed once more from his
sunken eyes,

I was pained but not surprised when
1 read that he had “died penniless in an
obscure Texas town.” It is his gwry and
society's shame that he died that way.

His weary body has found ‘rest and
the grandehildren of the men and women
he struggled, suffered and died for will
weave chaplets whero he sleeps.

His epitaph might read:: “For stand-
ing bravely in defense of the working
class, he was put to (death by slow
tortare.”
