The 1800 census report indicates
3,523,730 men idle at some period
during the year. . -
Nota the increase in the millions
out of employment and the in-
creased per cent of the unemployed
to the total number of workers—15
cent in 1889; 22 per cent in
1899; 49 per cent in 1903!
This is an age of machinery, and
with the installation of new and
improved methods the number of
men demanded to perform a cer-
tain amount of labor becomes less.
This is one of capitalism’s hard
roblems. It cannot solve the prob-
rem, but flounders hopelessly in the
mire—getting deeper and deeper. It
will remain for the working class
to golve the problem, and it will—
through the Socialist party.

AvLegaTioNs have been laid be-
fore the Washington authorities, says
the New York Herald, against an
assistant secretary of state that $10,-
