It was in April, 1702, that the Marseil-
laise wus born in Strassbwrg. When a
company of volunteers was about to
leave the city, the mayor, one Diedrich
by name, gave a banquet in honor of the
troops und asked an officer of artillery,
named Rouget de Lisle, ‘to compose &
song in their honor. Rouget wrote the
words during the night, udapting the
‘music, probubly, from Grison's oratorio
of “Esther.,” On the following day it
was sung with rapturous enthusiasm,
and instead of 600 volunteers, 1,000
marched out of Strassburg. The Mar-
seillaise—or the War Chant of the Army
of the Rhine, as it was baptized—began
its mission of stirring the hearts of the
liberty-loving that first day it was given
to the world, has kept it up to this day,
and will keep it up to the end of time.

Although the Marseillaise beeame the
hymn of the French revolution, it was
not heard in Paris until the Marseillaise
battalion took it to the city and sang it
at the storming of the Tuilleries. It
was received with transports by the
Parisians, who gave it the name which
it has since borne.—Des Moines Regis-
ter-Leadere.

So we are now standiog before one of
the most interesting phenomenw of the
world’s history. Russia seems politically
to be about where the Germans and Ital-
jans were in 1848. But we know that
polities is only the expression of eco-
nomic and social conditions. From the
standpoint of civilization—general ed-
ucation, development of industrial life,
ete.—~Russia is wbout 150 years behind
the rest of Europe.

HERE are over six million families in the United States with incomes of less than $400 a year.

There are nearly six million more with incomes of less than $900. -

These twelve million families comprise the bulk of our population—over €0,000,000 in fact.
: There are 22,000,000 work people in this country who have no proprietary interest in the
tools with which they work, nor in the land on which they live. -

These twenty-two million propertyless work people—embracing three-fourths of the men
women and children of the nation—form the two great pillars of the social pyramid.

On their shoulders rests the entire edifice.

You will readily perceive this if you will consider that all the wealth comes first from the
ground—the result of the labor of the miner, the farm hand and the farm tenant.

It then passes over to the machinist, the factory worker. and the railroad employe.

It takes a thousand shapes and becomes useful articles.

These twenty-two million work people must not only provide for their own wants—illy supplied
though they be—but they must hand up to the class above—embracing the landlord, the manufact-
urer, the captain of industry, the speculator, and, finally, to the small group of capitalists who top
the pyramid—the cream of the wealth they dig from the earth.

It requires no great amount of mental effort on your part to understand that the working
clnss produces the wealth—that even the direction of the great industries is no longer the function
of the capitalist, but is left to salaried superintendents and
foremen. The marketing is left to salaried salesmen, and
salaried lawyers untangle the legal snarls.

The capitalist proper has become a parasite—absorb-
ing wealth but giving nothing in return.

The time was when the men who tilled the soil or
. worked in the mines could lift themselves up by persever-
anoe and industry to the level next above, and from there,
onee in a million, to the top round—but today—

‘‘The average wage-worker has made up his mind
that he must remain a wage-worker. He has given up
hope of a kingdom to come, when he, himself, will be a
capitalist,”” not because he lacks ambition, and. energy,
and hope, but because—

*The new industrial order has made a new social or-
der. There is today no such thing as industrial independ-
ence possible for the workingman. The moment he gets
out of harmony with the whirl of the industrial machine,
the moment that sickness overtakes him and
aocident injures him, or old age reduces his
power to keep step with the industrial
march, his condition is likely to become in-
comparably more unfortunate than would
have been the case under similar circum-
stances in earlier times,”” when land was
free and men with two hands and an ordi-
. nary amount of brains could go into the wil-
~ .derness and make a place for themselves,
and in their old age find that the wvir-
gin soil which they had reclaimed was
now worth a yearly income beyond
their earliest dreams. But there is
8till another reason: Under the capi-
talist system of production, wealth con-
centrates into fewer and fewer hands— |
and enslaves more and more of the pop- ~\/
ulation.

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Now, the question I want to put to you fellows who are digging in the trenches and carrying
the burden of the world on your shoulders, is this:

BUT ARE YOU? Does the situation, as outlined by the artists, and reinforced by figures from
your government reports, and supported by statements of John Mitchell, labor leader, and Yan-
derlip, head of the greatest financial institution in the United States, appeal to you as a condition
which should for all time prevail?

If you have an ounce of the spirit which prompted your forefathers to resent ‘‘taxation with-
out representation,” you will answer with an emphatic “NO!"'— el Tl

You will then ask: “Is there a way out?’”’

And I will tell you confidently there is a way out. :

SIMPLY STEP FROM UNDER THE PYRAMID—retuse to longer be the mudsills of the so-
cial structure—stand forth free—free to work and free to use all your hands produce.

