. The announcement ¢omes at a time which makes this the CRISIS PERIOD of the century, - A
~ational convention of the'Farmers' Seciety of BEquity is in progress at St. Lonis. President_Taft, gov-
crnors of many states and labor leaders of national reputation are announced to speak. " The political sit-
uation is to be canvassed and a strong effort will e made to prganize a party of affiliation and compromise:

The masses of the farmers are honest., Organized labor is honest.  But there is grave danger in
this movement,” from the fact that men of the character of Feter 5. Grosscup have shown a disposition
to engage actively in the work of organizing a new party that can be used by the masters; for Grogscup
never acted for anything but the corporations.

Grosscup, whether he is investigated by co%rc.% of not, 1s discredited before the ]qu-lt'. He has never
stood for them. His protense of favoring their/ifterests now, his high :mmding talk of a "proprietary in-
terest in corporate success,” his sympathy with fthe burdens of the worker,” ought to create alarm among
those who really wish to do things for the oppressed, simply because his record is bad.

Moreover, this man-Grosscup is posing as sponsor for Roosevelt. -He says so in definite words. Tt
does not speak well for the cntire agitation which has for its motive the advertising of the Man from
Elba/ the new Napoleon on Horseback. (irosscup has not been repudiated by Rooseveli. He is even
protected by republicans and democrats in congress before whom it is prnpo«cd to try him for malfea-
sance in office. . This silence, this protection, argues that the motive behind it all is no hetter than the man
who now poses as a leader of labor, and looks to trukmg the toiler into supporting a capitalist party.

A RAILWAY CONSPIR
The Appcal is in receipt of by-laws
of The American Railroad Employes

and ' Investors’ asiociation. The book

was not sent by an investor in the rail-
ways, but secretly by an employe who
felt he was being tricked into an or-

ganization which made him practically

a slave.  If the masters knew he sent
it, he would lose his job, .

Thousands of circulars advertising
this organizalon are being’ distribufed
among railroad employes over the
United States.
