Radical prin-
ciples, hammered into the public mind by years of hard work on
the part of the Socialist press and Socialist speakers, will be pro-
mulgated with such impudence and authority that they will be
received in many quarters as original and their advocates her-
alded as the saviors of mankind! Millions of men and women will
fail to see the hidden purpose back of all this, which is the build-
ing up of the political fortunes of an individual—not the serving
of a cause so sacred as that of freeing a nation from the very
bondage which the ex-president so valiantly defended in the days
but recently passed. Roosevelt and his backers realize full well
that deep-seated spirit of unrest that pervades the masses and
they purpose to use it. These men are clever politicians as well
as shrewd financiers and they will not hesitate to steal two-thirds
of our ideas and principles and claim them as their own. As
Socialists we must anticipate this and be prepared to meet the
issue and prevent the theft. The average man is puzzled and
hard pressed, and is, therefore, inclined to grasp any hand ex-
tended to him in the hope of bettering his condition. Perkins of
the steel trust, McCormick of the harvester trust, and Frank

Munsey, a plebian who has had a streak of extraordinary good
luck at the capitalist gaming #eble, are furnishing the money to
finance what will be remembeted as the most spectacular cam-
paign in the history of this ¢ountry. A dispatch from New York
announces that the steel trust has decided to throw its millions
and its influence to Roosevelt! The ex-president was good to the
steel trust while in the white house, He turned over the helpless
Tennessee Coal and Iron company to the steel octopus and thus
nefted Morgan and his associgtcs millions uncounted. Morgan,
personally, hates Roosevelt, but it would be the basest sort of
ingratitude to desert his former friend. His partner, Perkins,
has persuaded him to join in this crusade against predatory
wealth. It would be laughable were it not for the tragedy that
lurks in the shadow. After a egreful survey of the political field,
I am now convineed, as I told yo: last week, that our real danger
lies in the direction of Oyster Bay. Events of the past few days
have served to confirm that impression. It looked for a while
that Roosevelt had been elimin:ted as a presidential possibility,
but the Baltimore convention p1t him in the running. He is now
in the field and must be reckoned with by the Socialists. His
candidacy will serve the purpo-e of stemming the tide toward
Socialism.
