Army Last Resort

_ One of the features of the unemployed question that is confront-
ing the country is the increase in army enlistments.

. During the past two months the army enlistments in New York
have increased 300 per cent and the majority of the men who are
enlisting after weeks of unemployment are former clerks, cashiers
mechanics. Since the first of December every one of the nine
recruiting stations in that city has turned away from 500 to 800
applicants. Similar reports come from every large city.

Not long ago this paper published the story of a man out of
work in Chicago, who had looked in vain for employment, and who,
. after considering long between suicide and the army, finally went
 to the recruifing station and enlisted.

A placr as private in the army, at $13 per month, is the sole
employment that the government can provide for men out of work,
and already the army “labor market” is glutted with men who in
desperation have turned to that as a last resource. :

' Millions can be expended by the powers behind a capitalist gov-
ernment to maintain the militury, but not one dollar to put the unem-
ployed at productive work.
