‘restrained in any way whatever. Long before the anarchists began

Socialists of today, when they indulge in dreams, fancy the time
‘come when mankind can live together in this beautiful volun-
harmony. Moreover, the Socialist has kept his feet upon the
earth while his head wanderea among the clouds and has shown that
if ever such a vision is to be rvalized it will be after a stage of co-
operative ownership-of the earth and its management by those who
do the work of the world.
_ The Socialist, however, never thought of trying to get a patent
* on this dream and calling it a philosophy. On the contrary, he rec-
‘ognized that it has been a part of the visions of the race since its
‘earliest days, and that to claim it as a distinctive feature of a phil-
osophy is about as sensible as to apply for a copyright on the multi-
plication table, '

Last yeay the Wurtemberg State rail-
wayk, despite the unpopuisr nature of
the wtep, introduced the fourth clnss
on their lines, It was part of u scheme
for unifying the German railways, ar
rapging & uniform tariff, and as Prussia
refu to give up the fourth class, the
southern statea sceepted the change,
with the _xoaption of Bavaria, whica
made the same fares whieh elecwaors
hold for fourth class do for third class
there, - Whether the “other ' classes in
Havaria sre proportionstsly cheap I am
not able to say.

But for Wurtemberg the result of
the intrody ‘tion of the fourth cluss has
been that they are becoming the most
nsed, if not the wost popular, earrigges

“Political Nihilism” .
Under the above head the Washington Post publishes the follow-
ing remarkable comment upon the present political situation:

John'S. Wisé is right.  There is no more real politics in this
country. ' Everything political is in a chaotic state.  Nobody
knows what a Democrat is, nor is it much easier to toll what 2
Republican is.  Of course there is going to be an excil.ig politi=
cal campaign, and one agmy will shout “Republican,'’ as the
English shouted “St. George” at Agincourt, while the other will
cry “Deniocrat,” as the French cried “St. Denis,” if we may bor-
row Bolingbroke's -apt figure; but neither party will-know or
care what its shibboleth means.

Politics is reduced to this-~the appeal is to the Pretorians,
Both parties promise everything to everybody, and cach party is
infent on “going the other better” in vociferations on the stump.
All that is plain to everybody is that daily the government grows
more paternal, more officious, more meddlesome.

There was some satisfaction in the political combats for the
thirty vears after the big war between the states.  Every man
knew what his politics was and why he was a Democrat or a
Republican. The Democratic party, after the overwhelming dis-
aster of 1872, gained a signal victory in 1874, and of the ten con-
gresses, beginning with the Forty-fourth, eight of them were
Democratic, That was when Democracy meant Democracy;
bit since 1892 Democgacy has been everything except Dermo-
cratic, and the last seven congresses elected have been over-
whelmingly Republican.

Naturally-—inevitably—the Republicans, having nobody to
fight, no principles to combat, began to make issues among them-
selves, and that accounts for the present mess poliiics is become.
In politics antagonistic forces live on each other. When in 1820
the old Republican party of Jefferson had annihilated the Federal
party of Hamilton, the survivor was torn into factions and new
alignments were had of Democrat and Whig. = In 1852 the Dem-
ocratic party of Jackson destroyed the Whig party of Clay, and
other new alignments were formed of Democrat and Republican.
In 1894 the Denocratic party mutined, deposed its chief, and
then committed cuicide.  Since then it has been an unbuiried
corpse.
