T have transformed a number of
books, whose hindings were perfectly
good, but badly faded and rubbed, by
pasting hlue, or gray, Michelst ohar-

paper over the cloth or lsather,
using heavy white paper for the labels,
with lettering in library writing.

Michelet paper is used by some of the
best binders. It s very tough and
strong, and comés In & number of
ahades of blue (one quite dark), grays
and Kreen. It ls mold at all the
Inrge  artists’ material shops, and
conts chree or four cents for a sheet
18x24 Inches. In applying it, the entire
plece must be cavered smoothly with
paste, 60 ax to shrink it evenly, and It
must be rubbed smooth Immediately.
Plcture mats can de made in the same
way, on a cardboard foundation. For
such purposes I buy et & paint store
paper hanger's paste, getting nearly a
quart for five oents, It is perfectly
smooth and very thiek. To insure its
kepping more than & day or two 1 'work
into ench quart a teaspoonful of ofl of
lavender, pack it In preserve jars, screw
the tops on and set It away In a cool
place. Tt keeps indefinitely.

I have one articls In my kitchen
which I coonslder invaluable. It is.a
round stool about a foot snd a half in
helght. When not In use I Keep it un-
der the tuble or the sink, but when I
am in the kitchen It Ia rarely out of
use.

The cause of the rapld spread of the
disease remained a myﬂery until the
Ugands outbreak, &and in 1002 the vell
was in part lifted by the finding of a
particular microsco e in cere-
bro-ruinal fluld taken from sickness
patients,  From this point additional
workers irrefutably discovered that the
parssite was present In all cases of the
disesnse and associated with its course.

By
Lhe indisputable evidence of official re-
porta from capitalist  sources  them-
selves workingmen are now recelving
a far smaller portion of the produyct
of their labor than ever before. Mil-
Honx of them are on the verge of want

t of the feVen when employed, and when depriv-

#d of work from any cause®are at
opee threwn into pauperiam snd slow
starvation. By the enactment of laws
and judicial interpretation of laws al-
ready enacted their most ‘sacred con-
stitutional rights have heen trampled
upon and Ignored, Their unions have
been declarsd criminal conapiracies and
2 law efacted to protect them from
discharge und blacklist by their em.
players, simply because of thelr mem-
bership in & union of their craft, has
been declared uncorstitutional by the
highest court in the land.

They have besn forbidden by law to
hoynon unfalr employers of labor in
the affort to maintain union counditions
of employment, sad have even been
dented the right to strike except in a
manner that will work ne inconveni-
ence or loss to the business of their
employérs. and in addition to the erim-
inal penalties for disobedience to this
mandate they are subject to threefoid
damages for any injury to the business
of thelr emplovers which may be sus-
tained by reason of a sirike or boycotL
In short, workingmen have been de-
privad of every vestige of protection
afforded them by thelr unions, aud are
turned over, bound hand and foot, to
the tender mercies of the most heart-
less oligarchy of wealth that ever ex-
isted In any age of the woukl.

In this countyy men are theoretically
equal.  John Smith and John Rocke-
feller are assumed to have precisely
esqunl rights and powers in the gov-
ernment. It iy the cant of capitalism
that we have no classes, and John
Smith has been urged te support, and
has supported, the same political party
as John Rockefeller, on the fallaclous
assumption that the interests of labor
and capital ure identical. Smith i= not
to be blamed for thix, as, sad to relate,
the leaders of his unjon, whom bhe has
looked to for adyice and Instruction
in economic matters, have vied with the
capitalist spellbinders in dinning thh
untruth {tto bis ears, and have ple-
tured to him in somber colors the dire
results that would foll»w the introduc-
tion of polities in his union. Even now
thess same leaders, although forced by
the insxorable logic of events to aban-
dan thelr cry of no polities in the un-
fons, are endeavoring to stesr the votes
of workingmen [ato the Democratic
party, which Is aqunlly responsible
with the Republican party for the de-
plorable condition of the unions. Thay
stil Insist that the interests of labor
and capital are (dentiesl, and seek to
prevent workingmen from voting fdr
the only party which aceurately rep-
resents their class interests on the plea
that such action would be equivalent
to thrawing away their votes!

