Watetway Bill, Involving

Cash for Politicians to
Spend, Is Introduced

Bpringfield, 1L, Jan. 3.—Deep water-
way leglalation proposed gol under a full
head’ of steam here today when Frank
‘P. Behmitt of Chicago tntroduce®™in the
senate the state administration deep
waterway blL It was referred to the
Waterway committes, of which Senator
Schmitt is chalrman. This is the big vill
of the Forty-sixth General assembly, as
the experts look upon this subfect as
the one to make history at this pension.
Thd Schmitt bil has the backing of
Gov. Deneen. It provides for the dig-
Bitg of a seagoing diteh from Lockport
to Utlca, IIL, u commission of five mem-
bers to be named by the governor to di-
Tect the work.

Big Balarles for Officers

The president of this bourd Is*to re-
celve a salary of §7.000 & year and the
other four members are to get $5,000 a

year for their services. The members
ars to be appointed by the governor and
serve six years, The offices of chief
engineer and attorney for the commis-
slon are also created.

The comnfissioners are authorized to
sell the 320,000,000 bonds o carry on the
work. It is stipulated in the Schmitt
bill that only 35000000 bonds shall be
sold the first two years. The remaining
$15,000,000 bonds are to be placed upon
the market according. to needs In care
rying out the project

Bection 1 provides the waterway shall
be constructed “from the water power
plant af the sanitary district of Chi-
cngo, At or near Lockport, in the town-
ship of Lockport, county of Wil to a
point in the 1linolS river at or near
Utlca; that there shall also be erected,
equipped and maintained by the state
of lllinols power plants, locks,
dams and spplicants sufficient and suit-
able for the depwlopment and utflization
of the water power of sald deep water-
way or canal.'”

Each commissioner Is required to give
& bond in the sum of 326,000, The oath
and bond are to be filed with the secre-
tary of state.

Limit Is $20,000,000
Bection § provides as follows:

“The =ald board, befors entering Into
any contract for the construction of any
part of the sald deep waterway or canal
or. any other of the sald public works
connected therewith, shall cause to be
made plans and specifications for the
sald public works, together with reliable
and carefully prepared estgmates of the
cost of constructing, completing .and n.
stalling all of sald public works, which
plans and estimates shall show to the
satisfaction of sald board that the total
cost of the construction, completion and
installation of sald public works ean,
with certainty, be accomplished, with the
