SHERIFF 10 FIRE
HIS GONS LATER

Says He Will Soon Give the
Newspapers the Actnal
Jail Food Facts

“I'Nl Jot Bingleton shoot off his mouth
and his Imaginary guns untfl he In
through, and then I will shoot off some
of my own guns and riddle thelr charges
to every one's satisfaction.”

This is the statement mada by Sheriff
SBtrasshelm when questioned about the
truth of the charges made against him
by Becretary Shelby M. Singleton of the
Citizens' Assoclation of Chicago, to the
eftect that the sheriff galns $89,000 profit
snnually from underfesding the prison-
ers  at the county jail Bingleton,
through the association, alleges that the
food tendered the prisoners does not ex-
cond seven cents per day for each mas,
notwithstanding the fact that the sherift

s allowed 20 1-2 cents per head by the
eounty. "

Bingieton Misreprusented Case?

“"Bingleton has given out a bunch of
misrepresentations,”  sald  Strassheim.
‘‘Ha has been accorded the freedom of the
Jail; he and his friends have been grant-
ed free access here; he has been treated
with all possible' courtesy and nothing
has been withheld from him. Now he
comes out with his ridiculous scodsations,

‘‘He alleges that the prisoners here are
eld down to a certain dict and are
Riven only allotted .rations. This is an
absoluts untruth, &s no prisoner hers is
held down to & certain ration. Every
priscner is given as much &8s he can
eat. In the case of coffes, for Instance,
some get as much ax two quarts with
sach meal. This is given out In sups
that are twice as Iarge as thowss
in restaurants, I will send out a state-
ment con & the weekly bill of fare
and other statistics either today or to-

morrow.'

The report ofr d by the Y
association makes many charges agalnst
Strassheim, among which are many that
are very serious. It states that the law
declares 'thnl all feod and emoluments In
excess of his salary o. $6,000 per year
are to be turned over to the county
treasurer, apd u; association makes the
allegation that in keeping the profits from
the jall'table Strassheim i “‘holding out”
about $30,000 a, year at the present rate.

Quality of Food Is Bad

Another charge made in the' report,
which is addressed to “The Citimens of
Chicago, to Publio Offelals and to Mem-
bers. of the County Board," s that the
quality of food allotted. to the inmates
is 50 bad that they gladly patronize the
“Ujail store.’” The ** jail store’’ is a new
Matitution, run also’ in viclation of the
law, the COitizens’ amsociation charges,
and decleres that it Isrun by “one Jaco~
bl, a relative of Sherlf Strassheim."
