Out of the 1500 men smployed, 1,400
are foreigners, Poles, Lithoanians, Slavs
and Italians, They recelve on an avers
age of from 36 to $10 a week for. ten,
twelve or thirteen hours' work a day
fs the case may be. The men have.no
organization, in this respect being in
a position simflar to that held by the
striking ateml workers &t  McKees
Rocks,

It Ia but an example of.the position
being taken by all industiial monopolies
at the present time. They have im-
ported the cheapest labor possibls from
Europe, kept them from organizing and
as & result, held the whip hand over
them at every crook and turn of In-
dustrinl progress.

“This is anotheér case of where the
wage siave hay been diven hy the n-
dustrinl master until he could endure
the conditions no longer, said a Ken-
osha merchant.
