STORY OF THE STRIKE

Events of FPirst Day Graphically Tald

Philadelphla, March 5.-~The strike of
courss was not what one understands
by the word general strike In Europe,
but for the cradly of jiberty it was
ominous enough. The chorus of whis-

tles from the factories was mighty small
Suturday morning. The strests were
Hned with earnest looking men and

women which plainly indicated that
e strike was not & sporadip outburst
but was a serious and well considered
act on the part of the \\'(!l’killz:li'll and
working women of Philadelphin. Onbe
feit In the looks of every man who
went out in sympathy with the car men
that a “common cause” {8 at stake.

The First Day
The firat day of the general strike
cortainly gave a black eyu to the rapid
transit company and to the Philadel-
phia authorities. The strikers planned
a mans meeting st Independence Square
and the colty mayor, Revbern, refused
yermission, and In fact ordered all cit-
izens away from the square in a spe-
cial provlamation.  Siill & féw hours
jater the city authorities negatively
agreed. to et the strikers march. Aund
thus what might have been a quiet and
on the whole ussensational mass meet.
ing was turned into oue of the most tur-
bulent demonstrations that orgsnized
Iabor ever saw io Philadelphia or else
where
Every stroet leading to the eity hall was
packed with thousands of strikers and
sympathizers as well as the Saturday
afternoon shopping crowds. The police
in patrol and fire department automeos
biles lined the streets and kept on rush-
g back and forth from ¢pe block to
another to quell the riots,
Andl riots there were by the scores
and  possibly  hundreds. Wherever
the police put In thelr appedrance there
nrowe & shoutiog and jeering and not in
frequently a hail of stones and bricks.
Pouce were dragred from thelr horses
and defled and Jeersd by the crowds
and everyone stemed to expect that
they would fire Into the crowd. But the
police refratned from using guns. They
were afrald.  The city hall was afraid
and the car company was afrald,

Scab Fires on Crowd

One reason why the police did not
use s weapons was because the day
began ominously for the car company.
Thus while the car company was look-
ing ovut tor violence on the strizers’
side, and trying to provoke it with the
ald of the administration, a scab con-
ductor fired Into a crowd of strikers
early In the morning and killed an old
man that was walkiog along the side-
walk with his family. The sead was
trrested and held by the police, There
S even rumors that he may have been
there for the purpose of creating a mix
up and start a riot and violenge which
could later be eharged up to the vnions.
But he acted 8o crudely, and the shoot-
ing of an innocent man simply forced
the newspapers to lay the first violencs
and bloodshed of the day at the door
of the car company and its meabs, and
thus the police and authorities who are
s> shamefully on the side of the car
company wers put in a position of fia~
grantly inciting to riot and bloodshed
and this covled off their zeat for the
rest of the day and they were scatter-
ing the crowds with a feellng that thelr
conduct towards the strikers is watched
with suspicion by all citizens.

The German Socialists have set about securing universal suffrage

in Prussia. They have been rather slow and methodical in their

Then the Socialists decided to take part. This gave rise to a
most startling spectacle. Under the provisions of the Prussian law
the voters are divided into three classes, each of which chose an
equal number of electors. When the Socialists decided to enter the
contests no halls could be found large enough to hold the elections for

" the third class. There was never any question about how the work-
ers would vote when they voted at all. It was not as it is in this
country, where the workers meet and clect representatives from the
‘other class. i

: No worker ever thought of voting for candidates of the capitalist

class any more than the voters of the capitalist class ever thought of
‘vgting for Socialists.

I think any sound physlology and
paychology  will lead ‘us to conclude
that mind and body are so constituted
in human nature that each is compli-
mentary to the other and will thrive
and develop best by mutual and alter-
nating action and repose, just as the
piston in the steam engine is pushed
back and forth by alternating currents,
the one resting while the other is be-
ing exerted, 80 it will be found that
body and mind, either of them, or both
togetheyr, can never be normal in the
full sense of the word until we have
created n social system that will make
it practical for each human belng to
exercise his mind and body alter-
nately, leaving the ouve in repose while
the other 18 in action.

These alternating rests create an ap-
petite or craving for future exercise
and make function, be it of body or
mind, always pleasant, inasmuch as it
comes in as g =atisfaction of a need.
Character which is well poised must
necessarily devolve In great part in-
deed on this normal and alternating
development of both mind and body
and body and will have no small share
in regulating those so-called perversi-
ties of our human bature which are
simply kinds of disenses resulting from
abnormal and unharmonious develop-
ment: of body and mind elther to be
accounted for by personal environment
or ‘inherited abnormal tendencles re-
sulting from such abpormal develop-
nient owing to environments and cou-
ditions in ancestors.

It is a patent fact to any one who
will reflect that such normal develop-
ment is essentially impossible under
our present soclal system because such

poses will be required of every capabie
child so that the aveéerage human being
will krow up skilled in the use of his
mind sy well as his hands and capable
of using with dexterity tools of both
kinds so that In his social life when
manbood or womanhood has been at-
tained the changes from physical to
menta!l employments alternately may
be made more ecasy and with little or
no loss to the productive powers of
the nation,

As it is the uncertainties of life aris-
ing chiefly from the fact that our
whole social system lies on foundations
of gambling, mere games of chance, and
that efforts are not met at all by just
rewards, leaving each Individual to
reap often where he has not sown, it

4 follows that we are all made nervous

on account of our Insecurity and so
pre-occupied In the strife to live that
we are forced most of us to concen-
trate ail our powers on that alone to
the neglect of everything else, and so,
often uncousciously, grow most inhu-

‘manly selfish, egotlistic and narrow, and

society rewards us only in proportion

to the degree to which we have brutal-,

fxed ourselves in that way. If we re.
fuse to serve we are doomed to abso-
lute poverty and probable extinction.
So, to show how highly viclous is our
social system comes this facy which
proves in the face of our present

sclence of evolution that we are setting !

ability to set forth the principles of
Socialism in the proper manner. The
corps of speakers could, or should, in
some way have the approval and sane-
tion of the mnatfomal organization be-
fore taking the platform to expound
the principles for which
stands, so that when honest seekers
fo= truth gu to hear a speaker it will
be known that the person is qualified
to speak on the subject with ot least
some degree of authority. It is my
firm conviction that from now on the

Second--As a part of the develop-
ment of a thorough system for the dis-
tribution of literature, it would seem
that the national organization should
have a publication which should reach
the membership regularly and which
each member might be expected  to
support. This publication might start
as o monthly and gradually grow into s
weekly, and possibly finally become the
great national daily organ of the So-
clalist party. A development of this
kind need in no way harm the Social-
ist dnflles or weeklles now in exist-
ence—in fact, ft might, and easily
could, become a towbr of strength and
a protection to more localized organs.
Thess two proporitions, it seems to
me, deserve our attention. The wisdom
of the rank and file will be, is, reflect-
ed in the wisdom of our leaders, those
whom we have chosen to represént the
movement and to gulde.it.
