‘bor. These causes have made the work-
ers restless against the conditions and
they bave accepted every opportunity
40 leave the business for octupations
that yleided a better wage and shorter
hours.

“Ihis hab depleted the raunks by slow
degrees, and no one has stepped in to
take the places jeft vacant by the emi-
gration, No one will step in as long as
the present wages prewail. The busi-
bess holds out no allurement to the
apprentice.”

Policy Results in Strikes

This policy has resuited in strikes in
Chicago against L. Kiper & 8on, A.
Ortmeyer & Son and the Rhelnhart
Harness company. These strikes have
been on for several months.

Alliance, started things with the Port-
land plumbers.

But the Portland plumbers didn't get

Those step-at-a-time, get-something-
now reformers who think that wander-
ful progress will be made by lowering
the tariff, establishing reciproeity, con-
trolling public utilities, ete., should take
& lesson from New Zealand and Aps-
tralia,

Charles Edward Russell, the maga-
ztne writer, visited the antepodean
states, and finds that the old party
politicians conceded all these reforms
to the people several years ago in the
hope of appeasing the working people
who were dissatisfied with the rob-
berles of the profit system.

Did these reforms really benefit the
people except in the claims of the pol-
iticians and capitalistic press? Russell

_ says no. Read his own words:

“New Zealand has tried all of these
things, and has found them wanting.
There is an oi! monopoly in New Zea-
land. The people use much oll down
there, Some time ago an agitation was
started to abolish the import rate of
12 cents on a case. The rate was abol-
ished. Did this benefit the people? No,
it bepefited the ofl trust. The oll trust
pocketed the 12 cents which it former-
ly used to pay, and has not reduced
the price of oil”

The ralironds of New Zealand, Rus-
sell sald, give cheaper and befter serv-
jce than the raliroads iz the United
States. But to make up this there is
a steamship monopoly that Is even
more viclous than some of the trusts

the country in its grip, The coal trust{
and the steamship trust exercise com-
plete control over the governmen: andy
the newspapers, while the working
people are as much oppressed there as
they are in tho United States, whera
similar “reforma™ are beins; advocated.
The few improveme™: .a one direc-
tion do xot alter the facts of poverty.

Russel] declares that the poverty
and slums of Wellington, Sydney and'
other places are worse than they were

He secured photographs and govern-,
