The convention will
meet at Mugic hall, in Louisville, Ky.,
on Tuesday, December 6.

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“You will find between these two
classes a decided conflict of interest;

When
work was doné by hand, every work-
man could look 'forward to the time
that he would be an employer instead
of an employe. there was some future
for him; ther« was some incentive for
him to apply himself; but today, all
those doors of advancement have bheen
closed and barred ggainst him.

“The modern wage worker remains
the wage worker, and there is no pos-
sible escape for him except through
the back door of suicide.
