The Haverhill common council
met last Tuesday evening and the
sesglon was exceedingly hively from
beginnig to end. For lack of space
we are compelled o give a brief re-
port, but we shall again take up
the questions next week.

One of the most important mea-
sytrwes before th(}_; council was that all
city printing should bear the uni
label. Th‘:g comittee on printinu;mn
and hypocritical ground that there
was no ’Dgogup ical union in the
city.

Comrade Frazer made an excel-

He told the council that not only
was there a union in existence but
that said organization was in a
flourishing+ condition at ' present.
“And I am surprised, said he, “that
the councilmen are not aware of
this fact. If the committee on
printing acted without thorough
investigation, it simply proved its
incompetency as a responsible and
authoritative body. There is such
a Typographical union in this city
and 1t 1s the duty of the govern-
ment to help along organized labor.
The label expresses a great good for
the working people, since 1t 15 sym-
bolic of a strong organization. of &
higher standard of living and better
citizenship. 1 therefore want to
have the matter decided now, nght
here, and I am not in favor of even
referring it back to the committee.”

The motion to refer back to the
committee was lost. Then the order
was killed by a great majority vot-
ing against 1t

WHY EARL MARX IS FATHE
MOVEMENT.— POPULAR

You all know what Socialism is.]
It can be ined in a few worde
—that the nation should collective-
ly, partner-like, own and operate
the land snd machinery of produc-
tién, distribution and transporta-
tion for the benefit of all the people.
But - scieniific Socialism means
that and something MORE.

It means that Socialism, as a
system of collective ownership, mus!
inevitably be the next form of social
organization in every capitalistical-
ly civilized country.

You see that we lay greal stress
on the words: must inevifably be
the next form. Why so? Because
these few words contain in a nut-
shell the whole explanation of sc1-
entific Socialism.

Let us be clear.

Mostly all Sociaist readers heard
of Karl Marx, the great teacher and
father of modern Socialism. We
purposely emphasize the word mod-
rrn in erder to impress you with
the fact that there were Socialists
living before Karl Mara. But the
Socialism of those  Socialists was
fuore akin to the “ordinary”™ Social-
ism with which the rank and tile
of this country are scquainted to-
day than to the Sociuinsm of the
intéligent Socialists. the active Xo-
cialists,

And is therd reallv a differvnce
between these twh kinds of Social
ism?

Yer, and a very great differenee
too !

And what 1s the difference?

It is this. While the former. the
early kind of Socialism looks upon
the term as representative of a ro-
ciety in which evervthing 1z owned
and controlled co-operativelv for
the good of all, the latter. the Marr
kind of Socialism. locks upan the
term as representative of a =ocwety
to which we are driven by cconomue
und social forces inherent 1 the
present sociely of capitalsm . RE-
GARDLESS OF WIHETIHEK SUCH A SO-

CIETY IS GOOD FOI ALL OH BAD FOR
BOME.
That there ar economic for-

ces in present society which drice
us to Socialism Karl Marx proved
beyond doubt in his great book of
the - _nineteenth century, called
“Capital ™~ . -

Tiis is why/ Karl Marx is so
great. He took the Socialism of
hie predecessors, the Socialismr
which to most people appealed like a
beautiful picture and which was
treated by most people like an
empty dream—and proved it to be
ineritghble. By so doing, by prov-
ing Socialism to be an wnecilable
form of society, Karl Marx has

laced Socialism on a scientific
asis—hence the term: Scientific
Socialism.

Scientific Socialism 1s the mod-
ern Socialism of the active Social
Democrats who are orgamized as the
Social Democratic party in Amernca

How many of you know what ~ci-
entific Soculism 1w ?  Let v try 1o
define 11 in a concise sentence.

Seentific Socialism 1s a4 svstem
of social organization, based on the
collective ownership of the machin-
erv of production and distnibution,
the acceptance of which s forced
upun us by economic condifiong er-
ixting 1 present, capitalist society.

But mght here it is in order to
ask what are these economic condi-
tions or foces which drive us to ac-
cept Nocialisn

They are these:

1. ProwvcTioN, the method by
which the present people produce
all things necessary for their exist-
ence and comfort; and

2. ExcHaxge, the manner in
which the articles produced arv ex-
changed.

These two factors are called by
scien™® the economics of society,
that i1s, the economic conditions or
forces.

And how has Karl Marx proved
that the mode of production and
exchange, as carried on by present,
capitalist society will lead us neces-
garily to Socialism?

Karl Marx was not a prophet,‘
but a scientist, one who studied
much and collected numerous facts
relating to society and the institu-
tions of man. He epent many years
in hard, intell labor, in deep
rescarch and close observation of
He knew
from history that there was g time
when capitalists did not exist, when,
instead of workingmen, there were
serfs. He furthermore knew that
chattel slavery was at one time @
well established institution, but that
now we have only wage laborers.

It goes without =aving that karl
Marx repudiated such an dealisti

conception of hfe. He saw how fal-
Jacious 1t was to make evervthing
depend on the accidental discovery
of this or that brain, how such an
wleal explanation of the changes in
lmiman hfe EXPLAINED NOTHING.

And the deep research of Karl
Marx, the numerous facts he accu-
mulated led him to make a scienti-
fic  discovery. namely, that all
things 1n human society are gov-
ermned by certain hidden forces and
that those forces are economic—
PRODUCTION and EXCHANGE, and
that all human relations, all laws.
worals and ideas are dependent on
and deterouned by the mode by
which men produce and the manner
i which men erchange their pro-
ducts. Thus the abolition of chat-
tel slavery or serfdom or anaent
society no longer appeared as the
result of a happy idea of some great
man, but as the result of the change
in the mode and manner of produc-
tion and exchange.

Now, then, what is the ground-
work of evervthing in human so-
ciety ?

Production and exchange!

In other words, economic condi-
fwns determine the morals, laws.
religién and general ideas of man.

This is the great discovery of
Karl Marx, which immediately
made history a science, for human
events no longer dependent on acci-
dent but economic laws. Ideas no
longer appeared as governing man
and his entire life, but just the op-
posite. They (the ideas) we
themselves determined by econom
conditions.

And remember this. Ideas are
no more than the reflex or interpre-
tation of ecomemic conditions and
general environment in the human
brain. ’

It was this Revolulwnary Ma-
chine—to quote the trenchant
words of Lassalle—which trans-
formed the manufacture of cotton
and woolen goods; increased the
productivity of the mining indus-
try a hundredfold; metamorphosed
the metal trade by substituting coal
for wood and vegetable fuel: revo-
lutionised the transport industry
and communication by eea and land.

steamboat, the electric telegraph,
and, finally, produced a new system
of agriculture by bringing to the

RESISTANCE TO BOCIALISM

Socialism hag been made the vie-
tim of special legislation in Ger-
many, and in Austria its followers
have been deprived of umversal
suffrage, gained at the barmcades
of the March Revolution: its chiefs
have beem 1mpnsoned, its meetings
prohibited. and 1t has been driven
to insupreetions or despair.  Twiev,
in Jyhe, 1848, and 1 May, IRT1
it adversaries thought it was
crushed out. But twice it sprang
again Inta existence, more strong
and more vigorous. In 1B64 was
founded the first Infernational, the
new Internafional which was pro-
claimed in 1889, and consecrated by
the Festival of the First of May in
gucceeding years, was definitely or-
ganized on September 24, 1900. In
future, we may affirm that it rests
on an indestructible basis, consist-
ing of the union of the National
Labor Parties which exist in all
parts of the world, in all countries
where capitalism has penetrated.
Everywhere, in fact from Ruseia to
New Zealand, the workers are or-
ganizing themselves, publicly or se-
cretly; everywhere under different
forms, but with the same final end
in view, Socidlist Democracy pits
itself against the old-established
powers ; it takes possesion ofai)olit-
tcal rights; it demands social re-
forms . it forces popes aund emper-
ors to make concessions in the chi-
merical hope of arresting its pro-
gress.
