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·EXAMINER DECLARED UNFAIR 
Bay Counties District Council of Carpenters Pass Resolutions which are 
Endorsed by the San Fran cisco and Alameda Counties -Building Trades 
Councils, and Local Unions· and Councils in all Sections of the State 
Denounce Union Assassin. 

The Fallowing Appeared in the Last Issue of Organized Labor, San Francisco, 
the Official Organ of the State and Local Building Trades Council of Cct.lifornia 

The Bay Counties District Council of Carpenters at its 
meeting Wednesday evening, April 20th, took the initiative 
and formal action to declare the San Francisco ~aminer 
unfair. 

This was done upon the insistent demand of some of the 
unions affiliated with the District Council of Carpenters, 
notably Local Union No. 22, the largest local organization 
of carpenters in the United Brotherhood. 

The resolutions declare that the Examiner is unfit to be 
received into the homes of union men, where its slanderous 
and poisonous stories are read by union men's wives, daugh­
ters and children ; and it is furthe r pointed out that William 
Randolph Hearst of New York, the proprietor of the Ex­
aminer, is the most dangerous and treacherous foe that has 
ever sought to destroy trade-union organizations. 

A he~rty endorsement is also given to the request of the 
~nion mine workers, made upon the Executive Council of 
the American F cderation of L abor for an official boycott 
against all the Hearst journals 

The action of the mine workers was taken because of the 
lockout of three thousand union mine workers, mechanics 
and artisans at the Homestead Mine, because THEY WERE 
UNION MEN. These men were told by the managers of 
the Hearst mine that they would hav_e to face hunger and 
starvation at the beginning of a cold Dakota winter just 
BECAUSE THEY HELD SACRED THE PRINCIPLES 
OF. TRADE-UNIONISM; and although the officers and 
orga~izers of the Western Federation of Miners have made 
several overtures and sought to have the proprietor of the 
yellow journals use his influence in behalf of justice and fair 
treatment to the union mine workers at Homestake, THE 
HEARST EAR HAS BEEN DEAF . TO THEIR 
PLEADINGS. 

The self-proclaimed ~ham pion of labor loves the working­
man so dearly when he wants their votes for a high political 
office, or when he reaches into their pockets for dollars and 
cents whereby he can boost his slanderous and lying jour­
nal. Hearst loves the workingman very intensely for--­
Hearst. He loves to use them to further his dirty schemes 
and advance his insane political ambitions. But there the 
Hearst love of the workingman e·nds; that is the Hearst 
limit. He has no more use for the workingman than has 
Mr. J. Pierpont Morgan, Rockefeller, Carnegie or Schwab, 
or any other multimillionaire or greedy, heartless employer 

of labor. 
Mr. William Randolph Hearst of New York is just as 

anxious to wade through a sea of workingman's blood if he 
thereby could attain glory or profit as any of the greedy 
capta ins of indus t ry who filled H omestead and McKee' s Rocks 
with human skulls, women 's tears and child ren's cries. 

The brutal decree of the manager of the Hearst mine at 
Homestake, South Dakota, proves it. 

THE EXAMINER'S UNWARRANTED ATTA C K 

ON THE UNION LABOR ADMINISTRATION IS BUT 
ADDITIONAL EVIDENCE. 

But union labor has at last found out Mr. Hearst, They 
haye placed him where he belongs, IN THE CAMP OF 
THE ENEMY, AND THE HEARST JOURNALS 
ARE BEING FIRED OUT OF THE HOMES OF 
UNION MEN BY THE THOUSAND EVERY DAY. 

The resolutions passed by the Bay Counties District 
Council of Carpenters on Wednesday, April 20th, received 
the unanimous endorsement of the Building Trades Council 
at a meeting of that body held Thursday evening, April 21st. 

Similar action has also been taken by the Alameda 
County Building Trades Council and a: large number of 
local unions. In every union town throughout California 
and the mountain states, the slogan is .the same, "Exit 
Examiner.'' 

Good-by, wandering Willie Hearst of New York. Your 
methods are unfair and outrageous. Y o"u have earned the 
title, " Universal Assassin." 

The following are the resolutions adopted by the Bay. 
Counties District Council of Carpenters, and unanimously 
endorsed by the Building Trades Council of San Fran cisco: 

Whereas, The San Francisco Examiner, owned by William 
Randolph Hearst of New York, has, by its unwarranted and 
outr~geous attack upon the present Union- Labor admin­
istration, demonstrated that the said journal and its pro­
prietor are enemies of union labor; and 

Whereas, Local Union No. 22 of the United Brotherhood 
of Carpenters and Joiners of America, and several other 
local unions and their members affiliated with the Bay 
Counties 'District Council of Carp~nters and Joiners, have 
urgently requested and persistently demanded that some 
definite action be taken by this body against this treacherous 
foe of unionism ; therefore be it 

Resolved, By the Bay Counties District Council of Car­
penters and Joiners, that we hereby declare the San Fran­
cisco Examiner to be a publication that is unfit to be re­
ceived into our homes and read by our mothers, wives, 
sweethearts, daughters and children, and unworthy of the 
support and patronage of union men ; and that we further 
denounce its proprietor, William Randolph Hearst of New

The tronble 
with the Plasterers i<; the result of ~the f! lnim m11de a few years ago by 
the Bricldayers Hnd 1\fasom;' International that the.v also covered plas­
t.f'ring '\:Ork. and as a consrquener addrcl thnt craft to their jnrisdic­
tion. Tlwn the Opf'rativl' Plrtsterers ll<'gan to permit their members to 
do contt·nct work to the detriment of the other organization, and S11J:l­
plied members with "portable l!hartr t·s'' to satisfy oth er traoes of their 
"regularit~r." Of course tb i<; is only a part of the pace that offici11ls 
in both organi7.ations cnn go if nred he.

T I-IE CURRENT 1\TUl\IBER of the Bulletin of the departmrnt of 
labor contains a leading article by Victor S. Cls rk treating at 

length treating at length the Canadian industrial dispntes im·pstigation 
act and its operations. From :March 22, 1907. when the act WC'nt into 
effrct. to A ngnst, 1909, boards were appoint<'d 11nd acted in a total of 
59 disputes. These disputes involved altol!ether 65.500 employeC's. Tn 
five casf's there wf're legal st t·ikrs, that is. begun aftet· the report of a 
board, and in eight cases there were illegn l strikes, tlwt is. hel!nn bPfm·t· 
or· p<'nding investigation by a board: in 45 cases settlement was i;ecr.u·ed 
without a stl'ikr. The friends of the act claim that a considerable nnm­
her· of disputes which otherwise might have resultrd in a strike' haw 
heen srttled without a boanl because the partie.<; were unwillinrr to hare 
a public inwstig-ation. The anthor rf'ports that obset·vation and intt' r· 
views with different classes of people in all parts of Canada indi ratP 
that the act has with some exceptions the support of the general public 
and of rmployers 11nd of the parliamentary " labor ists" and of thr 
lm ions not directly affected by its provisions. The officials of the rail. 
way unions are divicled in their opinions. hut on the whole are mot·e 
favorably inclined toward the Jaw th11n when it first wrnt into oprra. 
tion. and the rank and file of these nnions is probabl y even more 
ft·irndly. 'l'he leaders and the ag~ressive mcmhrt·ship of the wrs!t•rn 
mining unions are vigorons opponents of the act. 1'he Xovn Scotin 
min ers officially indorse the lnw, but thr rrsnlt of a t·cfe~endmn Yoll· 
upon it wonld be difficult to predict.

The pitiable part is not 
the showing up of a few thieves- for they are few compared with the 
g reat mass-but the standa rd of society which encou ra ges this kind of 
work, for it is a most sm·t·owful fact that as society is orde red. it sup· 
plies the incentive to ct·ime and palliates it until , in isolated cases, it is 
r·nn down and 11 convict ion had.

Tbl• strik e wa 1IP!'I11red AJ>rll l t!t with th< <! X)Jirntlon or th old scnle 
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and failure at agreement on the powder dispute. Aft <'t' a \\'<'C' k the nituatlon 
began to threaten the horne supply and big coa l shipments for soutlw rn ports 
w ere delayed. Operation of all pool boats wa s Huspen,]t;d with t he exceptl'on 
of one or two in the f leets of private industri es. 

'The seriousn ess of th e strike ll <> ca me felt in the Lake ports within two 
weeks and r ecently the situation assum ec.l a severe aspect for ililmcd ia te tie· 
mand in this section. 

SOME FACTS ABOUT THE SEAMEN'S STRIKE ON THE LAKES. 

'The present strike of seamen on the Great l.ak('s, ill\'Oiving nell rl y t en 
thousand sailors, marine firemen and marine coo k s, has been in progress 
since May, 1909. Ther e are r easons, good val le! r eaHons, for this strike. 

An organization of ship-owners, known as the Lake Carrier.;' A ssociation, 
denies the right of seamen to r emain m ember s of a labor union . Ha1•ing de· 
cJared war against all trade unions this association of shipowner s then en­
deavored to establish an industrial passport system wh ich is int ~ ·ml ed to place 
the seamen absolutel y at the m ercy of a gang of employm ent agents, known 
as ·'shipping masters." 

'The Lake Carriers call this passport schem e a "wel fare plan ." It provides 
for constant and unrel enting supervision, r estraint and espion ag-P. of e1·er y in­
dividual seaman, whether he is at work or at r est, ashore or afloat, employed 
or unemployed. Its aim is to establish industrial serfdom on th e Great Lakes. 

The Lake Carriers' Association is not a shop-owning corporation. rt is 
composed of ship-owner s, b ut does not i tself own ships. nor d0es I t employ 
seamau. Its principal business, as shown by its articles of in co rporation Is 
that of an employm ent agency. 

'The ship-owner s who are m emlw rs of this gigantic emplo~·men t agen cy 
rlo not want to deal with any organiza tion of seam en . neither do they want 
to deai with the individual seaman. What they are trying to do i s t6 com­
pel all seamen to live and work, ashore and afloat, ahnt~· s under th <? super­
vision and absolute control of over seers who are r esponsible to no on e (not 
even to the individual ship-owner)' except the employment agency k uown as 
the L.ake Carri ers ' Association . 

This is the schem e again st which the seamen are on strike. 'They are 
fighting against industrial serfdom. 

'The arbitration boards of six states, Wisconsin, Michigan, Ohio, N E'W 
York, Indiana and Illinois, have trier! to bring about arbitrati01: fo r the pur· 
pose of settling the strike. 

The Lake Carriers' Association declined to arbitrate. 
'The National Civic F e<l eration attemptt>d conciliation and arbi tration. 

'The LakP Carriers would not ag-r ee to either. 
The L ak e Carriers' Association has r efu ser! to m C>et r C> presentatives or 

tht' uniorrs. 'They declinf'd to E>ven m eet with th e ar bitration boards o r six 
states and th e N at iona l Civ ic F ederation . · 

The seamen did not go on stri k e un t il i t ))('ca m e ahso !ut PIY n ecessar y. 
'They are on strike now to save th eir manhood. They will not submit to be 
degraded and enslaved. · 

'The Immortal Lincoln once said, " No man is good enough to own an y 
other man." 'The seamen believe tha t. And th ey will continue thP strike in 
an endeavor to prove that those wor,Js of t he martyred Emancipator are sti ll 
true.

Gentlem en : R ecently thPre h as appear ed in the press of Arizona an ar· 
t i cle written by Col. J . F . Wilson, a De m ocrat and at one time Arizona's del e­
gate to Congress, in whi ch he ad vises the P'~op l e of t hi s t erritory to frame a 
consti tution that will be sure to mee t the approval of the Pres id <> nt and Con­
gress, as in the Senate Enabling A ct there is a provision gil·ing both t he 
power to pass upon any con ;; titution w e m ay frame and if it be not in ac­
cord wi th either's id ea of th e form of govemnwnl we shou ld have. although 
Republican in form, the PreRident. or Con!!;ress mav di sa ppro1·e of it an d thus 
l eave us without the pale of the ~ i sterhood of states. 'The Colon Pl , th E' rPfore, 
advises us to avoid such a fa te by writing a pbin. shor t. simplP and conse r v­
ative l.'onstitution, such as will surely m eet with the approval of both and 
leave it to some future time to fram e a form of governm ent more in k eeping­
with our own ideals of what our organic law shou ld be. 'Thi s ad\·ice h as met 
with the univer sal approval of all the n ewspaper s of the territory, as far 
!IS I have been able to obs f'r ve. irrespec tive of w h rot her th E'Y w er e DPmocrat !c 
IJr Rpublican in th eir politi cs . To m e it appears there i s a Reh eme on foot to 
<! elude th e people in to approving a con stitution that th ey do not wan t with 
the promi se that it can be changed and amend ed l ater on . I bE>!ieve thi s is 
done in th e in te r est of th e l arge corporate int erPsts of t he 1f' IT i to r y , and 1 
helieve furth er that th e provi sion giv in~?: th e Presi den t and Congress t hP right 
of refer endum over our ten tative constitution was born not in t h E' minrl s of 
the senators of the East, n or did i t ori!!;inate th ere, but ri gh t he1·e at home: 
the corporate interests in the territorv fully r ealize th at. w e can not be d E'­
layed much l onger in obtaining stateh ood; if th E'Y thou11:ht ot herwisp th ev 
would now as in t he past r es ist to th e end our ad mis!; ion : and th <>v al !>o r E> al ­
ize that before l ong, due to the insurgent m ovem en t throughout th e l and . 
that th er e will either he a change in th e po l icies of the part .v now in power 
t ending to m or e libera l principles or th at th e 11:0vernment will h E' turned over 
to the Democratic party; that in either even t a m ore lihE> ra1 Enablin~?: Act 
wou ld be enactE'd . giving th e people of thi s t erritory th e f ull nower to pasR 
whatever kind of constitution w e des ired, so long as i t was RPpublican i n 
form· apprehending thi s, th E'Y have dpcided n ot to fight th E' admiss ion, for 
that ~ould be foolhardy, seeing that if th e m atter is put off w e may ha1·e an

:;t i tutional con vention pledge htrnself, m wntmg, to s ~and for what you want 
p11t m your eonstnutton, r egard l ess of how It may smt the Pres ident or Con­
greRs, and I w ou ld . ad\'if;E' you to exact that among many, the following pro. 
vis ions be wntten tn the consti tu tiOn: 

( 1) 'That the people r eserve the right through their Legislature to limi; 
and r egu l ate what i s kn own as " the inhert'!'lt judi cial power of the court s." 
This is a power, wh ich under th e con structions of the courts is as Jimiti('ss 
as space; it can set at n aught th e will of th e. pe~ple , and which gil·es the 
j udicia r y th e power to en trench upon the l egislative and execut ive depart· 
m en ts of go \·ernment. Wi th such a limitation upon the courts the Legis lature 
could pass l aws regulating the granting of injunctions in labor di sputes and 
could also provide for the r egula tion of contemvt proceedings securing the 
ri ght to trial by jury wh en the contempt Is alleged to have been committed 
w ithout th e presence or the court . Wi thout such a limi tation in your con ­
bi itu tion you m ay bE> sure that the courts would declare any such laws uncon-
5t i tutional; w it h such a prodsion you are secure in your liberty and your 
r ight to trial by jury, should th e L egisl a ture see fit to pass such laws. 

( 2) The 11eople should r ese r ve the power through their Legislature to 
r egulate and control and limit what is known as "the freedom of contract 
doctr ine." This can only be don e by a con stitutional vrovi sion in the consti· 
tut ion r eserv ing this ri ght to the people through their Legislature. 
\Vith such a limitation and r eservation in the con stitution, we cou ld 
th en 11ass a child-labor law, such a one · as would be a crPdi t 
to our boasted civilization, for up- to-date such a law has nt>ver been 
passE>d for f ear the courts w ould declare it unconstitutional. I t is 
t r ue that laws by that name have been passed, but never one that protected 
th e childrE> n as much as they deserve. \Ve could also enact laws regulating 
th e manner and times of the payment of wages, protecting the heal th and 
l i mbs of emvloyes , r egulating the kind of work for women and the hours they 
are to work, an eight-hour law, a l aw IJ!'evenling the employer from exacting 
of hi s employes au agreem en t not to j oin or belong to any labor union dur­
ing th e term of th eir employment, and l ast, but not least, a law again 
"b lackli sting." Without such a provision dea ling with this •·freedom of con· 
tract doct rine," the chan ces ar e two to on €' t hat t he court s would declare such 
laws unconstitutional; with such a provision your · l aws would stand the test 
of the constitution and in the new state of Arizona the worker would have a 
g-reater measure of freedom t han b e b as a t presen t: under the "freedom of 
con tract'· dope th e only freedom that the average worker now has, if he will 
not work for such w a11:e and under such t erms and in such places as the em· 
ployer i s w i lling to give, no matter how small the wage, how harsh the 
t erm s, and how dan~?:Prous the place, is the freedom to--starve. 

t3) Ther e sh ould he a constit utional pro\·ision giving the people the 
right to exerci se th e In itiative and Referendum and also the Recall. 'The con· 
s titut.ion should not l eave . it to the Legis!atut·e to fix upon what part of the 
peopl e acting this ri!!;ht i s to be exPrci scd . The con stitution should fix what 
per cent. of the peopl e s11all put thi s r eserve m easure into operation . 

( 4) Last, but not the least important, there should be a m eans pro1· id~d 
by the constitution for amE>ndments to be made to such instrument. There 
~ hould be two cou rsC>s provid ed by which amendments can be made to the con· 
stit.ut ion, one throu~h the Legis la t ure, upon a m ajority vote of both houses 
~ ~~~gPsting the amPndment, to be then put to the peopl e at the next general 
Plection, a.n d if a majority of the voters voti ng favor th e amendment it is thPn to 
i.J<'<"Oll i ~ a part o f the con stitution. The other course should be through the 
iuitiatil·e of, say , fifteen per cent . of the voters voting at the l a.'>t gpnera! 
d~·ctiuu, th ey ha1·ing th e ri ght by thl' Tllitiative to petition that such amend· 
ment be placed before th e voters at the n E>xt gener al election, and if a majority 
of thP vot er s voti n g at such elpc ti on favor th e am eudm ent, then i t is to be 
a part of th e constitu tion . 'Wit h such a pro \·ision in th e consti tution land I 
a m sure that neither Cong ress nor the Pres ident w i ll agree to it), the p~ople 
hold the great k Py to th e door of their futu re frePdom . If then they are mis· 
ruled, it i s their .own fault. I t put s the power of go \· em ment in their own 
hands as far as any poli ty of governmen t can w ithou t giv ing th e peopll! in· 
l!ustrial con t r ol. 

There are oth er provision s th at should go into our n E>w constitution hut, 
if w e con obtain those that 1 have. enumerated we will have gone fu r ther in 
t he right direction t han any of t he states save Oklahoma. 

My object in writing this is to arouse the w ork ers of Arizona to what I 
feel is th eir best interests and to warn th em of thl'ir preRent danger and also 
ot" t hose who "ill come to them as fri ends advising Colonel Wilson's course. 
1 wi sh to put the workingman on h is guard against such false friends. 

Trltsting that th e workingman will b(' alive to h is own best interest s, and 
w ill not allow thi s ri ch oppor tunity to secure his r ights escape hi m, anti with 
best wish es fo r th e success of Globe MinNs' U n ion, W .
