Do yon know what would happen if
the city acquired the strect car service?
Let the seales fall from your eyes. List-
en to what heppened in the city of Glas-
Bow: .

A private corporation of profit greedy
capitalists had a lease of the street car
kervice in Glasgow from 1871 to 1804.
They gave bad service, and paid poor
wiges, naturally, and when they could
not come to terms with the city over an
extension of the franchise, the city gave
them' the “right about” and undertook the
work of running st*eet cars itself. When
the company’s lease expired the city put
on a new service of cars, brand new and
in every way better than the old. The
private company ran opposition bus lines
to try and block the city’s game, but the
city surmounted all difficulties. One-pen-
ny fares were arranged, longer rides were
given for 2 cents, wages were raised and
hours shortened and free uniforms pro-
vided, better service given, and at the
end of the year, in spite of all this, there
was a prefit of
wages could have been raised still higher
and the fares lowered still lower. any
more people made use of the cars and
where there were 170 cars under the pri-
vate company, there were 322 under the
management by the people. On the basis
of last year's business, had the private
company been still in control, and given
as good and as expensive a service as the
city, that private corporation would have
pocketed a cool $500,000!

These are facts—facts that the street
car company's Milwaukee Sentinel takes
pains to withhold from you. The same
condition now exists in Milwaukee as
would exist in Glasgow had the private
company still kept its franchise. No won-
der the Milwaukee street car system is
owned by BEastern capital and is consid-
ered double-distilled “gilt-edge” property!‘

The Catholic Church and Socialism.

It is vigorously claimed by the Roman Catholic Church that it will be
only reliable bulwark against the tides of Socialism, which to the minds of the
thinkers is going to be the next phase of Western civilisation.

A prominent writer has gone so far as to say that “One after the other all
the statesmen and citizens who believe in the tgm nt order of things will be seek-
ing shelter from the approaching storm by gathering under the canopy that sar-
mounts the chair of Peter.” t means, in other words, that the Catholic
Chaurch is to be the last refuge of capitalism,

Let us see whether this is true.

There is Belgium, for instance. Belgium has for centuries been Catholic_gnd
“Popish™ to the core. Belgium has a population of more than six millions of whom
only fifteen thousand are Protestant and three thousands Jews. All the rest are
Roman Catholic. There is a case of confessional solidity. The Catholie Chureh
has been the leading factor and force in the history of Belgium. With some
few exceptional cases she has.céontrolled the whole educational system of the
country, especially the elementary and public schools.

Now, how has the Social Democracy fared in Catholic Belgium? Nearly
one-third of all the votes cast have been given for the candidates of the Social
Democrats, and we must remember that on the side of non-Socialistic candi-
dates are found almost all the “plural votes"—it being the law in Belginm
that the wealthy and educated classes and the grienl exercise the right of “pla-
ral votes,” i. e. their votes are counted two or three times. Belgium is becoming
rapidly the Eldorado of the Social Revolution, although the Belgian Bocial Dem-
crat, in 8o far ax he has attended a school at all, has been a pupil in a Roman
Gatholic school supervised by the priest, and although in Belgium more than a
million Catholic sermons and catechetical lectures are delivered each year, so
that the couuntry has righly been called the “land of cloister and clergy.”

The Xrocreu of the Social Democratic party has been just as remarkable in
Ttaly and Austria—both of them Catholic countries.

And we Socialists cannot see how this ¢an be far otherwise. In opposing
Socialism the Catholic Church is compelled to turn its back upon the teachings
of early Christianity. i

The Bocialists demand that capital and the instruments of production shall
be socialized. Christianity from the very beginning has insisted that private
property is not absolute; that it is held iu trast for the good of soclety; and
that the application of a portion for the benefit of those in need is a Jduty of
strict {nstiu&—deb'num legale {(a legal debt) says Aquinas, the great HRoman
Catholic theologian., That “right to existence” which is one of the foundations
of Socialisin, is fully recoguized by the Catbolic Church, we are told by eminent
Catholic writers,

Now this ri{bt being recognized,

Socialists deny the position that is-
dust+ia) relations can onl{’ be regulated by t‘url)ly and demand, by what
is called “frec” competition, by the conditions of trade und private profit,

And the Catholic Church also claims to lift up her voice against the view
that labor is mere merchandise. Prominent Catholic writers like Count de Mun
denouuce “l'exploitation de ['homme par 'homme,” as the powerfu! French
phrase has it, the exploitation of workmen by the capitalists. And so Leo XIII.
in his Enc;lhieal on Labor in 1891 (Rerum Novarnm), said: “It is shamefnl and
inhuman to (reat men as mere chattels for the purpose of money-making, or to
look upon them as only so much muscle and physical power.”

We will admit that Pope Leo XIIL has now gone back eutirely on that
famous Encyclical. But that makes very little difference. For there was an
essential opposition between the solution proposed even on the basis of that doen-
ment and the Socialist solution.

The Catholic Church wants to leave the production and distribution in she
possession of the capitalist class as it is now. But this capitalist class is Yo
give by “charity” and by “alms” to the “poor” as much as it sees fit for the sake
of religion. . )

The Bocialists, on the other hand, declare that this question is not a re
ligious problen, in fact that it is purely a politico-economic question which has
very little and only indireetly to do with religion, 1, e.. in n‘,‘zﬂ that it
almost impossible to be a truly good and honest Christian under the
system. The Socialists furthermore contend if OChristianity, if the ‘atholic
Church and its charity could heve solved the problem, it had 1000 years' time
to do so; yet as a matter of fact all reform and progress has been DLrought
about only after a terrific struggle’ with the church.

The Socialists furthermore point out that the q'ilemion being purely ecosomic
nnd politie, it onght to be dealt with as such. The Socialists accordingly pro-
pose the change in the mechanism of society which has been made necamrz
by the invention and application of wuchinery, by the concentration of wealt
and the formation of the trusts. This change will NOT mean the “division of
property,” the plunder of the HABENTES for the benefit of the NON-HABEN-
It will simply mean the expropriation of expropriators, the restitutipn
of the means of production to those whe use tham. It will restore pioperty fo
all, without virtually taking anything from aoybody which he can beneheiall
use. This restitution can only take place colleciively, and the new system will
make it possible for everybody to live out his own life and to develop his per-
sonality, as long as he Coes not infringe upon the right of others.

In other words, it is 2 question whether this civilization is to develop further
upon a higker plane and accept Socialism—or whether we are to go back to she
harbarism of the middle ages and possibly to anarchy. The trend of events and
the development of economic couditions faver Socialism. Will the Catholic
Church be strong enongh to oppose it? As I have pointed out at the beginning

Comrade Max 8. Hayes in the Cleve-
land Citigsen eclaims that the fusion of
Socialists and Laborites at San Fran-
cisco was not so disastrous as appears
on the surface, but that the small vote
was due to bold-fuced theft by the old
party politicians, He says: ousands
of Socialist party votes were thrown out
b{ the election officers upon the technical
objection that voters had carelessly
marked opposite the words, ‘no nomina-
tion.! In Aungeles alone 2000 such
votes were di invalid and .about
1000 were counted, and it is estimated
that fully 30,000 Socialist party votes
were thrown out in the state because the
blank space had been marked. None of
the fault-finders, so far as we are able to
learn, have meantioned this important
fact, and if the California Socialists had
had their votes counted they would prob-
ably stand at the head of the list of
states instead of sixth in percentage of
votes cast. Whether the Oalifornians
made a mistake in co-operating (it was
not rmd?'n) with the Laborites remains to

seen.

There is an eight-hour bill pending in
Congress that has. the end t o
Samuel Gompers, Mr. Gom has
written round to the unions of the Amer-
ican Federation of Labor in favor of it,
but has taken pains to say nothing about
the fact that it has been so amended by
the capitalistic monkey-workers as to be
worth scarcely more than theTgaper it is
written on—probably less. ree little
innocent looking words did the trick:
“wpon such work.” By adding these
three words the effect of the bill is
spoiled and it becomes a sham, a cheat
aud a further evidence of the ineffective-
ness of the A, F. of L."s lobby at Wash-
ington. It it becomes a law as amended
it will mean simply this: That workmen
on contract work for the government
shall only be allowed to work eight hours
daily on such work. For the other hours
of the usual workday their employer can
put them at any work he pleases! Where
can this be a benefit to the working class?
In what way does it lessen their daily
hours of employment? . It doesn’t—yet
the president of the American Federa-
tion of Labor says hurrah for the bill.
It is but another evidence of the Gom-
pers idea of getting labor legislation. For
years the labor lobby has been begging
for an eight-hour law. Gompers has
wheedled, cajoled and fawned round the
congressmen—and gotten turned down
cold each session for his pains. Even his
civie federation partnership with Hanna
hasn't helped him. And why should it?
Congress only respects force,  There is no
force back of Gompers, as things are to-
day. There will be none until the work-
ers go straight to the ballot box and put
their own people in Congress.

But as to that bill, it may be clnlm(:d
that an employer would not work his
men extra hours after an eight-hour day
vad been put in on government work,
Do not be stupid. Recently the big Al-
lis-Chalmers works in this city got hig
orders for pumping engines for the cities
o' Boston, 'Pittsburg and other places,
and there was a stipulation in the con-
tract that only eight hours a day must
be put_ on the jobs. The men recognized
this as the result of agitation of their
brother workers in the other cities and
were much elated. . When the work be-
gan they put.in an eight-hour day on the
jobs and then put on their coats and
went home. ' For two or three days they
did this, under the frowns of the super-
intendents, and then up went & notice.
It told them that thereafter only eight
hours was to be put on the work each
duy, but that the BALANCE OF THE
USUAL TEN-HOUR WORK DAY
WAS E PUT ON OTHER
WORK! And there you have it!

expedients are apt to come, not from

The Union Labor Party Problem.

St. Louis, Mo., Jan. 3.—Social Demo-
cratic Herald: The situation in Califor-
nia demands the most thoughtful consid-
eration of the rank and file of the Social-
ist party. Ouly by a dispassionate dis-
cussion on the merits of the case cap we
hope to settle the vital questions of prin-
ciple and tactics involved in the problem.

It is unfortunate that the editor of one
party paper at least (St. Lonis Labor)
s seen fit to withhold publication of ar-
ticles favorable to the Union Labor side
of the controversy, while finding space for
resolutions and editorials denunciatory of
the policy pursued by the California or-
ganizations. It is likewise unfortunate
that the editor of the International So-
cialist Review should see in the present
situation an opporunity for character as-
sassination. What thoagh it is'the siune
old question of our attitude toward the
trade unions that.is again pressing for
solution—the same in principle, differing
only in form-surely this does not neces-
sarily justify the methods of a De Leon
in settling the case. This is not a per-
sonal matter. Ferdinand La Salle once
said, “above all things truth and justice
towards your opponents,”” (and it is espe-
cially for the working class to remem-
ber this). *“Truth and justice toward
an opponent is the first duty of a man."”
Let us try and keep this admonition in
mind at this juncture and consider this
question on its merits from the stand-
point of the interest of the wage working
class. ;

And would
not the laborer speak sense if he said to
the duke: “Why should I employ you to
wear out clothes which I pay for?”

But this is not the ‘whole case against
the duke. The duke does not spend all
the rent in ﬁudlng work for the poor. He
spends a good deal of it on food and
drivk for himself and his dependents.
This wealth is consumed—it is wasted,
for it is consumed by men who produce
nothing. And it all comes from the
earnings of the men who pay the rent.
If instend of givipg it to the duke they
could spend it on themselves, they would
find more emiployment tor the poor than
the duke can, because they would be able
to spend all that the duke and his many
servants waste. Although the duke does
find work for some people, he does not
find whrk for all. There are always
sowe out of work.

A few weeks since 1 saw an article in
a weekly paper in which we were told
that the thief was an indispensable mem-
ber of society because he found employ-
ment for policemen, jailers, jail builders
and other persous,

The excuse for the thief is as vakd as
the excuse for the duke. The thipt finds
plenty of employment for the people.
fut who pays the persons employed?

The police, the jailers and all other
persons employed in catching, holding
and feeding the thief are paid out of the
taxes. Who pays the taxes? The public.
The public has to not only support the
police departments, but the thief as well.

Do they produce =sny wealth? No.
They consume weaith, and the thief is so
useles sthat it he died out forever, it
would pay us better to feed the jailers
and police for doing nothing than to
te;lrlh the thief back agsin to feed him as
w

Work §s useless unless it be productive
work. It would be work for a man to
dig a hole and then fill it up agnin, but
the work would be of o benefit to the
nation. It would be work for & man to
grow strawberries on which to feed the
duke's donkey, but it would be useless
work, becausé it would add nothing to
the general store of wealth,

Policemen and jailers are mien with-
drawn from productive work to wait
upon useless criminals, 'l“h«-y. like sol-
dners and many others, while very neces-
sary under the present system, do not
produce wealth, but.they consume it, and
the greater number of producers and the
snrafler the number of comsumers the
richer the state (the people collectively)
must be. For which family would be the
better off—the family wherein ten earned
wages and none wasted them, or the
family in which two earned wages and
eight spent them?

Do not imagine, as some do, that in-
creased consuming is a ng.

The great mass of the workers lead
mean, penurious and joyless lives. They
crowd into small ‘and  inconvendent
houses; they eat coarse and cheap food,
when they do not go hungry; they drink
adulterated beer and spirits; they wear
cheap and shoddy nmi poorly put to-
gether clothes; they ride in second-class
cars, and the poorest cars on the street
ear lines are run in their localities; they
sit in the worst seats in churches and
theaters; and they stint their wives of
rest, their children of education, and
themselves of -comfort and honor, that
they may pay remt and afford interest
and profit for the idle rich to spend in
luxury and folly.

And it the workers complain, or dis
play any signs of suspicion or discontent,
tgey are told that the rich are keeping
them.

That is NOT TRUE. 1t is the workers
who are keeping the rich!

The Rich Law Breakers.

When the law today, through the ac-
cident of an occasiynal honest and publie
spirited Jawyer, comes into collision
with the capitalist class the law gets
s0 battered up that its own makers
would not recoguize it.

In Ohio, where Frank Mounett while
attoruey general thought he was to en-
force the law against the big criminals
as well as the little ones, aud compelled
the supreme court to take cognizance of
the fact that the Standard Oil Company
was an outlaw, the Standard Oil Com-
pany almost died of laughter. The su-
preme court of Ohio ordered the Stand-
ard Oil Company to bring its books into

court for examination. An inspection
of the books would demonstrate
whether or not the oil combination were
illegal.

The Standard Oil Company burned
its books and came into court the next
day and blandly stated that it had none;

it did not keep any. .

The supreme court knew that the
Standard Oil Company was lying; amd
the Standard Oil Company knew that it
knew that it was lying, but the court
could wpot help Mr. Monnpett because,
you see, there was no evidence!

Competition a Thing of the Past.

The recently issued report of the in-
terstate commerce ,commission says
among other things: “It is not open to
question that competition between rail-
road carriers which formerly prevailed
has been largely suppressed, or at least

brought to a condition of effective re-
straint. The progress of consolidation in
one form or another will at no far dis-
tant day confine this competition within
narrow and unimportans limits, because
the control of most railway property will
be merged in a few individuals, whose
common interests compel them to act in
concert. * * * A law which might
have answered the purpose when compe-
tition was relied upon to secure reason-
able rates is demonstrably inadequate
when that competition is displaced by
the most far-reaching and powerful com-
binations. So great a change in condi-
tions calls for .corresponding change in
the regulating statute,”

killing of free coinage of gold. OIld
Senator Stewart told the editor of this
paper three years ago that the bankers
were at work quietly rigging things up
to stop the coinage of gold by some trick
like the trick of 1873 against silver, and
he said the job wonld be done so
artistically that the people wouldn't find
it out for years. “Gradually,” said he,
“the mints will close down. I doubt if
your new mint will ever coin a piece
of gold.”
