N THE United States, as in other countries, International
Bociahism 1s making tremendous strides and its millions of
supporters, spread over all the belts and zones of the globe,

. Socialism being ‘wholly a question of economic development. This will

| mean the enc of the present capitalist competitive system and the intro-

i duction of its successor, the co-operative commonwealth.

The movement is internatidnal because it was born of and follows
the development of the capitalist system, which, in its operation, is con-
fined to no country, but by the stimulus of modern agencies of produe-
tion, exchange, communication and transportation, has overleaped all
boundary lines and made the world the theatre of its activities. By
| this process all the nations of the earth must finally be drawn into re-
| lations of industrial and commercial co-operation, as the economic basis
of human brotherhood. 2

This is the goal of modern Sacialiem and it is this that inspires its
disciples with the zeal and ardor of crusaders.

What is Socialism? To answer in a single sentence, it means the
collective ownership by all the peaple of ali the means of wealth produc-
tion and distribution. It is purely an economic question; the evolu-
tion of industry has developed Socialism. Man can only work, produce
wealth, with tools. The mere hand tools of former times have hecome
ponderous and costly machines. These machines, Socialists contend,
represent progressive social conceptions.

Of course mo one hut Ashplant—
and his unique school, if perchance
he has already mad: any converts—
imagined that I -eriously appre-
hended from anything he had here-
tofore said, and from anything of
the like sort that hic might further
say, such a disaster a« the turning of
the tide by his denolition of Marx.
It was plain enough to everyong else
that T entertained 1o greater fear of
this than of seeing the tide of science
turned back by the Jasperian theory.
Right here, howeser, it is not only
proper but highly important, to state
that the reason he gives for the safe-
ty of the Soeialist movement is a
very bad one, It is an. emphatic
denial of the contribution of knowl-
edge to the progress of mankind,
and if his view of tiis matter were
accepted we should - logically ask
him: *“What, then, iz your ohject in
propounding the' truth which you
claim to have found? Is it merely
to waste time in discussion?” The
Mact that instead of discovering a new
truth he has fallen into an Hld error
would in no way affect the propriety
and pungency of this question.
That economic forces are constant-
ly at work, producing in this age
changes ominently favorable to the
progress of the Socialist movement,
18 indeed unquestionable.  As amply
shown by Marx’s materialistic con~
ception of history, no one has, more
clearly than he (1id, perceived the in-
fluence of such forces, traced their
tendencies, und stated their effects
But Ashplant, who professes admir-
ation for him in that respect, mis-
understands the Marxian conception
of social development as grievionsly
as he does its not less important
complement, nameiy, the xian
conception of econo.nie value.

Left to themselves, the economic
foi nm; }m;rk backward; they
may consolidate duputilm instead
of idnnciug the cause of freedom.

In the last bulletin issued by the
Bureatt of Labor it is shown' that
the living expenses of the average
family during the period between
1890 and 1904 have increased from
25 to 50 per cent.
