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“Heroic” Contrasts

In the present year, 1913, various communities bordering on
Lake Erie, are celebrating “Perry Centennials.” That is to say,
they are commemorating the one hundredth anniversary of the
battle of Lake Erie, which occurred on the 10th of September,
1813. That celebrated. naval battle was fought against the
“proud mistress of the seas”—Great Britain—with an impro-
vised “navy,” built on the shores of -the lake, and directed by a
commander who “had never before seen a naval battle.” With
his crude craft, Commodore Perry sailed forth one September
morn, met a superior force of the enemy, and defeated them, re-
porting his victory in the laconic message, “We have met the
enemy and they are ours.” The Perry Centennial is supposed
to do honor to a man of the rugged old days, who helped to make
secure the foundations of a great nation.

But while the celebration of this eventsis taking place on
Lake Erie, another incident is reported from the extreme end of
that “great nation” which shows the enormous change in the
ideals of that nation within a century. A mob of United States
marines, duly enlisted in the navy of that “great nation,” born
with the declaration that “all men are created free and equal, and
endowed with certain inalienable rights, such as life, liberty and
the pursuit of happiness,”—a mob of U. S. marines is seen riot-
ing through ‘the streets of Seattle, bearing American flags in
their hands, seeking out the headquarters of the I. W. W. and the
socialists, demolishing furniture therein, making bonfires of
books and other literature, and otherwise disporting themselves
as hoodlums and criminals. Preceding this riot of the marines,
‘we also learn that no less a personage than a “20th century hero,”
Secretary of the Navy Daniels, attended a banquet in the same
city of Seattle, at which he delivered himself of the following
“‘heroic” message to the hoodlums:

“A mayor who does not enforce the law against the red flag
is not fit to hold- office and people who believe in the red flag
should be driven from the country.” One of the rioting marines
is reported to have shouted at the police who were trying to stop
him: “Your mayor won't do anything to protect the flag, so we
are saving your city.”

Whatever the merits or demerits of the red flag, it has al-
ways been assumed by its supporters as a symbol merely of uni-
versal human brotherhood. Some of its upholders insist that it
aloné symbolizes the spirit of the age as far as the awakening
working class is concerned. They insist that the Stars and
Stripes, like many other things that were born of the struggle
for freedom, have been usurped by the ruling class and are be-
ing used today as a symbol of oppression. They insist, further,
that America today has abandoned her heroic traditions of the
Revolution and the War of 1812, and has turned to hoodlumi:
