MEXCAN REBELS
TAKE GUERRERD

Have Own Way in Chihua-
hua---Diaz’Has Lost
600 Troops.

MEXICO CITY, Dec. 6.—Officlal
goverment papers confirm this morn-
ing the rumor that Guerrero is in the
hands of rebels, who captured it yes-
terday. They are holding seventy-five
prisoners, including the mayor, who
wore defending the town.

General Hernandes arrived from
the north last night. He says the rebels
absolutely contro] the situation around
Chihuahua. The government lost
more than 600 troops and seems un-
able to cope with the rebellion.

The former governor of Chihuahua
ordered all foreigners engaged In
business in that territory to come
into the city, as he will not be re-
sponsible for what happens to them
if they stay outside.

The police say they have discovered

Unionists Suffer at the Polls.
John Burns Re-elected
With Larger Vote.

LONDON, Dec. 6.~This hag been &
bad day for the Unionists. The morn-
ing opened with the announcement
that the government had gained two

seats in Sunderland, reducing the
Unlonist net gain to three, -

Worse was to follow. Forty con-
stituepcies were polled today, return-
ing forty-two members. Of these
twenty-two were in London. Especial
Interest was centered (n Battersea.
where, John Burns, presideat of the
local govermment board, had a three- |
cornered fight. The Unionists hoped
the Soclalist candidate might poll
1,000 votes, which would let Sir John
Harrington, their candldate in, but Mr.
Burns was re-elected with an in-
creased majority. In January he
polled 8,540 votes to the Unionists’
7.895. Today his vote was 7,836 to
6,544 for the Unionists' candidate. The
Socialist nominee obtained only 477
votes. .

lLondon again disappointed the
Unionists’ hopes. The twenty-two
constituencies in the city polled today
returned in January thirteen Union-
ists, elght Liberals and one Laborite.
Today two seats were lost by the
Unionists, one Laborite and one Lib-
eral galning them.

Looking at the aggregiate vote of
these twenty-two constituencies there
is noticeable the same dimimution In
the poll on both sides seen throughout
the countyy.

In January these twenty-two con-
stituencies cast 107,460 Liberal-La-
borite votes, to 117,798 Unlonists. To-
day they cast 92,494 Liberal-Laborite
and 104,316 Unionist votes. This jen-
eri! result of these London constitu-
encies Is Indicative of what is golng
on throughout England. While both
parties show smaller poils, the Union-
ists show the smaller decrease, but it
is not sufficlent to gain seats.

Beginning of a Change.

There is visible the beginning of a
change, the first movement of the
pendulum toward the Unionists side.
but there has not been time to estab-
lish the change or to give the pendu-
lum full impetus. It is not clear that
the Unionlists are suffering greatly
from the state register. All reports
show that the registration of Unlon-
st electors who will be on the new
register in January has been strong.

The total votes cast to date are:
Unionigt, 872,116; Liberal. 778,701:

quate, and many of the prisoners are
compelled to sleep on the floors of the
rridors of the workhouse, provided
nly with a pillow and blanket. This
congeéstion now existing and becoming
worse with the approach of cold

weather Is subject to the severest criti-

clsm. BSome method ahould be de-
vised in the immediate future of pro-
viding sufficlent accommodations for
the prisoners, »o that not more than

two should be confined in any cell.
Women Herdedl Into Cells.
Magistrate Harris then continues,

that In Beptember, 1910, forty-eight

women were committed to the island

who were in need of medical attention.

_the companies have been forced to make some concessions in regard
to hours of work and pay, and the men may also gain something on
‘the points that both sides have agreed to submit to arbitration.
" But the strikers have also gained other advantages,
*to those—not very striking ones, it must be admitted—extorted from
the companies. Their union has greatly increased its membership.
.~ This is most important. A strong union commands the respect of
employers as well as of arbitrators. A strong union compels con-

¢easions by its mere existence, without resort to the weapon of the|

strike. A strong union wards off aggressions by the employers, just
as a weak union or the entire absence of a union invites aggressions.
A strike that results in augmenting the strength of the union can-
not be considered a lost strike.

[ Another gain to the chauffeurs, as a result of this strike, is a
more lively consciousness of their strength. Having stood together,
shoulder to shoulder, {or several weeks against the companies, they

" cannot but have acquired a more distinct sense of their community
of .interests, as opposed to the community of interests of their
exploiters. Having fought a good fight, they cannot but have
#cquired a fund of experience that will stand them in good stead in
future fights, which are inevitable. And their display of first rate
fighting qualites must also have made a wholesome impression upon
the companies.

’

But the chauffeurs will not have learned all the lessons of the

~ atrike, they will not have utilized all the advantages of their partial
victory, if they do not also take to heart its most impressive exhibi-
tion of shortcomings and defects in existing methods of labor or-
ganization, as well as of the limitations inherent in the purely eco-
nomic organization of labor.

As to the former point, it is certain that if the chauffeurs were
closely affiliated with the express company employes, department
R'gn teamsters, etc., their strike, as well as that of the expressmen,
would have been far more efficacious.
