‘BRUTAL  SUPPRESSION

“Formation  of  political  parties  in  Mozambique  is  strictly
forbidden  and  existing  parties  have  been  outlawed.  Besides  sup-
pressing  political  parties  the  fascist  Salazar  Regime  denies  to
the  African  people  freedom  of  speech  and  press.  Newspapers
are  strictly  censored  and  legitimate  criticism  is  looked  upon  as
treasonable  writing.  Freedom  of  movement  is  curbed  by  the
Policia  Intermacional  e  Defesa  do  Estato  (PIDE)  —  the  political

:  secret  police.  As  a  result  of  the  wide  network  of  the  PIDE
thousands  of  freedom  loving  Mozambicans  are  languishing  in
overcrowded  dungeons  and  concentration  camps.

“Daily  refugees  are  pouring  into  the  neighbouring  coun-
tries  Swaziland,  Malawi,  Tanganyika,  Zambia  and  even  South
Africa,  penniless  and  desperate.

“UDENAMO  is  faced  with  the  task  of  conducting  these
Teople  to  safe  areas  and  of  providing  them  with  food  and
ciothing.
