HOPEI REVOLUTIONARY COMMITTRE ANNOUNCED
Peking NCNA International Service in Bnglish 1915 GMT 4 Feb 68 B

[Text] Shihchiachuang--Guided by the invincible thought of Mao Tse-tung, the Hopei
Frovincial revolutionary committee was inaugurated here yesterday.

A provisional organ of power, the committee was set up at a time when revolutionary
people throught China are striving for all-around victory in the great proletarian
cultural revolution. This is a remarkable result of carrying out Chairman Mao's
latest instructions and a brilliant victory of his proletarian revolutionary line.

The 43 million people of Hopei, who stand guard in close proximity to where
Chairman Mao lives, have been nurtured in Mao Tse-tung's thought and have drawn
inexhaustible wisdom and strength from Chairman Mao's solicitude and teachings.

In the past year and more, the people of Hopei have closely followed Chairman
Mao's great strategic plan. With firm support from the People's Liberation

Army, they have put up a heroic fight against the handful of party persons in
authority taking the capitalist road, smashed the enemy schemes to undermine the
cultural revolution from the right and the extreme "left,” and won decisive
victory in the cultural revolution.

On 3 February, 400,000 proletarian revolutionaries, revolutionary people, and PLA
comnanders and fighters from all parts of the province celebrated the establishment
of the Hopei provincial revolutionary committee at a rally in Shihchiachuang, a
rising industrial city which has been approved as the new provincial capital of
Hopei.

They carried giant portraits of Chairman Mao, the great leader, and the red-covered
"Quotations From Chairman Mao Tse-tung," sang the song "Salling the Sess

Depends on the Helmsman," and burst into repeated cheers of "Long live the
invincible thought of Mao Tse-tung!” "Long iive the victory of Chairpan Maois
revolutionary linel" "Long live the great Chinese Communist Partyt" and "Long

live Chairman Mao, the great leader, a long, long life to himl"

Comrade Li Hsueh-feng, chairman of the Hopei provincial revolutionary committee,
spoke at the celebration rally. "The present situation in Hopei Province is
excellent," he said. "The campaign of the living study and applicatior of

Chairman Maols works and his latest instructions has reached new heights throughout
the province. A large number of study courses in Mao Tse-~tungl!s though have

been set up, and 'fight self, repudiate revisionism! has become the common action
of the revolutionary people. Revolutionary mass criticism is broadening and
deepening on all fronts and so is struggle-criticism-iransformation in each unit.
By and large, a revolutionary great alliance has been brought about throughout

the province and revolutionary three-way alliance is rapidly coming into being."

Li Hsueh-feng pointed out that industry and transport in the province had made
new advances and that agriculture had registered all-around success in 1967. The
province was now self-sufficient in grain, he added. "We owe all our achievements
and successes to the wise leadership of the great helmsman Chairman Mao. They
are the results of carrying out Chairman Maol!s latest instructions and victories
for the invincible thought of Mao Tse-tung," he said.

"After the setting up of the revolutionary committee," Li Hsueh-feng stressed,

self, repudiate revisionism' as the key link, broaden and deepen revolutionary
mass criticism, and wipe out all pernicious influence of revisionism spread by
China's Khrushchev and his agents.

"We should boldly arouse the masses to make a success of struggle-criticism-
transformation in each unit, reforn education, art and literature, office work
and adninistrtive work, and all those parts of superstructure not in conformity
with the socialist economic base. We should destroy the ideology of the
bourgeoisie and promote the ideology of the pro.letariat, resolutely get rid of
bourgeois and petty-bourgeois factionalism, strengthenproletarian party spirit,
consolidate and develop the revolutionary great alliance and revolutionary
three-way alliance.
