Erom @@mmunism to Landiordism,

The ownership of land everywhere and’ at every time has
laken three mawm forms. Firstly, land is owned by the ~om-
Cmunity as a whale; the several families have the right to
cultivate each a particular portion, but part remains always
i common and the whole is periodically vedistributed. This
develops into the second form when, though some land is
6l absolutely common, the periodical distribution has
lapsed and the several families, cach tilling the same plot
-vear after vear, have become in effect the owmers of. thos
plots. In the third form, the individuza) owners of plots
diminish in number and 2 single owner acquires special, if
not exclusive, rights over common Yunds and absorbs or oh-
tains rights over the other landowners. That is in broad out-
lne the development from primitive comfiunism to feudalism,
the forerunner of modern landlordism.

- ' In ireland
the native development had reached, T think, the end of the
~eoond and the beginning of the third stage. I do not know

of any reason for supposing that the future development

-would mot have followed the normal course in Ireland as else-
where, invasion or no invasion. The invasion was an abrupt
and - painful attempt to impose a complete feudelism fron
the outside before tue interual de relopment was ripe for it.
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But there can be little doubt that the internal development
would have been essentiallv vhe same. The process can he
trared in every country of Europe and the earlier stages sre
still visible in Russia and in Yudia and other parts of Asia,
The Gaelic State may have had its peculiar excellencey, though
iv would require 2 knowledge of comperative history far sur~
passing that of the average Sinn Feiner or Socizlist to ap-
praise them rightly—but its “communism’  was . neither
peculiar uor specially excellent. Tha Sinn Feiner may pet-
haps be excused for making that mistake, but the Irish
Socialist’s reading might be expested at least to have in-
ciuded some reference to the ¢ mavorial syStem ” in Fngland,

Failure of Peasant Propristorship.

But 1t it be agreed that the Gaelic Slate of the past was
Lased on peasant proprietorship of land rather than com-
munal ownership, it does not follow that peasant proprietos-
~hip can _be & suffcient busis for the Gaelic State of. the
future. Tt offers no solution at all of the urban problems
which daily grow more urgent. Nor doss it really solve anw
rural problem. To begin ‘with, psasant proprietors are ney
the only rural workers. There are agriculbural labsuress—-
landless wage-slaves stiil, and likely to remain so for all the
help the proprietors will give them. Moreover, farmers have
children. Fither the land must descend to ths eldesh sop
alone and all the rest be disinherited, or else the holdings
must be continually subdivided down to the point whers
coonomic farming Dbecomes impossible, It 1s still an un-
sottled 1ssue whether large-scale or small-scale farming is the
more advantageous in the long run, but peasant proprietor-
:Lip tends to enforce small farming and make large furm-
ing impossible. From the point of view of the consumer,
peasant proprietorship as wo have it now is indefensible, The
State has transterred the ownership of land to some' thou-
sands of individuals, who are left o do as much-or as litile
with it as they please.. Wheatever progress hias been made

CONNOLLY IN EASTER

When James Connolly led the Irsh Citizen
Army out of Liberty Hall on Baster Monday

two years ago he knew that he was going
forth to his doom. To in’aurrectiop and to
death he went with that calm deliberation
and determined purpose that marked 1;15
every act im life. It waa his reasoned convic-
tion and the democratic fire burning within
- him that compelled him io make the Gx:ea,t
Adventure., His last aet was the logxpa,l
¢onclusion of his thought and the translation
into deed of his demccratio faith. For to
Connolly ihought leading to no definite
end and purpose was vain, and faith without
action wasg purposéless.

It was because of this that Connolly was
the friend and fellow of every fighter the
world over in every age. Wherever th_c—}re
was 2 tyranny, political, economic or social,
there, Connolly reasoned, must be & fight
to the death. Tyranny and injustice were
not 10 be overcome by polished phra,ses.;, COml-
promige and sentimental , denunciation.
‘Pyranny in all its forms had power for its
pulwark and force for e buckler. To de-
wrive it of its power would be to make a
revolution and to meet its force the exercise

of force wonld be an absolute essential. Bup

force wwas only the means, the instrument,
+he woapon, and it might take different
forms, military, political, economic, or
viewed from a different etandpoint, physical
or moral, To Connolly the Citizen Armv and
the Iriah Volunteers were but the weapoy,
the means to the end, not the end itself.
The end was the overthrow of the emisting
wolitical, scciad and economic system in Ire.
Tand. The act of overthrowing that system
would riot be the revolution; the revolution
could only come when the act of overthrow.
ing the prevailing system had been agccom-
plished. ‘

To the aot itself an armed force, Connolly
argued, was vot the only means, nor the
exercises of military force the mole method.
To Connolly the economic weapon, the indus-
trial organisation of the working class, was
2 real and effective force as potent to over-
throw tbe present aystem and usher in the
ravolution as an army could he. It was tho
same with the organisation of the workers
on the political field. To Counolly we do
rot think political action would have ap-
poaled aa of suficient effectivencss to accom-
plish his ends, but he did not neglect .tz
valae. To him the Transpory Uunion, and
the Irish Labour Party were weapons, in-
strumoenta, medps just as were the Volan-

teere and the Citizen Army. In given ' cir- |
emmetances industrial action, he held, wonld

onfico to walke room for the wevolution, “wn.

other circumstances the combination ¢f in-
dustrial with political action, in still other
circumstances military action. But the
esgence of all three was the exercise of
force, and it was circumstances alone that

would determpine, as they did determine,

which force he would uae. It was, as he often
eaid, the logic of events that would deter-
mine the choice of methods and of weapous.

It - was the course of Irish and Europeam

history that determined BEaster Week. And
Easter Weelk would have come had there
never been an Ulsfer Volunteer swashbuek.

fault that it did not come befoge 1916.

*We do not think that Connolly differed
very much from revolutionists of his class
in other ocountries. Class tyranny, sex
tyranny, political tyranny, sccial tyranny,
21l were to himm enemies to be fougsht and
beaten with whatever weapon the cccasion
should demand. . Capitalism was such an
enemy, Imperidlism was such an enemy.
Hence like the Russian Bolsheviki, when
Connolly was brought into countass with
cithier or with both his place was inevitably
in the fighting line no matier what direction
that line would take. Thus it was that he
championed the militant Suffrageties, the
militant Industrizlists in America, the
militany Nationalists in BEgypt and fndia,
Pinland and Poland, the Revolutionists in
Bussia and the fighting elements of ,the

. Working class in Germany, ¥France and Eng-

land. . Thus it was, too, that he wae cham-
pion and comrade of every revolutionist in
Ireland from Wolfe Tone through Fintan
lalot and the Fenians to P. H. Pearse and
the men of Baster Week. 'And this it was
that sent him out and hundreds of his
fellow.workers with him in the last action
of his gallant and fighting life.

This is neither the time nor the place to
estimate Connolly's part in the Insurrection
nor his position amonget the men who made
it. That is for another day and place and
tor ather hands. But it is at least well that,
the men and women of Connolly’s social and
political faith, whether in Ireland or abroad,
should kmow the springs of action that
moved him.

Again and again he explained his inter-
pretation of JIrish history, and that inter-
pretation was the mainspring of hie life's
activities &g it was of hig death. 'The con-

quest of Ireland was both political and
wag

economic, political only because it
cconomic frst. The re-conquest, the revolu-

. tiom he worked for, mus; nécessarily be

coonomic as well as politioal, because from
its origin to its ending the Irish question

was, and would be, & sooial question. Polj.:

tical freedom bhe would indeed have fought
for and did fight for, but to Cénnolly poli-
tical indepeadence alone could not be fyll of
satisfying with social treedom. Sogial free.
dom would mean political and national free.

dom as well, but political and nabional

freedom wonld not necesgarily mean .eccial
freedom as well. Between the two therg was
no inherent and inevitable antagonism, but
the one contained the other and the other
did not. Conpolly kuew this, and knowing
it used 2ll his streugth to win both. He
knew clearly whai{ he wanted, worked ever
and always for what he wanted, and knew,
too, that his last act would dontribuie io
the winning of what he wanted. When the
Irish working oluga knowe its own mind as
Connoliy did, it too will win what it wants,
That Connolly’s feith has e many adberénts
to-day is Ireland’s greatesy hope.

Ner is it possible yet to compute the Tull
value of Connolly’s action in Easter Weelk
to the Labour movement in Ireland.

of Conuolly and Connolly’s work iz a living
and iospiring force that mmoves them to
their depths. Hernce the insistent and con-
tingous and ever.incgeasing demand frow.
Irish workers everywhére for light ‘on Con-
nolly’s principles and teachings. Meuce the
unparalleled inflow of men and women wor.
kers to the Irish Labour movemert and to
those sections to which Connolly particy-
larly attached himself. Hence, {00, the
gtrength of Labour in Ireland, the growing
gensp of solidarity amongst Irish workers
and the recognition by both friend and foe
and indifferent neutral of the power that is
held by the orgamnised Irvish working class.
