Workers the World Over.

The Bnt'sh Trades Congress at Man-
chester—representing four-and-a-half mil-
liens of organisgd workers with no uncertain
voice—condemned not alone the bratality
of the police in the recent police-manu-
factered rots of Dublin, but also de-
pounced the crimiral conspiracy between
the representatives of the Crowa.in Ireland
and the Dublin employers as manifested
by the arrest of the men’s leaders and the
illegal detention of Jim Larkin, President
of the Parlixmentary Committee of the
Irish Trades Congress, the head and leader
of the organisation marked out for des-
truction by the sweating employers of
Dublin.

The representatives kindly sent by Con-
gress to Dublin have religiously re{raiued
from referriog to the matter in dxspgte,
and although they ean justify,such' im-
partiality by the orders they have received,
still I cannot he'p but think that the Men
who cheered my utterances in Manchester
would have no hesitation here in stepping
into the firing line of that gallant little
Unionoa whose ranks the employers had
so treacherously directed the full force of
their powerful batteries. After allit is but
nat .ral tha: workingmen and their repre-
sentatives should sympathise with and
assist the'r own class in such difficulties
as confront us here to-day, and 1. may be
forgiven if I express disappointment with
5 the conduct of our friends in this respect.
< In other directions, however, they have
done excellent work and deserve well-of
the people of Dublin., The meeting on
Sunday last in O'Conuell street was orderly
pot because it was addressed by mewmbers
of the British Trades Congress and by
Eabour M.P’s from England, but.because
there werg no_drunken police presént to
bludgeon and kick inoffensive citizens, The
presence of our English visitors has had a
salutary effect by.restraining the outrageous
conduct of the uniformed hooligans, The
peopls in O'Connell st. on Sunday were as
they are always in Dublin,sober, orderly snd
courteous.

Trafa gar Square and gazed out upon the
surging crowds gathered within the spacious
area surrounding the monument, I thought
of the scene enacted in O'Connell Street
on Suaday previous, when my Leader,
disguised, stood there at the foot of the
Nelson monument, a prisoner, helpless,
while the police bludgeoned and battered
people equally as helpless as he, A fife.and
drum band playing God Save Ireland
followed by an immense crowd of enthuiastic
people recalled my wandering thoughts;
this was followed by another crowd equally
aslarge, bearing at its head the effigy of
& Dublis policeman having in its hand a
lantern upon which was inscribed the
familiar werds and warning “move on!’
A brass band came next, as the muktitudes
poured into the square, The rheeting
falled by our good frtends of the London
Trades Council, the British Socialist Party,
the Labour Party and the Independent
Labour Party was evidently going to be a
huge success, and its protest against the
Dublin police murders must have effect.

Oa Wednetday evening last a great
demqmtuuon, uner the auspices of tha
I ublin Tiacdes Council, was held in the
Custom House Squate, Beresford Place;

Mr. Thomss M'Partlin,” President of-
tbe Council, prerided, snd in a brief ad-
dress refersed to the present cris's in the
Gty of Dublin, and said in their action
this week the employers were making
the biggest mistake of their life. During
the ~ past few mooths they hdd been
mto drive a wedge between ‘he
f and unskilled workers of Dublin, .

The skilled tsades seccgnised that they™
cotld not stand together without the un-
gkilled. That day they had laid one of
their brothe1s to rest, and they were all
sorry for the ome, though they might
pever have met him, They felt the same
sorrow as if he was living in the same
bouse with themselves. *That was why -
they were rot so lighthearted as they

. might be. One was knocked down whom -

they might say was oaly in his youth—
murdered on the streets of that city,
but they must 1ecollect that .sactifices
would have to be made befcre they could
be successful (applaugs).  He called on
Councillor O'Carroll to speak. '

Couacillor O'Carroll said it way hardly
necessary at tbat hoar of " the day:to
semind them that thet was a Transport
Union Workers’ fight They weuld all
now see that it was a fight for Jrish
organised Labour.
