Sirs—I address this warning to you, the aristocracy
of industry in this city, because, like all aristccracies,
you tend to grow blind in long authority, and to be un-
aware that you and your class and its every action are
being considered and judged day by day by- those who
have power to shake or overturn the whole Social order,
and whose restlessness in poverty to-day is making
our industrial civilisation stir like a quaking bog. You
do not seem to realise that your assumption that you are
answerable to yourselves alone for your actions in the
industries you control is one that becomes less and less
tolerable in a world so crowded with necessitous life.
Some of you have helped Irish farmers to upset a landed
aristocracy in this island, an aristocracy richer and more

powerful 1n its sphere than you are in yours, with its’

roots deep in history. They, too, as a class, though not
all of them, were scornful or neglectful of the workers
in the industry by which they profited ; and to many
who knew them in their prideof place and thought them
sll-poweriul they are already becoming a memory, the
good disappearing together with the bad. If they had
done their duty by those from whose labour came their
wealth they might have continued unquestioned in
wer and prestigs for centuries to come. The relation
of landlord and tenant is not an ideal one, but any re-
lations in a social order will endure if there is infused
into them some of that spirit of human sympathy which
ualifies life for immortality. Despotisms endure while
they are bemevolent, and aristocracies while noblers:
oblige is not a phrase to be referred to with a cynical
smile. Even an oligarchy might be permanent if the
spirit of human kindness, which harmonises all things
otherwise incompatible, is present. '
You do not seem to read history so as to learn its
lessons. That you are an uncultivated class was obvious
from recent utterances of some of you upon art. That

not have let one day have passed without unremitting -

It remained for the twentieth centuryand the capital
city of Ireland to see an oligarchy of four hundred
masters deciding openly upon starving one hundred
thousand people, and refusing to consider any solution
except that fixed by their pride.

city in these islands had not dared to do. Youinsolently -

demanded of those men who were members of a trade
union that they should resign from that wgpion; and

from those who were not members you insisted on a -

Your insolence and ignorance of the rights conceded
to workers universally in the modern world were in-
credible, and as great as your inhumanity. 1f-you had
between you collectively a portion of human soul as
large as a threepenny bit, you would have sat night and
day with the representatives of labour, trying this or
that solution of the trouble, mindful of the women and
children, who at least were innocent of wrong against
you. But no!

You reminded labour you could always

have your three square meals a day while it went -

hungry. You went jnto conference again with repre-
sentatives of the State, because dull as you are, you
knew public opinion would not stand your holding out.
You chose as your spokesman the bitterest tongue
that ever wagged in this island, and then, when an
award was made by men who have an experience in

industrial matters a thousand times transcending yours,

who have settled disputes in industries so great that the

.sum of your petty enterprises would not equal them,

live entire families. and sonfetimes more, where no

functions of the body can be concealed, and delicacy

and modesty are creatures that are stifled ere they are -

born.

Wo kers of Dublin! - Y u have ju.tified
yourselves. Press ard pulpit have vilified
acd anathematised you fer the s ns of Lar-
kinism, Socia'ism, St r¢iia’ism, Anarchism,
bit you have r sclu‘ely gone your way
helping each o'hz=r and appealing for help to
tte Britiih Labour Movement on the
ground that, apart frcm any *“ ism ” which
might or migh* not be the f undation of
your faith, you were in the end defending
from concerted attack the elementary
liberty of comtination which is the basis of
trade unizrism, N w, at tke la‘ter end of
the struggle, Sir George Askwith and his
collecagues declare in cold, concise official
language that the attempt of the em-
ployers to compel you to withdraw your
support from the Ir'sh Transport Workers'
Unlon is “contrary to individual liberty”
and that the under:aking they required is
one “ which no workman or general body
of workmen could reasonably jbe expected
to accept,” -

Mr. Redmond may make statesmanlite
pronouncements at Cabirciveen on the
liberty of Ireland. Sir Edward Car.o1 may
wax furious at the attempted subversion
of the liberty of Ulster. Buttheliberty of
the individual werkman in Dub'in is be-
neath the notice of the yolitician. Poli-
tician, parson, priest and Press—all these
lofty criics of tbe disreputable methods of
Larkinism find themselves now officially

s'igmatised as enemies of the liberty of -

the individual. On tne other side, lcwly
upholders of the cause of frcedom, are the
workingmen and women of Dublin, backed
by the magnificent solidarity of the labour
movemert acrcss the water. -

- 1 bave to-day seen something of these
humble fighters for freedom. 1 bave
watched pale-faced thin women—motters
of seven or nine or twelve children—
waiting fcr their rations of lcaves and soup.
Thave seen a woman—mother of a young
baby—faint from exhaustion after a day-
long fast. 1 have seen men standing qu'et
and order'y, pitting their patience and
fortitude against the masters’ weapons of
hunger ani privation. I have listened to
the courageous little band of commissariat

- helpers singing rebel songs tbe while they
peeled potatces for soup. And I have
thought, if this is the spirit displayed when
the fight is only fcr the symbol and seed
of liberty, what will not the struggle be
when the fight in the near future becomes
a struggie to grasp liberty itself ?

Individual liberty! Consider how little
of it we have in Dublis now. The essence
of liberty is freedem to develop, to utilise
the gifts of nature so that our human fa-
culties may be developed to their utmost
God-like wealth. Consider the develop-
ment prssible to the child born in one of
Dublin’s 21,000 or.e-room tenements.

The baby born ina Dublia slum has not
even the liberty to live, Of every 1,000
born, 140 or more on the average will die
while still infants. The infantile death
rate among doctors’ children is about 40—
that is to say, 100 of our babies have been
denied the liberty of living., Consider the
indivilual liberty of the survivors. The
diseases that swept away°® their baby
brothers and sisters have left them en-
feebled in body and brain. The foxes have
holes and the birds of the air have nests,
but the child of the Dublin slums iIs con-
demned to grow up homeless in an gver-
crowded room, denied the elementary
siberties of clearliness,§decency and pri-
vacy, deprived of the sweet ar and blue
sky 1hat are the inheritance of the dumb
beasts. -

A diet of tea and potatoes, varied by an
occasional herring or pig’s cheek, with
never anything approaching the quantity
of milk and sugar that a young child
ought to have, enables the baby t6 reach a
puny, stunted boyhood er . Clad
in rags that the kean,, sids pierce, unshod
50 that his feet are "cut; and scre, the
youngster is allowed the liberty of an edu-
cation, mora or less free, that endeavours

_ te fill his head while his stomach still

craves for a sufficiency of good food. In
the end cur boy or girl leaves school to
find that be er she has grown too small and
frail to be worth employment, The country
youtb, who has had at least the advantage
of fresh air, is sucked up to town to pro-
vide strong labourers for Guinness’s and
the rest. The girls are graciously allowed
to work for Messrs. Jacob and Irwin and
their like for 2s, or 25, 6d. or—opulence
extraordinary l-—4s, a week, whilst the re-
mainder of the living wage that should be
_paid to them is made up by the wages
given by their fathers’ employers er by
occasloral subsidies from the Poor Rates,
Consider Wwhat brawny, straight-backed,
frank-eyed specimens of sturdy man and
womavheod are produced from a childhood
and adolescence such as this! Think of
the splendid {development of intellect, of
the wealth of artistic inspiration and power
produced by conditions such as these!
Then, lest your imagination run rlot,
remember that the death-rate in Dublin
-is half as high again as that of London-—
-a city fifteen times as large. Remember
also that those seven unnecessary deaths
per thousand represent nct only death it-
self, but weakness and disease, unemploy-
ment, starvation, pauperism and lunary.
Finally, remember that in spite of this
there yet remsins deep in the souls of
thess ‘down-tredden men and women-a
spark of human dignity, of desire for
human liberty, that is now being fanned
into a consumiog fire,

Some day soon we shall demand the
liberty to live in full, We shall demand
the right to dwellings large and clean
enough to allew of decent liviog and
quiet thoughts, We shall insist on sup-
glles of pure milk for gur babes, and pure
‘bread for our children, - .

J. R. Clyzes, M P., the ‘Labour represen-
tative, w ho has the reputation of being one
of the ablest advocates of Trades Uaionism
in the Three Kingdoms, showed by a few
pithy (questions how fully he realised the
issues at stake and the weak spots in the
emplogers’ armour.

Then there were the employers them-
gelves, goed, bad, and indifferent, ranged
like the ten little piggers all in a row.
Murphy the high priest and chief instigator
of a1l the present labour troubles sitting in
their midst. The legal faculty briefed by
the employers made a great display co one
slde of the table : opposite were the labour
leaders, eager and expectant.

- The press were present in abundance,
and the public in galore.

When Healy, K.G,, or as the Epglish
press delight to call him, Tiger, Tim rose
to make bis statement on behalf of the
employers, I was at once struck with the
ca'muess of his demeanour, evidently con-
tracted at the English Bar, as against his
display in the old days, and he gave me
the impression that he fully realised the
weakness of his case. Every time 1 see
him my mind travels back to another grave
crisis in the history of our courtry, when
h art buroirgs were mepy and great, - At
that time Healy was one of Parnell’s most
trusted friends—Healy, who made the his-
toric speech in the Leinster Hall, now the
Theatre Royal, darirg any man to interfere
with the man (Parneli) at the wheel—the
same Hcaly who, a few days afterwards,
threw his chief to the English wolves, He
bas since paid the penalty and now seems
to be nobody’s child. Butwhen I saw him
at this Castle Inquiry draw up the whites
of his eyes because of some remarks of
Larkin my thoughts reverted to the news-
sheet styled “ The Insuppressible,” and the
many base and cowardly epithets clothed
in coarse and filthy language hurled at
Parnell, of which this man, Healy, was the
author,

Sergeant Sullivan, better known as A, M,
Sullivar, stated the case for the Farmers’,

and when I listened to h's harangue on -

their bebalf upholding their despicable
action i1 Iccking out their men and evicting
them from their little homes, I could ot
belp contrasting his speech with that of his
fatber, another A, M, Sullivan, delivered in
the early eighties, in defence of Pat Egan
of Land League Fame, in the state trials of
that period. It was the finest and most
stirring speech, it was ever my lot to hear,
He denounced in his inimitable manner
the landlords and the evictors, and painted
la 2 most pathetic way a picture of the
bright eyed Eily, and the fair haired Mary,
datghters of our farmers being threwn on
the wayside to die like dogs in the ditches,
Then 1t suddenly flaished across my memory
,ihat after a lapse of thirty years the County
"Dublin Farmers had only a week or two
g0 obtained decrees for possesion of
labourers’ cottages, and that they were
about to evict their labourers, their wives,
and children, and throw them on the road.
side to starve, perbaps to die. o
Wm. Martin Murphy, callous and calm,
Was put into the witness chair, and his
. Cross examiration by Larkin was a feast
Acr gods and men, He made some deadly
adml-_smnsv against the employers' case,
showing clearly on whom tte responsibi'ity
rested for the present deadlock.
Other Dublin men were examined with
but litle ‘advantage to their cause, and

after th-m came Robertson, Chairman of -

the C~, Dublin Farmers’ Employers, who
seemed to know ‘nothing about anything,

He was followed by P. J. O'Neill. P. ].
O'Neill, volub’e as ever, gave -a great
accou' t of all that had been dving for th

lahourers, but when asked by Larkin hrw
many millions of the workers’ money had
been spent in buying out the Irish land
Jords in' the irterests of the ‘a~mers, he
was unable to answer, Subsequent ques

_tions by Larkin, whose skilful cross-exam-

ination e’icited the admiration of friend and -

foe, trought poor P.J. to his knees, and
he left the chairin a state of collapse.
The wretched conditions of the agrl-
cultural labourers before Larkin’s advent
were clearly demonstrated, and the con-

duct of the farmers throogh their own .
mouthpieces, O'Neill and R obertson, were

shown in anything but a favourable light.

Healy, M.P,, seeing the tremendous hash -
which the farmers themselves were making -

of their case intervened over Sullivan's
head, who opened the case for them, and
suggested to the Court of Inquiry that the
affairs of the city employers and County
Dublin Farmers should not be mixed up.

As a consequerce the Farmers did not
wish to get deeper into the bog, and they
decided not to call any more witnesses,
who wculd doubtless have appeared as
ridiculous as the others.

Larkin at the close made a speech full of
sound argument and reason, completely
demolishing the case for the Capitalists and
Farmers. Itwas a masterpiece overfl- wing
with ¢loquence, full of satire and invec ive,
as be dealt with the methods of the em-
ployers, and was dclivered with that mar-
vellons nerve-driving force which appesls
so forcily to an audlence. It was a mag-
nificent oration and has made many con-

-verts to 1ibour. Larkip, the Labour leader,

eclipsed bimself and showed conclusively
how pocr and insigpificant were the K.C’s.
and big employers who pitted themselves
againsthim., The proposals subsequently
submitted by the Court were & trlumph for
Larkin and Labour,

NOTES.

That Thursday, October 2nd, was to
have been a red-letter dav in the lives of
most farn.ers in the County Dublin, as their
long - cherished hope was to be
realised, viz., to sit on the potato factors
of Little Green. Their mecca on this
particular day was the head.quarters of
the County Dublin Farmers’ Association,
Bachelor’s walk, where an extracrdinary
gereral meeting was to be held to con-
sider what acti~n should be taken in re-
gard to the attitude cof certain members
and certain factors in connectin with the
present labour crisis.

I am given to understand their excel'ent
chairman, M Grane of Tal'aght, shirked
the issue, and ycung Dodd, J P,, of Clogh-.
ran, was p'aced in the chair, and indced
I bear that it was an extraordinary
general meeting in more ways than one,
First trey would, and then they wouldn’t
deal with the factors. Then they did, snd
then they didn't, but after an oratorical
display by the two Hibern'an' ].P's,
M. Dunne and P. Kettle, of the Leas, this
meetiog of humbugs eventually decided to
do nothing for fourteen days, when no
doubt the execution of the factors will be
duly carrled out, o

It would appear that their sole reaso
for postponing the fatal day is due to
the rather uppleasant fact that fifty
per cent. cof the farmers are on the wrong
side of the factors’ books, and they are,
therefore, naturally anxious to gain as much
tinte as will enable them to raise the wind
in other quarters, and this I fear will be an
extremely difficult task. After all, those
high falutin’ gentlemen have a little method
in their madness; they will not cut off the
nose to spite the face for a few days at all
events,

The result was
ths locking out of thousends of owr
woiking prople within and beyornd, tig
confines of this city.

Boss Murpby the instigator of the
lock-out, then imparted ths rafreshing
information to his Chamber of Commaerce
friends, whom hs has duped, that the

lock-oit would te over in a wesk, by
the atarving owt process. As he and

they wers sure of thres square meals a
day, by inflicting the hardships, pni-
vations and tribulations cezsequent on
the lack of food, the workers would
surely be brovght to their knees and
would of necessity ciawl back to work.
That was Murphy's wicked and mur-
derous methkod of ending the trouble. So
far it has worked unsuccessfully, despite
the fact that six weaks almost have gone

post.
Stagvation! Thbe Dublin toilers to
staive. These words reached the ear

of the tzades un'onists across ths water.

They at once 1ealised that their Irish

comrades were battling fistcely for the
principles of Trades Unionism. The odds

against them were heavy, Wote defeat:

te attend the efforts of the Dublin army
