INDUSTRIAL UPHEAVAL IN IRE-
LAND.
A BEALTHY S GN.

Although attended by painfal incidents,
the industrisl upheaval in Ireland may be
a healthy sign of 1he times In organiss-
tion tho Irish worke s have been far be-
hind Australisns, aud their conditions are
perhaps the werst in Europe. It is net
that employers could not afford te pay
better wages. Mauy of them are amassing

fortaves, and business generally is as pro-
sperous as in uther ciun‘ries. But low
wages are traliti- nal in Ireland, and the
employers are onl: now beginning to
‘realive and assert their rights to.an in-
come woich will enable them, in the

- words of Leo XIIL, to live in “frugal
cemfort.” Hitherts their only hope lay
in emigration. The I-ish railways yield
big divideads to the shareholders, yet
expericnced railway porters receive only
abont 143 a week, and are obliged to
work much longer hours than porters in
Au-tralis. The tariff in: '18h hotels is
higher than in the best hotels in Aus-
ira‘ia, yet in many of the most expensive
houses the waiters and porters recsive ne
wages at all. They muet depend on tipe,
s condition which is most degrading. In
the b'g drapery shops in Daublia and
Beifast the assistants get cnly about one-
third of the wages shop assistants receive

~in Australia. and thers is no limit to
their hows of work. In the south, too,
labour-ra are paid twe shillings a day,
and they r ceive the miserable pittance
every evening. Is it any wonder that
mauy of them drink ?

In weslthy Belfa t the working classes
are treated mercilessly, and kept on the
verge of starvation. In *The Lady Next
Door,” Harold Begbie gives a glimpse of
the appalling industrial conditions of that
city. There'is no more melancholy sight
than the thousands of mill girls returning
from work, any eveming, all prematurely
aged, badly nourished, and worn out by
long hours at an unhealthy occupation.
Their wages are only enough to keep body
and soul together for a few years. A com-
mission which, at the instance of Mr.
Devlin, M.P., recently inquired into the
conditions of the Belfast factory hands,

revealed astate of slavery for which a -

parallel could not be found in any other
Iand. 1t is on the sweat and blood of the
masses that the big corporations of Belfast
grow fat, and that the city ge's its repu-
tation for prosperity.
: These conditions cannot last. There
~ has been a greao awakening of late years
all over Ireland. The uprosting of land-
lordism emancipated the people. The
coalition of the Nationalists and the
Liberals has overthrown the ascendancy
party, and has given the Nationalists an
opportunity to take a hand in lhe direction
of the country’s affairs. With Home Rule
approaching, the people feel that at last
they bave rights in their own native land.
Popular education has made great head-
way, and prosperity and a new hope have
touched every phase of Irish life. In the
conntry the Nationalist Party has bad
cottages built for the labourers, but little
or nothing has been done for the workers
in the towns. The collapse of two tene-
ment houses in Uublin last week, with
_ heavy loss of life, has dirested attention to
the slums of that city, in which thousands
of people are hbddled together in houses
that are not fit for hegs. The Catholic
faith saves these poer people from the
degradetion that is characteristic of slum
lifein English eities, and in those insani

tary Dablin slams you will find on all -

sides the purest virtue and ths sweetest

courtesy.

Mr. Devlin recognises that the future of
Ireland depends on theimprovement of the
condition of the workers. When these
people claim the right to live in comfort
in their own land, they rsise a national

problem which cannot ke solved by the
batons of the brutal Irish sohstabulary,
Forces of ditcontent long pent up are now
being liberated. The Irish worker is
realising the necessity of healthy houses
and adequate food a8 ne never did before.
Education has widered his mental horizon ;
he is no longer sat'sfied with t}e position
of a serf ; and, aboveall, with orgsnisation,
be finds that he is not an iso'ated unit, at
the mercy of his employer, and that
strong sgencies and powerful men are
ready to come to his aid. Hewever we
may regret the temporary dislocstion of
industry. snd the fatal riots, it is clear that
the continuance of the old conditions is
impossible in the fase of modern ideas of
a reasanable standard of living and in a
country that is enterivg on a new era of
national life and prosperity.

Sir,—Belng anxiqus to know. If the
workers wers gettiog their chaunce of do'ng
“peaceful picketting” unmolested, I went to
see for myself in one locality to-day. Asl
was talking to some of the men and hearing
their experlences, an Inspector and two
policemen came up and we were able to talk
matters over. The Inspector said as these
were only a few ‘free labour ” men at
work at this particular place, only a few
plckets could be allowed to stand by, He
agreed that they were legally entitled to
speak to the * free labour ” men if they did
not altempt to intimidate them. I asked
what Act they relied on and mentioned
that the ¢“Trades Disputes Act,” (1906),
legalised “ peaceful picketting.” He said
they also relied on * the old Act’ of 1875,

- 1 have since looked them up, and believe

your readers will be glad to have wording
of the sections in both cases.
