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Swiss Group Supports Fateh Palestinian Resistance
Refuses Tutelage

Violence and armed struggle in occupied Pa­
lestine were imperative to bring the Palestin­
ian Revolution to triumphant birth and now 
that this birth has been completed, the Pales­
tinian Revolution and Fateh in particular will 
not accept tutelage from anybody in any form.

The Information Bulletin of the Study 
Group on the Middle East which is headquar­
tered in Geneva (General Secretary Georges 
Vaucher) carried the following commentary 
in its 18th edition of Nov.7:

Ue shall confine ourselves to remark:
1. That the article of Mr. Hodgkin on 

the harshness of the occupation regime im­
posed on Palestine by Israel only confirms 
the numerous testemonies recorded by the 
Experts Group of the Human Rights Commis­
sion of the United Rations, the commission 
which was denied access into occupied ter­
ritories by the Israeli authorities.

2. That, The Times, by asserting in its 
editorial entitled "To Be Fair to Both" 
that "it is fair for the Jews to have a na­
tional state," seems to admit that the late 
Lord Balfour and the United Nations Assem­
bly had the right to create this state in 
Palestine, WITHOUT CONSULTING THE PALESTIN­
IAN POPULATION. This explains the repro­
bation by the English daily of the resis­
tance movement Fateh, which however was not 
taken seriously until it took up arms 
against the armed occupation of its home­
land.

3. That, being the legitimate owners of 
the Palestinian territory, it is up to the 
Palestinian people to say under what condi­
tions they accept the implantation, on their 
native land, of a-Jewish colonization hail­
ing in a major part from Poland, Russia, 
Germany and various other countries in 
North Africa and the Middle East.
By revolting against the establishment of 

a racist and confessional Jewish state 
while accepting that the Jews having come 
to Palestine shall coexist freely with the 
Moslem and Christian Palestinians1 in a sec­
ular and democratic state without any dis­
tinction as to race or religion, the resis­
tance organization Fateh proves its broad­
mindedness and its desire for peace.

4. In its issue of October 24,1969, the 
weekly publication "Fateh" reports the more 
recent case of torture of the young Pales­
tinian, Miss Latifa Hawwari, at Ramleh Pri­
son.

Violence and armed struggle

These were the salient re­
marks in two lectures delivered 
by officials of the Palestine 
National Liberation Movement, 
Fateh, to packed audiences at 
the American and Arab univer­
sities in Beirut Nov.28andDec.

Both speakers reiterated that 
the Palestinian Revolution 
wanted a  strong, independent 
and sovereign Lebanon to stand 
by its side against the common 
Zionist enemy. Both said the 
Palestinian Revolution was equ­
ally determined not to allow any 
obstacle to obstruct tlie path 
of its struggle for liberation.

Both reiterated also Fateh’s 
refrain from attacking targets 
outside the occupied homeland, 
particularly civilian targets be­
cause “we regard Israel as the 
heart of imperialism and we 
want to lilt at the heart of im­
perialism in the area’ and the 
Palestinian Revolution does not 
need to make itself known to the 
world anymore.

The two speakers also con­
demned attempts to splinter the 
liberation struggle into small 
commando organizations under 
one pretext or the other.

Here is a  summary of the 
stages through which the Pales­
tinian Revolution has gone since 
its inception a s  presented by 
one of the speakers:

Bringing the Palestinian Re­
volution to triumphant birth 
necessitated recourse to vio­
lence and armed struggle in oc­
cupied Palestine. In the words 
of Frantz Fannon — National 
liberation, national renais­
sance, the restoration of nation­
hood to the people: whatever 
may be the headings used or 
the new formulas Introduced, 

of liberation through armed st­
ruggle by launching guerilla 
operations against the enemy 
within their sight.

June 5,1967engenderedanew 
incentive for the revolutionary 
vanguards of Fateh to move into 
the newly-occupied West Bank 
in order to make history and 
turn a new leaf in the Palesti­
nian struggle.

Fateli’s decision to undertake 
such move was made on August 
28, 1967. It was immediately 
Implemented at the expense of 
heroic sacrifices which costthe 
Movement the loss, within three 
months, of 46 of its best men, 
including 26 officers. Those 
were an elite group because 
they were trained and raised 
during periods of oppression 
and severe hardships.

At the end of 1967, Fateh con­
sidered that the three-month 
phase had achieved Its purpose 
and that the revolution’s  suc­
cess now depended on itsabllity 
to move from THE PHASE OF 
DISPERSEMENT AND VAG­
RANCY TO THAT OF CREAT­
ING THE NECESSARY MILI­
TARY SET-UP FOR LIBERA­
TION.

Guerrilla war cannot achieve 
liberation but it is the corner­
stone for building a popular 
liberation army. For this rea­
son, Fateh decided to establish 
a secure base for its  forces in 
the Aghwar (Jordan Valley).

Fateh’s  three-month expe­
rience in late 1967 had proved

establlshed on the West Bank. 
In fact, a  secure base implies 
that the revolutionaries can

Interruption. It implies that it 
should be located amidst the 
masses but .in contact with the 
enemy so that its members can 
learn warfare by actually prac­
tising it. It also implies that It 
can be defended. Fateh realiz­
ed that occupied Palestine con­
stituted the actual battlefield 
rather’ than the secure base.

The difficulties encountered 

rameh, Fateh was pondering 
over the new problems con­
fronting the revolution. In two 
weeks, the ranks of Its free­
dom fighters grew from 722 
to about 3,000 most of whom 
had kaki uniforms but lacked 
political awareness, military 
training, arms, medical sup­
plies etc...

After al-Karameh, the revo­
lution embarked on the phase 
of founding the nucleus of the 
Palestinian popular army.
Thousands of our men were sent 
for training abroad.

This extensive training of 
commandos limited our opera­
tions in occupied Palestine th­
roughout the frustrating 1968 
year. By early 1969, however, 
the Palestinian liberation st­
ruggle took newdlmensions with 
such major operations as the 
Green Belt, Good Land, the

Bayonets of Fateh, Deir Yas­
sin, Farhan al-Saadl etc... 
as well as the raids in Haifa 
and the rocket attacks on Je­
rusalem.

Though we are proud ofthese 
operations, the most Important 
accomplishment of theforcesof 
the Palestinian Revolution has 
been the 28 breaches they suc­
ceeded, to the enemy’s asto­
nishment, in making through 
extremely complex enemy 
minefields and electronic de­
vices opposite Belsan. This 
proved the ability of the revo­
lution to break and leap into 
occupied Palestine despite the 
enemy’s efforts to seal off the 
occupied territory. This is what 
paved the way for the major ope­
rations.

In a year and a half, the Pa­
lestinian Revolution was able to 
establish the secure base in the 
Aghwar, to found the nucleus 
of the popular army, to secure 
the freedom of movement of 
the Palestinian masses In the 
Arab host countries, to foil

JERUSALEM -  The Israeli 
military occupation court In 
Ramallah heard how a Pales­
tinian Arab lawyer, Bashir 
Khelrl, was tortured by Israeli 
security officers with two other 
Palestinians on charge of co­
operating with commando or­
ganizations.

Lawyer Khelrl told the court 
tliat he was subjected to the most 
violent kinds of torture phy­
sically and mentally.

He said It may sound un­
believable, but it  is true.

Khelrl said on the night of 
Feb. 26 1969, he was contacted 
by telephone to report to the 
police Immediately. At the po-’ 
lice station he was kept waiting 
till 3:30 am. of the next mor­
ning when he was removed to a 
cell In the Ramallah prison for 
interrogation Later he was ta­
ken to Jerusalem. There two 
Israeli offlclers slapped him 
on the face when he denied any 
knowledge of cooperation with 
the commandos. He afterwards- 
was beaten with awhlptor three 
hours during which his clothes 
were taken off and freezing wa­
ter poured on him until he lost 
consciousness.

The next morning a third Is­
raeli officer Interrogated him, 

the death of a  Palestinian pri­
soner, Kassem Tamlml, as a 
result of torture and of the tran­
sfer of another Palestinian de­
tainee, Ab(Iul Muttaleb Abi-Rm- 
elleh, to a mental hospital

Khelrl also told the court that 
the Israeli officer pressed on 
his neck to force him stretch 
out his tongue while urine was 
poured on.

Khelrl told the court that he 
had to sign a confession to save 
himself furtlier torture but he 
denied any contact with com­
mando organizations.

The trial was due to resume 
later this month.

tions. That special position re-

taken in Palestine affecting the 
Jewish population, and contem­
plates that the Organisation may 
assist In the general develop­
ment of the country, but does 
not entitle It to share in any 
degree in its Government.

Further, it is contemplated 
that the status of aU citizens 
of Palestine In the eyes of the 
law shall be Palestinian, and it 
has never been Intended that 
they, or any section of them, 
should possess any other juri­
dical status.

other parts of the world, in 
order that it may become a 
centre In which the Jewishpeo- 
ple as a  whole may take, on 
grounds of religion and race, an 
Interest and a pride. But in 
order , that tills community sh­
ould have the best prospect 
of free development and pro­
vide a full opportunity tor the 
Jewish people to display its 
capacities, it is essential that 
it should know tliat It is in 
Palestine as of right and not 
on sufferance. That is the rea-

tional Home in Palestine sh­
ould be internationally guaran­
teed, and that it should be for­
mally recognised to rest upon 
ancient historic connection.

This, then, is the interpre­
tation which His Majesty's Go­
vernment place upon the Dec­
laration of 191?, and, so un­
derstood, the Secretary ofState 
Is of opinion that it does not 
contain or imply anythlngwhlch 
need cause either alarm to the 
Arab population of Palestine 
or disappointment to the Jews.

For the fulfilment of this 
policy it is necessary that the 
Jewish community In Palestine 
should be able to Increase its 
numbers by immigration. This 
immigration cannot be so great 
in volume as to exceed what­
ever may be the economic ca­
pacity of the country at the time 
to absorb new arrivals. It Is es­
sential to ensure that the Im­
migrants should not be a bur­
den upon the people ofPalestlne 
as a whole, and that they should 
not deprive any section of the 
present population of their em­
ployment. Hitherto the immig­
ration has fulfilled these con­
ditions. The number of Immig­
rants since the British occupa­
tion has been about 25,000.

It is Intended that a special 
committee should be establish­

as has been represented by the 
Arab Delegation, that during 
the war His Majesty’s  Govern­
ment gaveanundertaklngthatan 
independent national govern­
ment should be at once estab­
lished in Palestine.

conveying the promise to the 
Sherif of Mecca to recognise 
and support the independence of 
the Arabs within the territories 
proposed by him. But this pro­
mise was given subject to a 
reservation made In the same 
letter, which excluded from Its 
scope, among other territories, 
the portions of Syria lying to 
the west of the district of Da­
mascus. This reservation has 
always been regarded by His 
Majesty's Government as co­
vering the vilayet of Beirut and 
the Independent Sanjak of Je­
rusalem. The whole of Pales­
tine west of the Jordan was 
thus excluded from Sir H. Mc­
Mahon's pledge.

Nevertheless, it Is the inten­
tion of His Majesty’s Govern­
ment to foster the establish­
ment of a  full measure of self-
government in Palestine. But 
they are of opinion that, in the 
special circumstances of that

not suddenly. The first step was 
taken when, on the institution of 
a  civil Administration, the no­
minated Advisory Council, 
which now exists, was estab­
lished. It was stated at the time 
by the High Commissioner that 
this was the first step In de­
velopment of self-governing In- 
stitutlons, and It Is now pro­
posed to take a second step by 
the establishment of a Legisla­
tive Council containing a large 
proportion of members elected 
on a wide franchise. It was 
proposed in the published draft 
that three of the members of 
this Council should be non-offl- 
clal persons nominated by the 
High Commissioner, but re ­
presentations having been made 
in opposition to this provision, 
based on cogent considera­
tions, the Secretary of State is 
prepared to omit It. The Le­
gislative Council would then 
consist of the High Commis­
sioner as President and twelve

elected and ten official mem­
bers. The Secretary of State 
is of opinion that before a fur­
ther measure of self-govern­
ment Is extended to Palestine 
and the Assembly placed In 
control over the Executive, It 
would be wise to allow some 
time to elapse. During this 
period the Institutions of the 
country will have become well 
established; its financial credit 
will be based on firm founda­
tions, and the Palestinian offi­
cials wUl have been enabled 
to gain experience of sound 
methods of government. After 
a  few years the situation will 
be again reviewed, and if the 
experience of the working of 
the constitution now to be es­
tablished so warranted, a lar­
ger share of authority would 
then be extended to the elected 
representatives of the people.

The Secretary of State would 
point out that already the pre­
sent Administration has trans­
ferred to a Supreme Council 
elected bythe Moslem commun­
ity of Palestine the entire 
control of Moslem religious 
endowments (Wakfs), and of the 
Moslem religious dcourts. To 
this Council the Administration 
has also voluntarily restored 
considerable revenues derived 
from ancient endowments which 
had been sequestrated by the 
Turkish Government. The Edu­
cation Department Is also ad­
vised by a committee repre­
sentative of all sections ot the 
population, and the Department 
of Commerce and Industry has 
the benefit of the cooperation 
of the Chambers of Commerce 
which have been established in 
the principal centres. It Is the 
intention of the Administration 
to associate In anlncreasedde- 
gree similar representative 
committees with the various 
Departments of the Govern-

Palestine W as Never A Desert ToMarch

Allegations on “Palestine as 
a desert”  made by Israeli pre­
mier Mrs. Golda Meir during 
her September visit to Washing­
ton were refuted by Palestinian 
women under the Israeli occu­
pation.

Nixon sent by the U.S. Consul 
General in East Jerusalem the 
women’s message which was
received in Jordan Nov.18 read 
as follows:

To Mr. Nixon, President of 
the United States of America.

We do not aspire to have the 
honor of addressing the presi­
dent of the United States of 
America at a  state dinner re­
ception; nevertheless we do 
hope that the same person who 
showed all that concern to Mrs. 
Golda Meir would do the like 
to us,Palestinian women, whose 
unsolved problem causes un­
happiness In the Middle East.
In her speech, Mrs. Meir rais­

ed the question of the debt Is­
rael and the whole world owe to 
the six million Jews who went 
to gas chambers In Europe — 
center of culture. The whole 
world seemed to compete in 
purging itself of a great sin. 
The question we, people of 
Palestine, want to raise in this 
connection is: “At whose ex­
pense?”  One cannot compre-

world can allow tor such a high 
price of injustice. One and a half

whole people, were so cruelly 
uprooted from this country in 
1948. The same tragedy was 
repeated In 1967 with another 
half of the remnants of this 
miserably destined nation.

Mrs. Meir talks so proudly 
of the faith and hope that her 
people held for two thousand 
years. One wonders why such 
faith and hope is denied to a 
people whose memory of their 
homes and lands is but twently 
years of age. Mrs. Meir should 
know and the whole world should 
know that: Palestinians have no­
where to go to except Palestine. 
Therefore, they have chosen to 
fight and fight it out and win. 
They have no alternative, for 
when the Debora of the Twenti­
eth century talks of peace, she 
thinks of the peace that gua­
rantees all the securities to the 
“State of Israel” - supposedly 

Mrs. Meir commits a  gross 
fallacy when she pictures Pa­
lestine as a DESERT where no­
thing has bloomed for hundreds 
and hundreds and hundreds of 
years. Our humble answer, 
which contradicts her state­
ment, lies in the following quo­
tation that comes from the diary 
of Sir Moses Montefiore, a Jew 
and a notorious pioneer In the 
Zionist movement, under the 
heading ‘Safad, May 24th, 1939’:

“There are groves of live- 
trees I should think more than 
five hundred years old, vine­
yards, much pasture, plenty 
of wells; also fig trees, wal­
nuts, almonds, mulberries etc., 
and rich fields of wheat, barley 
and lentils; in fact it is a  land 
that would produce almost ev­
erything In abundance, with very 
little skill and labor.”

We hope this is a  convincing 
evidence of the greenness of 
Palestne before the Jews had 
any chance to “make the de­
sert bloom ”

Ironically enough Palestini­
ans had the opportunity to visit 
their usurped homes, groves 
and lands after the June 1967 
conflict, and they saw with their 
own eyes what destruction and 
havoc has been created over 
the past twenty years. We quote 
here what an American author 
has to say about this:

“The Israeli side of Jerusa­
lem has many things to boast of, 
and the Ministry of Tourism 
tries to see that no visitor mis­
ses them: The Knesset.. J  saw 
most of these, and I  saw things 
which the Ministry of Tourism 
would just assume I had not

seen: Hillsides which for centu­
ries had been cultivated and ter­
raced by Arabs, turned Into a 
desert since 1948. The Israelis 
had neither knowledge nor in­
clination to preserve the olive 
trees and vineyards, and I saw 
hundreds of acres of crumbling 
terraces, dried wines, dying 
trees. It would be impossible to 
cultivate these terraces by ma­
chine, and in modern Israel, 
economically unsound to culti­
vate them in ancient way.

“And so the Ironies piled up. 
The Arabs, who belonged to the 
land and loved as only peasants 
can love it, were driven from 
it, and Israel pleads now for 
1mm grants to fill their places. 
Israel, to prove that the land 
belongs to him who makes the 
most out of It, Introduced mo­
dern agricultural methods and 
in certain places has made the 
■desert blossom.’ Many of the 
show places' of Israel, the Galli- 
lee and the plain Sharon, for 
example — were fertile to begin 
with. They had been cultivated 
for centuries by Arabs before 
Israel brought in tractors.Pa-

lestine's most productive areas

“Tourlsts cannot help seeing 
the difference. ‘This is what Is­
rael has done,’ they are told, 
‘And there you see what the 
Arabs did.’ It is not pointed out 
that Jaffa had oranges grown 
by Arabs, or that every olive 
tree and vineyard was original-

redecorated what we Arabs bu­
ilt. I heard one woman remark 
bitterly.”

Mr. President:
This Is our tragic story. We 

feel so bitter that the whole 
world blinks its eyes in order 
not to see the monstrosity of the 
injustice done to us, people of

the conscience of the world to 
wake up and do something to 
bring the joy and the songs to 
the hearts of our miserable 
children.

Israeli Border
Guard Killed
In Street Fight

JERUSALEM — An Israeli 
occupation guard and two Pa­
lestinian Arabs died Nov.24 in 
a  fierce gun battle in the occu­
pied town of Jenin.

Moshe Dayan visited the 
area after the brief but costly 
encounter.

Israeli “border guards* rai­
ded the town to arrest Pales­
tinian civilians on suspicion 
of resistance. But when they 
approached one house, they 
were met by small arms fire 
which killed an Israeli guard 
and wounded another. The Is­
raeli occupation authorities us­
ed grenades to storm into the 
house. An arms store was re­
portedly found in the house.

Part of the town was put un­
der curfew, and house-to-house 
searches were then made. Zion­
ist occupation authorities used 
the Incident to make more than 
a hundred Palestinian arrests 
in the Jenin area alone.

GAZA — Four Palestinians 
in Gaza were given terms of 
5 to 20 years jail Nov.26 by a 
Zionist military court in this 
occupied city “for acts of re ­
sistance last year.*

Maharab Mustafa Said, 28, 
and Diab Alxiul-Kheir, 26, re­
ceived 20 years each on mine 
laying charges. Mahmoud Sel­
man Abu Shlrbi, 45, received 
seven years, and Mohammed 
Gbarbi, five years, for helping 
set up weapon caches.

Earlier on Nov.24, another 
Zionist court in Jerusalem sen­
tenced a Palestinian town leader 
to nine months for reportedly 
aiding the accused killer of a 
collaborator.

The court was told Sheikh Mo­
hammed Jodeh Thabet of occu­
pied Shokba, near Ramallah, 
hid the gun used to kill Tayseer 
Louzl last August. Accused of 
killing Tayseer Louzl is Ab­
dallah Omran.

Sheikh Thabet’s  house was 
blown up by Israeli troops a 
month ago after his arrest.

Four other houses of Pales­
tinian Arabs in the village of 
Belt Fajjar, near Bethlehem, 
were also blown up during the 
week by Zionist occupation 
troops following the arrest of 
their owners.

AMMAN —A Palestinian stu­
dent saldNov.23thattheIsraells 
dumped him in theNegevdesert 
and told him to walk to Jordan 
after they failed In an attempt 
to deport him the normal way.

The student, Omran Mustafa 
Awasmi, told a press confe­
rence that he and three others 
walked aimlessly for about 150 
kilometers (about 90 miles), so­
metimes through minefields, be­
fore they reached Jordanian ter­
ritory exhausted and hungry.

He said he was among 13 
Palestinians and their families 
who were turned back by the 
Jordanians when the Israelioc- 
cupatlon authorities tried to ex­
pel them from occupied te rri­
tory on Nov.18,

The 2O-year-old student from 
Hebron said he and his three 
fellows were then taken to Je­
richo prison and on to a  desert 
region north of the Israeli port 
of Eilat, where they were left 
on Nov. 19.

"We were told we would be 
shot if we turned our heads,” 
he added.

The student, who arrived in 
Amman with the three other 
deportees Saturday night, Nov. 
22, said he had been arrested 
three times before and had been

All of these witnesses, some 
of whom have spoken at first 
hand, and others only through 
hearsay, must be treated with 
some reserve.

He is not only a Jew: he is a 
devoted one. He has served in
the Israeli army during two
wars, He is a highly educated 
man, and indeed one of some 
distinction in his profession.

army officials unfolded Nov.26, 
before members of the U.S.

villagers Including color slides 
showing piles of dead bodies.

The display to the U.S. Se­
nate and House Armed Ser­
vices committees tollowed sho­
rtly a White House statementon 
the March 16, 1968 massacre at 
the hamlet of Song My of bet­
ween 300 and 600 Vietnamese 
men, women and children, in­
cluding babies.

Radio Hanoi said Nov. 25 that 
the Song My massacre was on­
ly one of the innumerable blo­
ody crimes perpetrated by the 
U.S. aggressors and their la­
ckeys of South Vietnam.

It said ‘The most typical 
cases are the massacre in Ba 
Lang, where over 1500 people 
were killed, that in KongHrlng, 
where nearly 1,500 people were 
killed or wounded, and that in 
the prisons of Tay Nlnh and 
Poulo Condor, where nearly 1, 
000 people were killed or In-

The Marchis, 1968, U.S. mas­
sacre of South Vietnamese vil­
lagers at Song My Is reminis­
cent of the April 9, 1948. Zio­
nist massacre of 254 Palesti­
nians at Delr Yassin, a  vlUage 
at the Western edge of occu­
pied Jerusalem. The Palestine 
delegate of the Red Cross 
at the time, Jacques de Rey- 
nler, found 150 bodies thrown 
Into a cistern, and another 40 
or 50 at one side.