Imagine, if you can, the consternation of the well-groomed gentlemen who ride on your backs
when the jolt of your rebellion reaches them. When they reach down for their share of the good
things they find only Mother Earth-—and that means that they must perform some useful social
service in exchange for ihe necessities, comforts and luxuries of life. ,

You are nearly eighty million strong—the men at the
top of the pyramid but a mere handful. Their strength
lies in your cowardice—your fear—your supposed impo-
tence!

The work people of Russia laid down their tools and
told the aristocrats to do the work. Onme of them tried it
for a few hours and stoked his own engine for sixteen
miles. The mighty czar trembled in his palace—and

. there was no food for him—and no fuel. The wheels had
stopped-the mudsills refused longer to be the mudsills.

The minister of finance was in close consultation with
the Morgans of our own beloved United States—(the men
who sit up close to the throne at the top of OUR social
pyramid) —and they were laying their plans to rivet more
firmly on the shoulders of the Russian men of work the
chains of their industrial degradation.

The telephone bell rang. The minister of finance
stepped to the receiver. His face blanched as he heard

the news. He turned to the surprised
Americans: -

: *There is one point, with its connections, not so hackneyed as most

| others, to which I ask a brief attention. It is the effort to place capital
on an equal footing with, if et abuve, labor in the structure of govern«-
ment. It is assumed that labor is available only in connection with cap-
ital, that nobody labors unless somebody else, owning capital, somehow,
by the use of it, induces him to labor. This assumed, it is next coasidered
whether it is best that capital shall hire laborers, and thus induce them
to work by their own consent, or buy them and drive them to it without
their consent. Having proceeded thus far, it is naturally concluded that
all laborers arc cither hired laborers, or what we call slaves. Labor is
prior to and independent of capital. Capital is only the fruit of labor,
and could never have existed if labor had ‘not firs: existed. Labor is the
superior of capital, and deserves much the higher consideration.” :

HOW THE WORK PEOPLE ARE ROBBED.

“ ABOR is the only commodity wh‘.ch,r by its own ecxertion, applied to other
commodities, can reproduce itself and more. The merchant may buy $10c
' _worth of goods and sell them for $rro—but no wealth has been added to
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the world’'s supply. The goods and money femain as before—eXcEpt Tt
they have changed hands. If society were conducted on this basis it w’ould bo
bankrupt inside of six months. But how different is the result when the émploye:
buys 100 days’ labor, for, say, $300, and $200 worth of raw material. He now has
8500 invested, Labor transforms itself and the raw material into articles of use,
and the employer places the goods on the market. He sells the total product for
8600, or $700, or §800, according to his ability to control the selling price. He is,
therefore, ahead $100, o1 8200, 07 $300 on the transaction. He has made that much
“profit,” which the Socialist calls surplus value: Even though this particular indi-
vidual employer be forced to sell his goods which have cost him $s00 for less, there
has been added to the wealth of society value to the extent of 100 days’ human
labor—-less the actual cost of maintaining that labor. The increase does not go to
_the laborer, nor to this particular capitalist, but is absorbed by some other capi-
talist, who is more shrewd than the manufacturer in this particular case. This
surplus-value (represented by the difference between the wages paid and the final
price of the goods to the consumer) goes to swell the funds in the hands of the cap-
italist class, and reappears as capital, which is again used in the never-ending

round of exploitation.

ments as will develop the best traits in-

stead of the worst. Under Socialism

each child will have the most favorable
opportunities for development. None will
know the lack of food, the lack of
good dothin% and shelter, nor the lack of
proper training and pleasure. What a
difference that would make to the social
organism. But, then, that might destroy
the family.

The wealth of the United States is
iven as $1.250 per person, which means

000 per family. Under the present sys.
tem, in which this wealth is divided,
most of the families have nothing und a
few have hundreds of thousands or mil-
lions. That is what dividing up propert
does. Under Socialism the wealth will
not be divided, but will be held in eom-
mon for all the people—for the baby
that is born tomorrow as well as for the
man of today. Capitalism means divid-
ing up, while Socialism means no dividing
u Ve find on examining into the cost
or the industries that they require $1,000
of capital for each worker employed,
wmeaning . the best and most expensive
processes of production.  Assuming that
this sum be deducted from the wealth
of today, it would leave $4,000 to be ap-
lied for investment for the hame and
ts equip;aent for each family of the na.
tion. Do you have a $4,000 home, which
you ecan eall vour own, for which you
have to pay no interest ar rent? 1f not,
then Socinlism will improve your condi.
tion. And besides all this, there will be
such a home and such machines for each
of ‘your children when they grow up,
without your having to save and skimp
and deny yourself all your life. Can you
reason !

Individul capital is fast passing away,
Thousands of industries that a few vears
ago were owned and operated by individ-
uals have into the hands of corpo-
rations, The men can no longer go into

them and say “This is mine,” but can only

say, “This is ours.”  Capitalism, the de-
velopment of industry, has forced them
to part  with  private capital whether
they would or no.  Even their strung
hands could not rvetain it after they
had gathered it together. How surely,
then, will it be tmpossible for the poor
private capital.