By e
magic of private property the capital-
st has acquired ownership of the tools
and materials of wealth prodcction. He
has obtained possession of the Instru-
ments which the !aborer must use in
order to obtain the means of life, By
reason of thi¥ ownership the capitalist
draws to himself wholly without labor
and by the mere right of ownership as
it is legally recognized, the whole prod-
uct of the workingman's industry, save
barely enough to support his existence,
which (s rouynvd to him in the name
of wages.

Under this aystem the wholg product
of industry belongs to the capitalist;
all that the Jaborer can claim is his
contract wages, which are determined
by laws of rompetition over which he
has no control, and which, according
to ‘the enonomic statement and the
demonstration of actual facts, always
{end to the minimum that will support
existence at the worker's accustomed
standard of Ilving.

A COMPANION TO TRUTH
A BOY'S ESTIMATE OF EUGENE V. DEBS.

I remember ax a Mitle lad of eight of
nine years, walking with my father in
one of the streets of Terre Haute, A
tall, slender, handsome young man
stopped to talls with my father, At first
I was fascluated by the way they
grasped hands add locked ints each
other's eyes. ' I was then lmpressed by
their animated conversation. But they
talked on and on until it seemed to me
hours in length: and npally ¥ began to
tug At my father's coat. txfu. urging
him to come on. After & while they
parted, and my father said to me very
seriously, ' You showd not interrupt me,
Robert, when I am taiking: That young
man is one of the greatest sounls on this
carth, aod you lha}xld dave listened t
what he sald,”’

From time to time afterward T heard
of 'Gene, and many were the stories
told of him.. Bveryone spoke of his
friendship for the poor., He could not
keep monay in his pocket. His wife
says ho always gives away his clothes
t0 those who come to his door; and ha
gives his best suits, never his old ones,

Once I was told he had & gold watch
of considerable value which had' been
given to him, and 2 fireman who had

been out of work for some time stopped to say that he huad a job eff¢red him on
the railroad, but he would have to have a watch before he could go to work,
Immediately 'Gene took out his gold watch and gave it to 'the man, telling him
to return it when he was able to buy one for himself.

These and countless other stories are toid by his fellow citizens.

Many of
them do not understand 'Gene. His views and bis work they cannot compreiiend,
but every man, woman and child in that town loves him with a devotion guite
extraordinary.

They say that a prophet is withont honor in his own country, but in Terre
Haute youn will find that however much they misunderstand the work that 'Gene
is doing there is not one who does not honor and love him.

Ask anyone. Go to the poor, the vagrant, the hoho. Go to the churches, to
the rich, to the banker, to the traction magnate, You will find that every single
cne will say that 'Gene has something which other men do not possess.  Somo
will say he is rash, unwiss, and too radical. Othera will say that he is too geod
for this world, and that his visions and dreams ave the fanciful outpourings of a
generous but impractical soul. But ask them about his charncter, his honesty,

For a moment it soeined to me that a soul was speak-
ing from the eyes ahd {rame of 'Gene, and that, =sgardless of difierence of lin-
guage and all the traditional barriers that separated him from the multitnde
about him, they understood and belioved all ‘he said, I rr.me:nbcx how my hears
beat, uh how tears began to-flow from my boyish eyes. I was ashamed for fear
someone would see me. And it was nct because of anyihing that 'Clons was say-
ing. It was solely bscauss of romething back of tiie man, something grester
than the man, something bigger, more powerful,and more movirg than any words
or expression. And after the thing was over I went to ltim, eiped him on with
his coat, and fondled him as I would my own father or brother. And as wo
went away together there kept coming into my heart the words of Rusth:
